This action made the Presldent of the
United States arbitrator In all disputes arlsing from
the canal.  An eleetfon will be held In Docember, and
the leaders of the opposition ave stirring up all the
fealing thiey can on the subject, but it will aot amonnt
to anything.

“f courss thers can be no questlon about the
absolute soverelgnity of Niearagua over the canal.
That was acknowledged ag long ago as 1847, when
General Cass, writing to the English Government,
declared that ‘this Repablie never could acknowledgo
tho sovercignty of any other country than Nicaragun
over the proposed work.'™ The Treaty of Limits,
agreed upon between Costa Rica and Nicaragaw, Min.
Ister Gueman added, gave his conntry absclute sover
elgnty over the san Juan River from the lake to the
Aflantio Ocean, and that Costa Riea should have pec
petual rights of free navigation, hut no more.”

A FOURTH OF JULY ORATION AT HURON, DAE.—
DWELLING ON TIE RESOURCES AND
FUTURE OF THE NEW STATES-NO
DANGER TO THE UNION FROM
THEIR ADMISSION.

Huron, Dak., July 4.—Huwon was In gala dross
to-day, aud an Immense throng of cltizens and visitors
filled her strects. The guest and orator of the day
was Congresstnan 8. 8 Cox, of New-York. 1In the
morning Mr. Cox spoke before a lasgs audience In the
Opera. Honse. At 1 p. m. there was a procestlon
two miles long, and later fn the afternoon a great
open-alr meeting, at which Mayor Rice presided. In-
troducing as the speakers Mr Cox, Governor Melletto
and Judge Mcody, The audlence of 10,000 people
gave & warm greeting to Mr, Cox.

Mr, Cox's oration was taken up largely with a
sketch of the history of the new States, especlally of
the two Daliotas, and with a statement of thelr vast
resources and their magnificent promise of futuo
greatness, A portion of the concliding part of the
address was os follows:

1 am bot one of thoss whe belleve that our politieal
REonts are as corrupt o4 they are plotured, nor do I Joln In
the Pharisafeal cant from the pulpit or the press, which
arrogaes to jteelf out of its own purity bY derogating from
the virtuo of others ouece in & hundred years Thoera are
men whe ereap ont of thelr shells after long hibernation, to
spourge the money-changers from the templs and the
seven devils out of our political body. They are not en-
titled to as much emphasis as ioso who, In the heat and
dust of active life, rilgious, politienl, soclal, edncatlonal
and othierwis, fllustmte by dally living and manly struge
gle the virtues which others ouly preach.

The great opportunities for guin, which have been (n-
craased with the lapse of time, ure not & source of danger,
provided honest mnd thoughtful men avert the parrupt
Infuences, et those who proiss our antique virtues laok
through the mists of time and thus magnify their eulogy.
It 18 always safo to form an fdeal based upon clvie virtus,
by which the future itselt may Le directed and measured.

The great perll of this country has been passed. We
can look back from our Iofty height and from this new
part of the country without a shudder at the ahyss over
whith we have pnssed, 'The kien eyo of that eaglo by
which we & pleassd to typify our height snd flipht
hero sweeps an extended horiron, and though fiying In
unerring cirelea, it gaees with unquenchad sight upen our
tull midday radlanes, defying all the auguries of fute.

"THE VEDDER LIQUOR TAX.

TWO MILLIONS LOST BY GOVERNOR HILL'S
VETO,

THE LARGE CONTRIBUTIONS SIXTEEN OLTIES
WOULD HAVE MADE TOWARD A REDUCTION

OF TAXES—LOSS OF THE COUNTIES.
MPRAM THE REGULAR CORRESPONDEXT OF THR TRIBDXE

Albany, July 4.—No aet of Governor Hill, since the
sdjournment of the Lagislature, has caused so muoh
dlssatisfaction as his disapproval of Senator Vedder's
bl taxing lNguor saloons, In many of the couutles
of the State the Hoards of Bupervisors had relfed upon
the Governor's signing tho bill, and had estimated tho
probable Income of thelr several countles fiom the
liquor stores If the bill shoulkl become & law. 1t was
ensy to estimate the Income of each county under the
bill, by learning the number of liguor stores snd thele
class In each city and town of the county. Eenator
Vedder's Bill was of & simpls character, It divided
liGuor-sellers Into two classes—first and second., The
first cluse, sald the bill, * shall bo those loensed under
the excise law of this State (o soll lquors of wny kind
W be drunk on the premises” That meant that the
liquor saloons In which all kinds of liquor are sold—
whiskey, als, beer, wine, etc.—should belong to the
first class, This clnss of caloons, the bill sald, should
yearly pay the Stato a tax of $100 In additlon to the
license fee already pald by them to the authorities of
the clitles or towns In which they do busiuess Places
of the secund class wero deciared to be * thoss Heensed
under the exclso laws of this Stata io sell malt liquors
aud wines, or sither, but no other beverags contaluing
alcohol, to ba drunk on the premises.® Saloons of the
socond class, the bill said, should pay & tax of #20 a
year,

It was at first roughly estimated that Gov-
ernor Hill, by vetolng the aot, had deprived
the  countles of the State—whose State laxes
wera to bs reduced by an amount equal
to that of the amount of the tux collgted within thele
soveral borders—of & sum equal to one million dollars.
But Investigation shows that the countles have lost
far more than a milllon dollars, There ste tweaty-nine
citles In the State, The present weelk The Tubuna
correspondont ohtalned reports for the past year from
sixteen of them in relation to the nwaber of thelr
liquor saloons and the number of each class, It divided
into two classes as provided under the Vedder bill,  The
dsparity of actlon of the several foarls of Excise
Is strllingly shown by these reports, Thus In Buffalo
they ksue no lcense for the sale of ale and beer alooe,

taving learned from experience that a liquor
sollar  who obtalns  one of  thesa  low.
priced licenses cannot bha trusted, but

wiil sell all kinds of Hquos “on the sly." In Syracuse,
however, the Board of Exclse has more coulidenco
apparently in the lquor-dealers, for there most of
the dealers are granted * ale and beer® llicenses. In
Albany the Doard of Exelse is sceptical and has grantad
ouly two “ale and beer” llcenses. The table below
shows the number of saloons of each kind, classified
aecording to the Vedder bill, in sixteen of the twenty-
nina cities, and the amounts the Stata would have
callected from them had the bUL become & law:

tax imposed upon the Hquor trafe within thelr
limits," In the case of New-York this obloction
would hardly stand, as the clty and county lmits arm
the same.  Nor does It apply with great foree to the
city of Brooklyn, that large clty baving nearly swal-
lowed up the eounty of Kings. And Brooklyn lquor
deaters wonld have pald a tax of 8310,860 toward
the redootion of the taxes of Kings County.
