Hy the will of John Crerar, which was ad-
mitted to probate in Chicago yesterday, that
city is made the legatee of $2,500,000, which
is to be used in the erection and maintenance
of a public library. This is a splendid bequest,
which cannct fail to prove of untold advantage
to Chicago. It is to be hoped that the use of
the money for the purpose intended by Mr.
Crerar will not be delayed hy a prolonged contest
over his will, or defeated through any defect
in the instrument, as may he the case with Mr.
Tilden's intentions for the benefit of New-York.
It is significant that Mr. Crerar insists that in
the selection of hooks for the lihrary a ** healthy
moral and Christian sentiment” is to he kept
in view, and all *“ nastiness and immorality”
ire to be excluded.

I fanlt is found with the action of the Ma-
rine Conference in deciding that all vessels
must '* go at moderate speed” in thick weather,
it will be by the owners of fast stea mships, not
by the seusible portion of the travelling public.

‘I'here is more force in the contention of prop-
prty-owners in what used to be called the an-
pexed district that the eontrol of streets, etc.,
in that part of the city should he taken from
the VPark Commissioners than that a special
commissioner should be appointed for that
region. Their idea, as we understand it, is
that this commissioner should have, as to the
wards north of the Harlem, the same powers
and functions as the Commissioner of Publio
Works exercises over the rest of the city. What-
ever good reasons existed for giving the Park
Commissioners exclusive jurisdiction here fif-
teen or twenty years ago, it is clear that with
the new parks to look after these officials have
enough to attend to; and it may be said that
pavements, street boundaries and the like do

not come natwrally within the purview of the

Park authorities. Is not the simple solution
of the matter the extension of the authority of
the Public Works Department 8o as to embrace
the whole city?

——
The further the examination of Secretary
Kemble, of the Dock Department, is pushed
the more evident it becomes that the city gov-
ernment has rarely been ornamented with an
official less familiar with his duties or more
poorly qualitied to perform them. Kemble's
ignorance of dock matiers is so dense that it
would be ludicrous if it were not lamentable.
Examination of the Department's records by
the Corporation Counsel on Wednesday showed
that forty worthless leases are in existence hut
of these Kemble knew next to nothing, and
even with his hooks before him he was unahle
to tell the names of the dockmasters.  Iis
testimony, however, strongly tended to prove
the existence of a ring of contractors who di-
vide the Dock Department work among them-
selves. It appears that a contractor stands
littla chance of getting anything there unless he
bas been ** highly spoken of”* by Chief-Engineer
Greene. Let us have all the facts,

A NAIIONAL ISSCE,

The approaching session of Congiess is await-
ed with a feeling of buoyant hopefulness hy
all friends of the American merchant marine,
The President is known to entertain progres-
sive views respecting the extension of foreign
commetce under the National flag, and it is
canfidently believed that he will recommend in
his message large and enlightened mensures
for accomplishing that end. From the replies
of Republican Congressmen to the direct in-
quiries addressed to them by our Washington
Bureau, it is evident that three-fifths of them
are already heartily in favor of legislation for
the restoration of the merchant marine, while
the remaining two-fifths are simply unprepared
to commit themselves prematurely to that pol-
icy. It is reasonable to conclude that positive
recommendations from the Executive will be
taken up with substantial unanimity by the Re-
publican majority. It is also probable that
many Democrats as public-spirited as Mr.
Cummings, who enthusiastically supports this
poliey, will be prepared to throw the weight
of their influence in favor of any hroad and
enlightened scheme for restoring the flag to the
seas. 'I'he prospect for a vigorous winter cam-
paign in favor of American shipping interests
is most encouraging.

Legislation that will aim to compass perma-
nent and satisfactory results will naturally fol-
low the lines which have heen pursued hy other
maritime nations in building up their commer-
cial marines at the expense of the Ameriean
carrying trade,  More liberal payments for
ocean mail transportation must he authorized
in order to enable American steamship lines
to compete with foreign lines. which are partly
supported in this way. This will he the hegin-
ning of a new policy ; but other and more di-
rect methods of encouraging the building of
ships and the resumption of the carnrying trade
must also be adopted. A scheme for provid-
ing tonnage preminms or houniies for every
1,000 miles sailed may be necessary in order
to attract capital and stimulate enterprise.
The precise conditions under which these ton-
nage premiiims shall he offered it would be
premature to define; hut it is reasomable to
conclude that the measure muost be a large
one, and must cover a period of at least {if-
teen or twenty years. France, Germany, Ialy
and other p'ations have adopted this system on
a large scale and for long periods; and the
United States in order to compete with them
will be compelled to make a similar applieation
of the principle. The English system of grant-
ing, not only mail subsidies, as in the case of
the new Vancouver line, hut also reserve pay-
ments for vessels that in an emergency ean
he converted into transports or cruisers, may
he introduced advantageounsly as a practical
methed of building up an auxiliary navy as
well as a eommercial marine.

Two general propositions shounld be main-
tained if the work of restoring the flag to the
seas be seriously undertaken. First, mensues
must be adopted that will aim at the creation
of a permanent commercial marine, under steam
and sail, rather than at the temporay relief
of the remnant of timt marine that is now
strugeling for existence and rapidly perishing
from sheer inanition. Secondly, the aid and
encouragement that are afforded must he so lib-
eral as to accomplish adequate rather than
tentative results. Small measures affecting a
few axisting steamship lines will merely in-
volve waste of money. The whole question
needs to bhe lifted out of the trammels and
grooves of private interests and elevated to the
broad plane of high National policy. The oh-
jeet in view should not be the narrow one of
rendering the stock of a few corporations more
remunerative than it pow is. It should
nothing less than the creation in the nem
future of a commercial matine that will ecarry
the flag into all seas and develap American
trade with all countries.  For aceomplishing a
result so maguificent half-hearted, closely eal-
culated and inadequite measures will be utter-
ly unavailing. A large and permanent policy
is needed commensurate with the objects to
be secured.

