FICE ENDED.

The State Senate Committee on Citles, sliting
in Part IIL of the Supreme Court, with State
Senator lHendricks, the chairman, presiding, yes-
terday finished the investigation of the Sheriff's
oftice, and, as soon as it was “off with the old
love ™ was “on with a new"—the Board of Alder-
men.

The Sherift inquiry ended in a mass of figures,
tame by contrast with the interesting facts that
apice the earlier part of the record.  One interest-
feg morsel, however, was adided to the array of
clinrges of illegalities in the adminisioation of the
Sherif's oftice in the testimony of Police Justioe
Kilbreth, who said that in his opinion the Sheriff
perfotuied an unnecessary work in reporting police
vourt eonvictions to the Secretary of State, and
that he bl po right to receive appropriations of
woney for this ser=iee, '

The inguiry into the Board of Aldermen’s af-
fairs npened in a most lively manner, The second
witness eallsd on tlus subject was ex-Alderman
A I Conkling, whose story of his experienees dur-
ing his two years' memberslilp of the Board was
vne of seandals, * boodle,™ improprieties, undue
influences, attempted extortion amd corruption.
Much of what Mr. Conkling said was * liearsay®
evidence.  But the efforts of Corporntion Connsel
Clark to have the witness confess that he was only
retailing mere gossip resulted in discomtiture.  Mr.
Conkling disappointed Mr, Clark by furnishing &
few names and o few specifio instances. In two
of the lostances ex-Alderman Dowling was con-
cerned, 1t Ll come to Mr, Conkling's knowledze
that men interested in the East River Tunnel amd
in the College Point Ferry Company, wlich ap-
plied for franchises, had been “approached on
the subject of vwoney,” and the man who made
the “approach” in each case was ex-Alderman
Dowlinz,

The first witness ealled was Henry M. Tai® ae-
cotntant, who expliined the stutement of the
Sheritl's leganl fees and expenditures put in evi-
denee on Saturday, and printed on Sunday io The
Tribune.

Deputy Controller Storrs was examined as to
appropriations by the Board of Estimate. and Mr,
Ivins asked him to explain by what legal right
appropriations were masle for reporting poliee court
convietions.  The witness produced a written
eptnion by Mr. Lacombe, when Corporation Couns
sel. Sabil Mr Ivins:

@~ lit s there any quiestion Invalved In this opinlen
ather than thit of the actunl pumber of convictions charged
far 1 A=The question fnvolved was us to the legality of
e Uills of the sherid.

3.~ Rtut there was no discussion of the suthority of law
by which the Board of Estimate made these appropria-
tiona?

Folire Justice Kilbreth testified substantially
that reports of eonvictions in police courts by
the Sheritt are both unnecessary and not ne-
quired by the law.  The Board of Police Justices
geut in @ report on that subieet fo the Secretary
of State which coversd the ground, He held,
and gave reasons why, that convictions hy police
Justices in poliee courts were not * criminal con-
vietions,” and the Steriff is by law only required
to teport eonvictions for crime.”
