CNION OF MEN FROM THE LAND OF THE |
MIKADO.

PUSINESS AS WELL AS SOCIAL ENDS ORSERVED
—NEARLY EVERY NATIVE OF JAPAN IN
THE CITY A MEMBER-THEIR HAND-
SOMI QUARTERS.

Among the many clubs of New-Yorle the Jap-
anese Union lolds an interesting position. It
may be doubted if the natives of any other coun-
try on the earth, sojourning in & great ¢ity in a
girange land, were ever handed together so thor-
onghly and pleasantly as are the Jopanese resi-
dents of New-Yurk in their soctal cluh. There
are only fifty nutives of Jupan in this elty, and
thot is about the number of the elub's member-
ship.  As the rules of admission 1o this organiza-
tion are as striet us in any of the higher t-lnss_nf
American elubs, the fact that nearly every natve
of Japan in the city is a member I8 & splendid
tribute 1o the character of the men who have
come here from the far-awiy Jand of the Mikado.

The Jopancse love their country RS they do
their homes and their families, and while they
are active and energetie in husiness affairs, they
are fond of leisure anil social communion. As a
rule they are inelined to devote less actual time
‘o husiness and more 1o socinl pursuits than Amer-
jeans of Europeans, and it is natural therefoge
that when any number of them, however smnl],
happen to congrecite in a foreign eity, they should

- seck n place to meet together. In foreign lands
they are timid about seeking acquaintances, he-
ecanse of a feeling that their eountry and its people
and their eustoms are not understaod or appre-
ciated,

The elub in this ecity was organized twelve
vears ngo, when there were only eight or nine
natives of Japan in New-York. They were all
merchanta or representatives of the Japanese Gov-
ernment, and the eluh was founded to give them
an opportunity to meet nnd talk of affairs at honie,
For several years they met at each other's honses
on stated evenings, having no regular elubrooms.
At first the ohjeet was purely soctal, but as year hy
year their numbers inereased by the coming of
wther merehants, it was deeided to have a liome
for the club, where they could all meet for the
disenssion of business affawrs as well us for
pleasure.  The elub now lins a handsome suite of
rooms on  West Twenty-second-st,, which is |
equipped lusurionsly with American furniture.

SOME ORIGINAL MEMBERS OF THE CLUB.

Ope of the men most prominent in organizing
the club was Sabnro Tukaei, Constl-General at
the time, and the present manager of the Doshin
Silk Company in New-York. Among the other
original members were men who have become
thoroughly identified with business atfairs in
XKew-York, and are held in high esteem by Ameri-
cans as well s by their fellow-countrymen.  Mr.
Takayonagi, largely interested in the lrst Jup-
anese Manufacturing and Trading Company: Mr.
Shugio, sonnectad with the same company : Teisu-
ka Tukagi, of the Yokohama Specie Bank: R
Arad, of the Doshin Silk Company, and Y. Muras,
of the firm of Marimura Brothers were among the
charter members, They are still members of the
club, having done much toward keeping its or-
ganization intaet during the changes of the last
ten venrs. Suburo Takezi was the first president
of the club, and served for several years.

The preseut Vice-Consul, Teljiro Kito, is now
prosident of the club, He came to New-York
ubout a yvear ago, and at once became extremely
popular with the members of the olub, as, indeed,
he is with the Americans with wbom he hasheen
hrougiit into contact by business nffuirs ar other-
wise. IMe is about thirty-six years old, good.
looking, and is married. The vice-president is
Teisaku Takagi, who came here ten yenrs azo to
te edoeated. Ile succeeded admirably, fur Le
spraks English as fluently us an American, and is
thoroughly fawlliar with the institutions of the
country. He s about forty years old, and is as
happy as the Emperor himeell at having his wife
and a lovely boy eight years old with him.  Mr.,
Tukagi is the New-York agent of the Yokohnma
Specie Pank, and is the pdssessor of an ample
fortune.

Another popular officer of the elub is the secre-
tary, Yoshio Matsun, who has heen in this coun-
try four years. le hos liad a fine education, ae-
quired ot homwe and in this conntey, and has be-
come thoroughly Americanized. Mr. Matsuo liids
the responsible place of cashier of the Yn.lir:hnmn
Specie Bank, and by his counfrymen is reghided as
being a bright end promising young man. As
treasurer of the elub G Nagal is trusted with not
a large furd, but one that requires gFreful man-
agement, for the expenses are great in proportion
to the number of members. His management
has beon sucoessful, and his friends are satisfled
that be is u financier of merit. Ife is cashier for
the firm of Marimura Brothers, a place he has
filled ever since he came to America, Mr. Nagai
also has p good edueation, and has become thor-
oughly American in habits and sympathies.

SWINDLING CONTRACTORS — THE TIDE
AGAINST SARAH ALTHEA-MINING.
1BT TELEGRAPH TC THE TRIBUNR.?

San Francisco, June 14.—<The report of the ex-
perts on the walls of the Larkin-st. wing of the
new City Hall shows serious defects in the four
great piers, which must be rebuilt to make the
strueture safe.  In the other piers bad work was
found which will require repairs. The contrac.
tors have agreed ta do the work of repair and
rebiilditg under the instruetions of the archi-
tects. ®They lay all the hlame for the defective
work on the bricklayer, Ianks, who made the ex-
posire, but it is eurious that one man should
have been able to sl all these walls without
detection.  The result of the exposure will be a
more careful inspection of the construction in all
parts of the huilding. Sinee Buddensick eanme to
grief with his mud walls in New-York City na
such earienture of masonry has been seen 10 this
ecountry as these walls of San Franciseo's larpest

eity building.

The notorions Sharon case received jts quietus
this  week  when  the  Supreme  Const
refected  the  deecision  of  the lower ecourt
glving Sarali Althea 27,500 for allmony and
counsel fees, and declared positively that the dl-
voree suit shoull never have boen brought in the
lower court.  The decision holds that the Federal
Conrt first had jorisdiction of the original case,
and that the elaborate trinl in the Superior Court
was invalid, This disposes of the new suit bronghn
liy Sarah Althea and, in the apinion of the hesy
lawyers, 1t also ends all other litigation in the
eelehrated cose.
