Jot of olive, laurel, parsley or pine, with shich the
anclent athletes wers erovmed.  The Apectle Paul,
from whose firet epistle to the Corlinthlans the text
f& talien, had founded a fonriching Chrlstian oo gregs
Hon in the wealthy ety of Corinth.  This clty Wi
ot only famous for fts art and amde, bt was als
Infamous for ite vice. The plirate to plav the Co
rinthlan® was proverblal and sy nonymons with the led-
ing of an sbandoned life.  To the Clirtstinn eongresn
tlon in thix ity St Pant addeessst this oplstle for
the purpose of carrecting the virluns corruptiond in
doctrine and practice which bl cpept fn after his e
partare,  In the passage before 0s he uses o ¢oaupisi
son which is intended 10 5ot forth In vivid eolors the
Christian contest for a hieavendy prize.  He compares
himeelf to the athletes In the [sthmian games, o mos|
foreible comparison to those Who so otlen witne sel
those games.' In deseribing the Greelo games, e
speaker sald:  “ Viewed from n soclal standpoint, the
fict that a very hody of the best vouth of the
land were Inured to o life of selfdeninl, to the pric
tice of temperance nnd virtue, W the enltivation of
courige and patriotism, raust have hud & most eadn
¢ effect, as conditions then wers, npon the elvilian-
tion of the age. ad these nationsl games been onls
secular Instead of rellglons. they might have boen
rofitably eontinued, They were atoliched when Chris
janity beeame dominant, not on arcount of their gool
features. but beenuse of thelr prwerful influenee In fos-
terng idolatey and all Ite uttendant evils,”
