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A VILLAGE’S DISGRACE.

REMARKABLE CASE OF HOMICIDE.

THE EHOOTING OF JOHN RUSK BY THOMAS HART
~WESTCHESTER'S MANY AFFLICTIONS.

One of the most remarkable enses of homiride
in the history of Westehester County, and cer-
tuinly the most astonishing and bewildering in the
annals of the village of Wostchester, was the
shoating of John Rusk, a young man of Throgu's
Neck, by Thomas Hart, at different times oon-
stable, detective, political heeler amd bartender.
The stages of the case from the firing of the
ghot to the marvellous result of the coroner’s jury,
the gentle and solicitous indictment of the Grand
Jury, the half-hearted and nerveless prosecution
and the fiual hollow mitekery of justice’s sen-
tence, after monthe of dallving and idling and
fencing—the whole farce from beginning to end
illustrates a town's shame and diserace.

Thomas Hart drew o revolver on the evening of
December 18 last and shot Rusk down.  Ttusk had
turned a joke on HMart with a play on the * Me-
Ginty " expression. Hart whipped out lis weéapon
and fostantly sent a bullet st Rusk, saying, © Then
go down like Me(rinty.”  The wonnd was mortal
and the vietim died on the following day. And
now bégan a series of movements to save the
slayer which to the dull and conscienceless hrain
of & thick-sknlled South Sea Islander would have
seegued  hideonsly grotesque. To the class of
ruffians and eivilized savages who st 1o work to
hedge around Hart's life as diligently as honest
men would have striven to aid the law, the sne
ceeding Incidents were a source of self-glorifien-
tion. A coroner's jury found that Rusk died from
natural causes, Two physiclaus swore npon uath
that they had performed an autapsy upon the
body and gravely and wisely announced to the
fntelligent jurors that the vietim had died from
“acnte eangestion and oedemn of the Iungs, " The
innocent irony of the jury's verdict is 1o be seen
in the following amnzing result of their deiiberi-
tions :

“We find that John Rusk ecame to his death
from acute congestion and cedema of the bunes,
this verdiet being rendered on the evidence of
Drs. MaeNiehol and E. A, Willlamson.  We, the
jurors, having no evidence from the testimony
taken from the witnesses hefore us to prove that
Thomas Hart shot John Rusk, therefore it is our
duty to exonerate the said Thomas Hart from the
affair or of being the cause of JoTin Rusk’s death.”

Hart had admittesd that he shot Lusk, but de-
clared that the killing was accidental.

INDIGNANT OVER THE VERDICT,

Westchester had become hLardened to a econdi-
tion of affairs which was appalling in many woys,
but this verdict aroused a storm of indignution
and disgust. The District-Attorney demanded
and forced a second autopsy in the face of howls
of rage and disappointment from the * protecting”
ying. The two physicians who made the second
examination were not residents of Westohester.
One was Dr. Louie Livingston Seaman, of this
ity, and the other was Dr. (i. A, Lyons, of New-
Roohelle. The result of their labors in the case
brought forth some startling revelations. They
found that in the first autopsy the examination
had been extremely superficial,  The lines floated
lke corks. Had there heen * econgestion and
oedema” they would have sunk as heavily and
gwiftly as lead. If any previous examination
had been made of the majority of the other vital
organs some mysterions influence had skilfully
obliterated all traces of it

Seven ragged holes were fonnd in the intestines
where the leaden missile had torn along its fatal
course. The two other physicians testified that
the ball had passed through museles and skin
only. There were all the signs of raphdly ilevel-
oping peritonitis, while the limingz and eonting
of the Leart were tirm, glistering and clear.
for the first examivation of the lungs, the two
inoisions were so slicht that the true condition
of these orgars could nov have been ascertained.

But mere interesting testimony oeame up liter
before the Grand Jury—evidenee wlhich, despite
the assertions of Drs. MaeNichol and Willimmson
and the refinement of intelligence displiyed by
that wonderful coroner’s jury, absolutely forced
an indictment down the throats of the band of
henchmen who were shielding their comrade from
the scrutinizing glass of the law.

A MILD INDICTMENT.

But the indictment charged only manslaughter
fn the second degree. It is interesting, when
making a psyehological study of the hrain of o
eertain class of citizens, to notice the wstimony
given before the Grand Jury.

Dr. Edward A. Willlamson, Rusk’s attending
physician, and one of the two who made the tirst
autopsy for the giidance and enlightenment of
the coroner’s jury, composed of the same politiedd
pang as Hart, testified that the hall had ploughed
its way through the abdomina musoles, not enter-
fng the peritonaenm. It entered “u little 1o the
right of the anterior superior process ui the
crest of the ilium,” and it lay “a litle 1o the
right of the umbilicus.” On the other hand, in
the copy of motes for the autopsy mude by Dr.
Seaman and Dr. Lyons, which when put in
evidence before the Grand Jury caused the indint-
ment, it is shown that the bulley ertered ©two
fnches ahove the anterior SUperior Spinis prucess
of the left ilium, and one tneh to the left of sad
process.”  On the right side of the ahdomen wos
found a wound where the buliet hidd been re-
moved. This was “two and one-hall incles 1o

1he left of the anterior process of the rizht i, 1

and one inch above said process.”  Stripped of
their technical phraseology thes exprissions oo
to show that whereas Dr. Williamson deelared
that the bullet entered the hody ab i poiut acar
enough 1o the trouv of the abdomen e oLl @
eourse near the outer dircumference, the expert
testimony showed that the ball entered further
back and did not tuke so sharp a deflection
toward the outer surfuce. It touk a more central
course. Hegarding the post mortem Dr. Williaim-
gon said in referenee to the probing: * When |
made the post mortem I tried to fullow the tracs
of the bullet as aceurately as I eould.  Wihen 1
wade the examination I suceecided so well that
1 came right on the track of the bullet,  There
was an incision vide from the breast down to e
pubis, another frum crest to crest.  The vae Trom
crest to crest wus the one | made, und when 1
made it 1 began on the opposite side from the
wound entranee, and I made a cut right down, aud
saw & strenk of blood, where the ballet lad
wtravelled through the muscles. It did not go
through the peritonaenm at ail It only went
through the skin and muscles.”
THE TRACK OF THE BULLET,

“ What evidence was there of the track of the
builetr?”

“Tt was very plainly sven nght through the
musches.”

“When you examined and searchied for the
course of that bullet, after you made the incisions
up and down the hody and soross the by, e
you raise up the skin so you could see its course *°

“Yes, sir, It was dissected right back.  The
external obligue wus dissected away back, w
allow us to see the wound ™

PBut witness the expert testimony : “ Neither
wound had been distarbed at any  previons
sutopsy : nor had the intervening ussiue hetwern
the two openings been divided or laud open, ex-
cept where it was cut at right angles to "o
track of the wound by the longitudinal incision
from the sternum to the puhis” (The 1wo tflaps
of the tissue were preserved to prove that the
{ntervening tissue had not been divided or laid
open!.

Again the expert evidence goes on: “A long
probe was then passed through the opeming in
the left parietes, or wall, from without inward.
The right flap was then raised and the probe

through the opening in the right parietes, or
wall, from within outward. This probe marked
the direction of the wound. Just behind this
track numerous perforations, one-half 1 three-
fourths iuches in dismeter, were found in the
jejunum. The borders of these openings were
found contused and lacerated ana in a highly -
flametl condition.
