The gun that
explodkid to-day was p.irchascil I.y Dr. Justin
about a un.nth ano from thc Sonth lloston Iron
Worlts, Hoston. The guBr'is a nine-ineh Blakely
rille, similar in style to the one that exploded
at the last experinicnf on May IT.

Ir the nieantime Dr. Justin's assistants had
pn'parrs-1 the see.ond shell with 11 t-'I pounds of
dynamite. This shell alao weighed 275 poun.'.B
and waa tircd by tliirty pounds «>f p .wder. To
the s irprise of all tlie pun exploded,' liying in aU
direeiious, and endangcring many lives. Nearly
a liundred narrow BBBBfea were reported Threa
or four large parts of the irnn were thrown away
up into the villa^e of Perryville, over a mile nnd
a half from the gun. The explosion caused much
siirprise. Tlie lirst sliell was the most perfeet
one of the tAvo, and it is thought that Ifthe
sliells had been made wholly of forged steel there

wopjd have been no explosion. IkffBd steel was
