can Institute of Mining Englneers, In confiection with
the Iron and Bteel Association, the Ameriean Soclety
of Mechaniral Engincers and the United States As-
soclation of Charcoal Ironworkers, extended an fnvity-
tion to the Iron snd Steel Institnte of Great Hritala
to hold its annual session in uplon with thelr own on
this side of the sea. The invitation was accepted
with guthusissm. =imilar reqnests were sent to the
Vereln Deutsche Eisenhucttenlente, in Genmany, and
to lke socletles in other lands.  Everywhere the
response was prompt and hearty. In consequence, the
meeting, the first of its kind in this conntry, will b
attended by more than 500 forclgn guects, lncluding
the greatest engincers of England, France, termany,
switzerland and =pain.
