OBITUARY.

BENJAMIN A. BAKER.

Benjanmin A. Balier, assistant secretary of the Actors’
Pund of America, died at his home, No. 177 West
Tweilfth-st., vestorday. lis sichkaiess was caused by
the bursting of a blood.vessel In the brain a week agn
Friday. He was sitting In the ofice of the fond, in
Weat Twenty-clghth-st., writing the minntes of the
exacutive committes, when he sald to Lester S. Gurney,
who sat at an sdjoining desk, that he did not feel well
and thought that he wounld go home. Mr. tiurn'er ad-
vised him to do so and he took his hat and wenut out,
saying “ Good unlght; 1'll see yout in the spring.” Thls
quotation was his nsual good-night to Mr. Gurney.
His volee sounded u little thick, but fhis was not
unusual, and Mr. Gurney did not call a carriage, as he
would have done Il he had supposed that Mr. Laker's
slcknoss was anything serious, When he reached home
he could scarcely speak and It was thought that he
conld llve for only & short time, but in & few days his
condition Improved a littlo and he was confidently ox-
pected to recover in time, In spite of his age.

e improved a little from ¢ay to day, but early yes
terday morniug he seemed worse, and his physiclan,
Dr. Colin MaDougall, of No. 104 West Fortieth-st.,
was cialled to the house at 3 o'clock. le found the
patient so muclh worse that he came again at 11 :30 and
stayed unttl Mr. Haker diod, at 12:40 yesterday after
noon.

Mr. Daker was one of the oldest and best kmown
theatriesl men in New-York. Ife lad such s wide ac-
quaintance among actors as fitted him especially for
his dutles as wssistant secretary of the Actors' Fund,
In this capacity he did active work up to the very
moment of his sickness, and he was always to be
found av the rooms of the fund, except when he was
visiting or providing for the needs of some puoor
or sick actor. That he was at his duty
to the last is shown by the book In which hy
was writing at the moment when the ottack came.
U'p 10 a certatn point the writing Is as clear and In-
telligible aa ever, then there wre some erasures, sad
then a few linea In which many of the words are
illegible and all utterly Incoherent.

Mr. DaRer was born In this cliy on April 4, 1518,
Wheat & boy ho rait away from home and went on &
steamer to New-('rleans, where he worked as a
hariiess-maker, and he was afterward a repalrer of
cavalry trappings nnder General Houston. lHe made
hls first appearance as an sotor at Natches, in Februry,
1837, In “ Rob Roy.” lle stayed In the South for two
years and then came baok to New-York, when he jolued
Miteliell's Olympic Theatro at the time of Ité opening
on December ¥, 1830, Here he served as prompter
and also as an actor.  Whike here he wrote a numbor of
plays and acted in many. Some of his own plays were
put on the stage with much success, One of his
pleces was called “A Glance st New-York." It was
presentad for the first time st a benefl* om Febroary
25, 1848. The lemding port In 1t called * Mose”
was plared by Frank Chanfrsu, who made a distgetly
favorable impression with it, and it was this play
and this part that Jed to the production of the famous
“E&ireets of New York." Mr. Baler siayed at the
Olvmpla Theatre for cleven years, or up to the time
that Mr. Mitchell retired.

After this he became o partner with W. B. English
in the management of the Howard Athenasum, In
Roston, but he left it ro Fo to Washington, where he
was stage-manuger t the Natlonal Theatre. He next
went to Californis and was engaged by Mrs. Blnelalr
ut Motropolitan Theatre, Ban Francisco. llo lefl
san Fruncisco with Edwip Dooth aopd came East In
Octobor, 1850, acting ws manager for Mr. Dooth on his
first sturriug tour in this conntry, and visiting many
citles with himi. This was not his first meeting with
Iooth, however, as he was stoge mspager of the old
Clmtham, in New-York, when Lootl, then a young
man, suddenly appeared in * King Richord 111" one
night in place of his futher, who wns sick and unsble
to act.  Mr, Hooth has always remained the firm friend
of his old manager. Still later Mr. Balk-r was stuge
maniger for Laura KeTh™ ot her theatre in this city,
ut the tims of the run of “ The seven sisters,” and he
was sisge manager and actor from time to time ot
varlous theatres of the eity up to October 2, 1883,
when he Wi olected ussistanut wecretary of the Actors'
Fund, He discharged oll the duties of this office most
ofliclently, ws hus already been seld, up to the time
Ile leaves & wife, but no children.

