That dlzease has hoen agrravated more or less during
the last vear in consequence of hard work,  Judge
Lookstaver was absent from the Court Honse during
the Investigation of his part in the Flack scandal, and
Jydge Bischolf was tronbled with his eyes, =0 that he
conld not attend to his work during the spring.  Con-
sequently Chief Justice Larremore and Judges Allen
and Daly were kept constantly on the hench to do the
work ususlly done by flva Jndges.  Late In the spring
Tuden Larremore was absent from the Court Houso
miteh of the {ime, and recentdy his fliness has taken
1 more serions tarn.  His family belleve that he will
have s much better chance of speedy recovery i he
tukivs absolute pest than he will by eontinuing his
ELops on the bench, and the members of his honsehold
lave finally persuaded him to resign.  Callers at his
home, N, G2 East sixtleth-st., Inst night were told
thut the Judge was too ill to see any one.
