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A PLEBEIAN PRINCESS,

A DRESSMAKER'S DAUVGHTER THE FRIEND
OF ROYALTY.
Paris, September 6.
Om Sunday last ocourred the funeral, at the
ittle ohurch of St. Honore d'Exlan—near where
Vietor Huge used to live—of a woman whose
parcer had been of the most remarkable and ro-
muntic pature. Of humble birth and origin sbe

,had been treated for many years hy severnt of

the crowned heads of Burope as a near and dear
member of their fmily. Dut, during the latter
portion of her life, shie was pointedly ignored,
slighted and even proclaimed us an impostor by
all her formerly so-friendly royal relatives, whose
saimosity toward her even went so {ar as to allow
her to suffer downright want., In the recent
editions of the Almunavh de Gotha ler naine
figures as the Baroness von Rutenstein, of the
Kingdom of Bavaria, but both her Inte hushand
snd ber surviving son, ns well as many persons
of bigh manik and standing, claim thuat she was
patitled to the styvle and dignity of Princess Leo-
pold of Saxe-Uoburg-Kohary. The members ol the
house of Saxe-Coburg-TTulhia have always been re-
markable for their matrimoninl alliances.  And
while some, such as the late P'rince Consort ol
tireat Britain and King Teopold 1 of Helginw,
have acquired niches in the history of the workl
by reason of the aplendor of their marringes, ot hers,
such as King Ferdinand o Portugal and Privee
Leopold, will remain on record for the infgriorty
of the socfal classes from which they selected
their brides,

While tlie charming wite of King Perdinand
of Portugal was nothing mure than the danghter
of & Boaton eohbler, the cousurt of Prince Leupold
was the only child of a Viennese professor of misic
named Gelger, who cousidered that he hud artained
the highest pinnucle of fame and fortune when
he was selected 1o meulente the rudiments ol the
pianoforte into the somewhat dull hrams mwd
unmsical ears of the voung arehidokas amil arch-
ducheases of the impertal family) At an eatly oo
his daughter, Constanvce, developmd signs ol i
extrwordinary talent tor the pisvoo, awl shie soun
vame to be regarded in the lizht ol oan intamt
phenomenon. As such she wis ovcasionally uskie |l
to play in the presence ol the whole court. th
the death of the professor his widow apoued o
dressmaker’s shop, her talented dunghiter weenps-
iz the post of Jead saleswonin ot the estahlish.

Cardinal Arehbhishop Rauscler lamselt, Prinve
Leopnlil's explanation of this was to the eltect
that he had no right or power 1o form a wor-
ganatie allinnee sinre his mothed, the heiress ol
the Hungarian magoate Kobary, wus not of royal
birth, and he himself. thercfure, not—strietly
speaking—entitled to the sivle of Royal Highnuess
This theory, though logickl. wis contested by his
yelations, aud privgipally by lis brother, who was
the father of Prinee Ferdinand of Inleana and
the husband of King Loms Philippe's daughter, the
elever Princess Clementine. In deference to the
,wishes of the family, Prince Leopuld’s bride re.
frained, durig the lifetime of Ler husband. from
uaking use of the title of Princess, sud contented
“herself with that of Barenes von Rutenstein, con-
gerred upon hier by the iil-fated hing Louis of
bmin.

As Baroness Rutenstein siwe wade the sequaint-
fnee and carried on cortespundensce with Queen
Victoria, the Ruval family of Portugal and Bel
ginm and with the reiening Duke of Sexe-Cobung-
Gotha. Although sbe frequently visited Vienna,
yet she mostly resided in this e, wiere there
wits less wastinetion made between her ranls ol
that of her husband thun etiguette-bound
Vieana and Berlin. A more devoled eainle
was impussible 1o eoneeive, nta Thelr eliaming
house here. on the Rue Spantini, near the Bois de
Boulogae, was noted for its muznificent hosp-
tality Subsequently, towand 1275, the Prince
huilt in the Rue Pergolese a lovely livtle pulazan,
to which he gave the name of Ville Constance
Members of the dramatic and apeiatie profession
were among the most honored goests o1 the Frnee
and his wife, at whose table the vwo Cuguelios,
Karah Bernhardt, the Viennew wctar Gerardi,
Christine Nilsson and several otlier leading stars
were to e met mingling with a host of roval aml
titled personages ol Loth seses.

Ferdinnml ot Portngul.  Her funeral was attended
by w number of prominent J.u-uplp, inelwdling Prinee
Itqhenlohe, the Duke of Vallombhrosa, 1he Prince
of Valori, General Caslagnier, M. Lipmann, the
soti-in-law ol Alexander Dumas, snd last bt not
least by the phenvmenally fai Prince Giedroye.

The latter, who has recently been the hero of
a kind of tirlesgue adventire in Bulgarvia, a coun-
try from whick Le was expelled by Prinee Ferdi-
nand’s polive, is one of the querrest of the many
queer creatures who copstitute the foreign colony
at Puris. e is popnl egarded as n member
of the seeret poliv ., umd, althongh he
hiolds the honorars rank of a Chamberlain to the
Emperor, Le is treated with seant considegation
at the Jmperin! Embassy here, sl has never vet
heen pressed to procecd 1o St Petershurg for the
prirpose of nking part in and of the festivities or
tunetions uf the Rissian Colre. In faet the Czar
appeirs o prefer him ol o distunee, and, enrionsly
enntiad, no Russtan order figures smong the
ol thivkreliss decopations widh which his portly
frame s literally plated. O Polish birth, his
wanlke of Cliwmiberlain was conferred at the time
of the ast Pulish insurrection, when he threw in
Wis Tt with Russia agninst his velutives and coun-
ey,
