FHE FIRST DAY'S PROCEEDINGS—-ELECPIONS

AND APPOINTMENT OF OOMMITTEES. !

When Rishop Potter, as chalrman of the 107th an- '
pual convention of the Protestant Fplscopal Dlocess of |
Kew-York, begun yesteray in the Church of the Holy |
Trinity, called the couvention to order at 10 a. m., the |
edifice was well filled, every parish in the diocese be- |
ing represented by two or more delegates. The morn-
ing session Wik occupled Ly the delivery by Hishop |
Potter of his triennial eharge to the delegates. This
charge was of consideralle length and related princd
pally to tho oflices of warden and vestrymea, thedr
dignity, their dutios and their opportanities.  1n speak
ing of wandens and vestryuien ws custodians f pror-
erty, the Eishop said: “1 am glad to bear witiess
that orluarlly it s cheerfully acknowledged  that
wardens and vestrymen may justly be looked 10
for such ordinary vigilance in regard to the property
of the Chureh as s Invelved in heeping the
church edifive in decent repalr, In duly attending w
the matter of Insurunce, the collection of pew ronts
and the lke, aud In such provision as may he neces-
sary for the comfort and decorum of public worship.
