EVIDENT INTENTION OF THE GOVERNMENT 1

DHLAY THE PRLXEEDINGS AS MUCH

AS PMSABLE-PROTESTS FROM
THY DEPENDAX TS, v

Duhlin, Sept. Mi.—=The streets of Tipperary
were thronged with people until a late bour lust
night disenssing the execiting incidents of the
day.  As litle real progress had heen made toward
w disposition o1 the cases against the arrested
Nationalists, anil as the ceneral impression created
by the conrt & rulings wias not one complimentary
ta the tribunal’s sense of fairness, there was much
speculation as to what the morrow wonlid bring
forth. The leading Nattonalists hul a prolonged
consiltation in the evening, A further attempt
1¢ briog Sergeant Kennedy, of the police force, to
acoount for some of the clubbiug in frent of the
pourthouse vesterday will e made.

The situation ut ‘Fipperary this moraing Wwas
much more Traoguil thau yesterday. 1he streets
were still thranged with prople who seemed 1o
Ve laboring under suppressed excitement, but
there was no collision with the puliee The
authorities touk special precautions 1o guand
against  the  possibility ol an wuthraph.
A detachinent of soldiers assisted the police in
matntaining order.  Twe space in  front of
the courthouse waos held by a strong gnard aund
both soldiers and police patrolled the streefs.

The session of the eontt oy the trial of the
eonspiracy rcases wus of short duration this wern-
me. When the haur for opening eame the pre-
siding magistrate snuoinesd that it wonld be im-
possible tn go on with the cases this moruing, ns
1he Judge of the County Conrt required the huild-
ing. Ju wenld ' pecessary therefore 1o adiourn
further procecdiugs until the atternoun.  Hetore
the magistrate conld ideclare the court adjourued
Timothy Healy spraug 1o his feet, and 0 the
pame af the defewlanls eutersd an carnest pro-
test againgt au adjournmeut tor LLe reasen piven,
Tt was not right, hie urged, thar the wagistretes
in such o ease should suit their actions th e
convenience of the Cenuty Court.  The judge ol
that tribunal shenld be the one 10 vield, in-
stead of insisting on the letter of his rights in
the premises.  Men had been hronght te Tipperary
far from their homes tor toinl They had & rielt
to eéxpect that the trial would be expeditions
88 pussible. It was becoming more and wmore
menifest, Mr. Healy deelared, that the defendants
sere being tiented with every discourtesy 1he
authorities conbl devise.