Ono thing. however, is clearly shown by the
complete change of tone of popular comment
upon American diplomacy since Secretary Bay-
ard’s retirement from the State Department.
The period of inglorious inaction, futile com-
promises and dishonorahle abandonment of Na-
tional rights has passed. The Republican Ad-
ministration had net been in power three
months before the Samoan controversy was
boldly taken up and seftled on American prin-
ciples at Berlin. This was a convineing dem-
cnstration that questions involving National
honor were to be vigoronsly and resolntely dealt
with. The diplomacy of the State Department
on Fnglish and Canadian issues remains a sealed
book. but journals of both parties aliks are
assuming with confidence that the interests of
the country will not again he compromised and
frittered away. as they were under Secretary
Bayard's incompetent management, The honor
of the country is to be upheld in any negotia-
ijons that may be conducted with England or
any other Eurepean Power, That is the con-
clusion which Americans with nnerring instinot
have already reached. Whether or not the Ad-
ministeation is contemplating a series of brill-
jant strokes in the Antilles, Nicarmgua, Hawnii
or the South Seas, the country helioves, and
it has reason to know, that it will have vigor-
ons, self-respecting, and highminded diplomacy
under President Harrison and Seeretary Blaine.

MASSACHUSETTS INTERPRETED.

In certain Massachusetts towns the Repub-
lican vote foll short or scarcely exceeded the
vote of twn years ago, while the Democratic
vote showed considerable increase.  These were
principally towns in which the manufacturing
population supplies a large share of the voters.
Thereupon the Free Trader cries: * Behold a
revolution against protection. At the same
time, the machine Democrats ery: ‘* Behoid
how the secret hallot, for the first time em-
ployed this year. sets free thousands of work-
ers from the political tyranny of employers.”
Now, men ind brethren, it will not do for you
1o use this little morsel of fact as proof to sup-
port two contradictory theories.

Either the manufacturing vote was free two
years ago or it was not. If the voters were not
free, and now change their votes hecause for
the first time they act upon their heliefs, there
has been no revelution of opinion about the
tariff.  Or if they voted according to their con-
vietions two years ago, and also last week,
then thers was no tyranny over these voters
which the Australian ballot has removed.  The
disputant will have to get on one side or the
other of that logical picket fence: the attempt
to stand on both sides will be found painful and
rmk.\'.

If one brings a little honesty and common
sensa to hear upon the problem, he will first
observe that when people are voting for State
ofticers only, who have nothing to do officially
with the tariff, they are less likely to express |
their opinions on the tariff question than when
voting for Congressmen aml President,  Last
year Massachusetts voters gave 32,000 plu-
rality for a Republican President, and elected |
ten Republican Representatives in Congress

out of twelve, That expressed pretty distinet-
ly their opinions on the question of protection,
This year, having only State issues to vote
upon, they cast a smaller vote and give a small-
er plurality. A Free Trader is indeed hard up
for encouragement who imagines that the Jatest
vote is better proof of opinions on the tarff
question than the one cast for Congressmen
a year ago.

The comparison made by the Free Traders
ineludes only a few picked towns, eusting less
than a fifth of the vote of the State, 1t is quite
unnecessary to add that a different selection of
towns would have shown different results,  In
some places the Demoeratic candidate for Gov-
ernor lost heavily, according to his friends, he-
canse of the unpopularity of his opinions on the
tariffl. Putting picked figures aside, the faet
appears that 90,000 vote:s, more or less, who
vored last year in Massachusetts when the tariff
was directly in issne, failed to vote this year
when it was not. It ought to e ohvious to the
meanest understanding that this is scarcely a
proof of change of opinion.  Also, it should he
obvious that a party certain of suecess is more
likely to neglect the duty of voting than a party
which hefools itself with vain hope that hy
desperate efforts it may peesibly succeed, (Of
the many thousand voters who failed to vote
this year more were Republicans than Demo-
crats,  That only proves that the Republican
party emhraces too many lazy voters, who take
vietory for granted.

RESDLTS,

It is now plain, as THE TRIBUNE stated di-
rectly after the eleetions, that the Republicans
have retained pluralities in [owa and Ohio ex-
cept for one candidate in each State, The plu-
ality for the Repuhlican candidate for Lieuten-
ant-Governor in Ohio, according to latest ae-
connts, s only 41, but all the other candidates
except the candidate for Governor have larger
pluralities. In lowa all the State officers elect-
ed exeept the Governor are Republicans, by
majorities said to he about ten thousand, This
measures the relative strength of parties more
correctly than the vote for Governor. Special
apposition. in no way touching the general pol-
icy of the party, reduced the vote for Governor
severnl thousand below that cast for other Re-
publican candidates, both in Iowa and Ohio.

This does not alter the fact that the failure
of many thousand Republicans to vote gave the
Democrats their opportunity in nearly all the
states voting this fall. Beecause National issues
were not by the voters considered directly in-
volved in the elections this year, Republicans
and Protectionists neglected to vote for State
ofticers, and so gave the Democrats an oppor-
tunity to elaim a ** great revolution of public
epinion” against the Republican National
puoliey.

Are the American people childish? We ean
hardly believe that they are, and yet many of
them often display a spirit that is elosely akin
to childishness, Take, for instance, the recent