EX-CHIEF JUSTICE GEORGE W, BROWN.

Laltimore, Sept. 6 (Special).—Ex-Chief Judge Georgo
Williamu Hrown, the most prominent jurist o Mary-
land, died Isst night st Lake Mohonk, N. ¥. Ile had
been in Ml-leslth for some time, but the tmmediste
cuuse of his denth was apoplexy. lie was born In
altimors Clty, In 1812, His father, also a netive of
this elty, wos s prominent merchaut; snd his grand-
father was Iir, George Brown, who cume from Ireland
‘o Baltimore i 173, The yeung man speat one
yeat W Dartmonth Collegs, going thenco to Rutgers
College, New-Hrunswick, N. J., from which eollege he
was graduated ut the hend of his elass in 1edl.  He
studied law, and In 1e20 formed & partaership with
Frederick W. Bruns, a former schoolmate.  TUs firm
I~ &t 01 in existenee,  Farly In his professionsl career
Me, birown wud Willlem A, Talbot started a move-
ment which vesulted in the foundation of the preserl
excellent bir lbrary  of this eity.  In 1533 Jndge
prown came ronspleuntsly before ths public se wn sd-
vacnts of municipsl refarm.  In 1653 hs united with
other prominent citizens to form a reform ascocls
tion, to put & stop to the * Kpow-Nathlug" violence
which kept the eity In bondage.

In tetaber, 1800, ho was elected Muyor by
a wajority ol alout & 00, Mayor liriwn wenl
intn oftier @t & erities)  time,  The  atiack
i the 6th  Messachasetis  Regiment  In the
strects of Baltimure, April 18, 1861, I well remem
bered.  Mayor Brown, who hed u-eid every endeavor
to avert blowdshed, upon keurulng whet bod happeued
hactenad to the spot, ordering Marshal Kane to folluw
bim with & budy of police,  The Muyor met the troops
marching rapldly followed by & hostile crowd, opd,
pucing himself gb their head, he went with then for
somis distalice to Camden Statlon. Ills presence,
while it did not prevent further disorder, served ln &
snell degres o avert & stll more bloody confict
President Lineuln afwerward pecognized the good il
in which the Mayor sud hls colleagues in authority hod
acted.  Bhortly atter this, however, military ralo was
extablished fn Daltimore.  On the night of Feptember
14, 1461, Mayor Brown was arrested by the Fadrral
suthorities st his bomo and was taken us o prisoner
to Fort Mcllenry, whemes he wns surcessively re-
moved to Fortress Monroe, Fort Lafayeite and Fort
\Warren. While In confinement numerous offers were
made hy the Govarnment to releass him, bot all weee
eonpled with conditions he could not wecept,  Finally,
when his term of ofice Lud expired, In 1502, he wus
pnconditionally relessed.

in 1867, when the rule of the minority schich had
held control of the state und ¢ty government during
and after the War was dverthrown aud popular gov-
arnment restored, Mayor Lirown wus chosen a member
of the consttutional conventlon, In 1872 hLe was
elected Chief Judge of the Supreme Courl of Baltimore
City.

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MR. REED’'S CANVASS OVER.

ADDRESSING HIS CONSTTTUBNTS AT SEBAGO
LAKE AND PORTLAND.

LARGE AND ENTIIUSIASTIC AUDIENCES LISTEN
TO THE SPEAKER AND MAJOR M'KINLEY

=MR. REED ESTIMATES HIS

MAJORITY AT 1,000.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE]

Portland, Me., Sept. 6.--Speaker Reed's stump-
ing canvass in this distriet ended to-day with
two gratifyingly large and sucessstil publie meet-
ings, one at Sebago Lake this afternoon and the
other at the City Hall here to-night. Major
McKinley and Mr. Lodge reinforced Mr. Reed st
the atterncon gothering. ani the eloyuent chair-
man of the Ways and Means Committee also
stopped over in PorUand and made a brilliant
and effective sprech, Both meetings were marked
by the same interest and enthusiasm that have
been shown generally throughout the district
since Mr. KReed's return from Washington Jast
Thursday, and there are now some hopeful indica-
tions that the apathy of & campaiyn until tien
exceptiopelly dull snd spiritless has at Jast been
dispelled. In uo year since Mr. Reed wos first
elegged _to Congress has he mude so brief and
limited & canvass of the two cenuties which
make up his constituency, and at no time, per-
baps, since 1576, owmng to the entire inaction of
the opposition, as far, ot least, as nppramnocs
g, had the pubije isterest in the race for Con-
gress  fallen to so  Jow an  ebb a8
during the two weeks just preceding the Bpeaker's
present visin Ilis nppearance herg has re-
awnkened n spirit of fight among the local lead-
ers, and his speeches, admirably seconded, as
they have been, by those of Representatives
MeKinley, Lodge, Ifenderson and (ireenhalge, have
had an appreciable affect in bringing home to the
voters of the distriet the hroadly National sig-
nificance of the pending cuntest and the urgent
political importance of the return of the Speaker
hy = creditable majority.

To-night's meeting, llke that of Thursday,
showed conclusively enough that the party in
Portlond is alive to the meaning of the situa-
tion, and if o eorresponding motivity can bo
aroused in the country towns next Monday there
will be little doubt of & result that will send
s thrill of satisfaction through every Republican
State in the TUnion. The Sebago Lake meeting,
like most open-air meetingy in this Btate, was
brief and pointed in character Maine audiences
seem to like twenty-minute, mther than two-
hour, speeches, and it is rarely thas s stump
orator ventures beyond the conventional half-
Lour limit. Such s ocustom, of course, precludes
any ettempt st exhaustive argument, but it
leads to pithy ard  vigorous rondensation
of thought, and gives nnusunl variety to an after-
noon's or an evening's programme.  The little
grove of pines at Sehago Lake in which to-day's
speeches were made is not unlike that at Old
Orebard Besch. It stands on a gentle slope, from
the foot of which the rows of seats rise in a
natural and graceful amphitheatre,  Iloth the
speakers’ platform and the curving rows of benches
nre sheltered from the sun's rays by the tall pines,
and through the trees the eye can eatch uw dis-
tant glimpse of tle delicate blue of the lake
stretching miles away to the northward.

The Speaker and his party reached e grove
about 2 o'clock, mnd found some 2,000 people
waiting there to greet thein.  More kept arriving
until 3 o'clock, when there were perhaps §,000 in
the audience, Sebago Lake Is a mere camp-
ground and pot a town, and the number of listen-
ers who had turned out to welrome the Spraker
sud his colleagnes bad surpessed expectation.
Mr. Reed waa the flrst to address the crowd,
which cheered bim heartily as he took hils seat
on she platform. His veire waa still husky and
uncertain, and Le was careful not to tax it un-
duly. His speech was full of good and witty
turns. The Kepublican party, he sail, was a
party which tried to fulfil {ts promiscs, and which
wis always ready to meet and deal with what-
ever emergencies might arise in the field of pol.
ities. Since 1858 it has been from year to year
hending its energies to the accomplishment of one
great political result after another. It never
shirked, and though it sometimes made niistakes
anid sowmetimes moved slowly, 1t nesver failed in
time to aequit ltsell of the tasks it had ander-
taken fatthfully, courageously and successfully. The
Demoeratio party, on the other nand, he mai.
tained, was continually dragging along about five
years behind the splrit of the times, ocenpying
the old camp grounds of Hepubliean nchievement
andl elaimiug eredit for things whieh it was finally
furegd to wceept as accomplished lustory,

“Five years from now, my [riends,” said the
Speaker, In his most serions tone, “you will find
1he Democratio party claiwitg to be the origzinal
discoverer and patentee of the prineiple tlar
memhbers of the House, il present amd deelining to
vute, mny be dounted to wmuke a quorum,”

The andience langhed heartily at this, but were
evildently not quite equal to the imagioative effort
involved it the Speaker's jorular predietton,  Mr.
Recd spoke in all nhout twenty minutes.

Mr. Lodge followed with n speech on Sonthern
electlon methods amd the necessi'y for Federal
defence of the principle of equal saflrage.
