BUMMOXSES FOR REPUBLICAN ELECTION IN-

KPECTORS TO DO JURY DUTY OK

XOVEMBER 4.

One of the gamea of the men ln eontrol of tho clty
ofllces. la eonnectlon with the epproaehlsg election, U
to snmmon Rcpnbilcan inspcctors of election for ]ury
dnty on election day. The purpose is, probably, thus
to prevent the attendanco at the polllng-place of the
regular Inspector sekcted by the Repnbllcans, so that
a tool oi Tamatany HaU may be put in hht pleoe.
A RopubUraa ln.peotor of alectlons yesterday brought
his papors to The Trlbnne ofece, and showed his Jury
notlce. wlleh had been Isroed from the SkerMT. offlce.
He said that he had gone promptly to the fiherlff'i

offloe and there exhibited his erodentlalfl at aa inspector
of otocOons. Ho was told that be mnst go to the
rOflBilonnr of Jarors for rellef. At thls Oommis-
Btoner'B offloe he agaln showed his oredentlalt as an

electten ofllosr and arted to be oxcaaed, but he waa

toM thare that his only reeoone was to go betore the
Jodg* of the oovirt at which he had been summoned to
Mt as a Jwer and state his case to hlm. As the
peUa opea atda.sa.oa eieetton day and the court
doee not conveae uatll 10 a. m., lt would he fmpoe-
alale for the electtoa offlcer to be exeuaed from ]nry
duty la tlme for servlee at the psUmg-ptaeo. Many
other iMtaaeee of thls ktad are repoited, bat so far
no DemocreWo mapeotor af election 1« know* to have
Men eanxmoned aa a Jaror.

Bvery Beyubboan eleetien offlcer should know that
the law exempts hlm from Jury duty dartng tho
year. AH election ofaeers are so exeapt If any
Inspector, poll clerk or ballot clerk reeeivea jk jury
nolce he should tndorse npon lt a steteroept to the
effect that he has been eppolnted an election offloer,
riving the nurober oi his Election and ^ssembly
Distrlet, and return tbe aame to the CommlMloncr
of Jarors for his infonuatlon. No harm will come to
hlm after that
At the offloe of the Oommlssloner of Jurors lt waa

¦aid yesterday that no Inspector of election or other
eloetlon offlcer had besfi knowlngly summoned as a

luror from that bureau. . ,v

Colonel T. P. Rodenbou|h. Chlei of the JBnrean of
BDections, saM yesterday: *A11 Inspectora of election
and poll olerka are eocetnpt from lury duty for one

year followlng their appolnunent The law saye nothinR
about exempUug baUol olerka. It happens freouenUy
that tnspectors and poll clerks recelve notlce to serve
on iuries, but all they have to do is to go to court and
show thelr oertiflcate* of appo'htment and they will
be excused."

MANY PEOPLE IX PER1L.A CROVfDED TLAT-

H0U8B ON FUUfi.

The orowded flve-atory flathouse at the northwest
corner of Lexlngton-ave. and Thlrty-thlrd-st. waa

almost totally destroyed by flre abont 8:43 o'clock

yestorday afternoon. The flre broke out at the bottom
of the stalrcase, on the ground floor, from an unknown

eausc. The flames, leaplng up the stalr shatt, pre-
vented all the tenanti of the uppor floor* from
doscendlng, and as the donse clouds of smoke, fol¬

lowed by tongues of flame, fllled passage after paesage, a

famllles; on the thlrd floor the Batteo, Zlnrmerman,
Newlan and Carpenlcr famuTS; on tbe fourth floor
the Cantrell, Totten, Halstead and Boston famllles; and
on the flfth floor the Klefor, Ferry, O'Connelly and
Matterson famllles.

In the frantlc struggle to galn tbe roof there were

somo tutrrow escapes from death. Ono woman feU
at the top of a statrcaae and dropped her baby, whleh

rolled to the floor bolow, wnere the flames were

already sweeplng along the waus. She dashed

back lnto the bllndlng smoke, recovered ber
cliild and suCcoeded ln reachliig tho roof lu
satey lt keenrd an ago beforo the flrraen
could K*b a ladder to reach the roof from an

wllolnln^onc-story honse, and then the task of
bi-iiiainir tlvs lmprlsonod people down sra* a slow and
parUOBS one. All who had galnod tho roof, how¬
ever, escaped wlthout tnjury.

Mlss Hawkens, Mrs. Newlan and Mrs. Carpenter
were roscued from n window by Flremen Nowgent and
Slavln Flremen Rroderick, Sanford and Langford.
of Truck No. 7, ralsed o ladder ln tho rear and resnied
two women and several chlldren who were'lmprlaoued
on tho fourth fl>>or. Tho bulldlng was owned by
P, M. Ramsey, who estlmated the damage at flO.OOO,
iiearly covered by lnsurance.

Whllo tho 130 wcrkmen employcd In J. Stottsa
coffln factory, at Jfos. 103 and 103 Christie-st.. were

bclng pald off at «:45 o'clock yesterday afternoon, at

tlw coahler's desk on tlie flrst floor, a cry of "Flre"
was beard from tho floor above. The bulldlng was

stored wlth most Inflammablo matorial, and evcry

precantlon had been taken agalnst flre. Tho men

rushed In a body to the thlrd floor, where they found
ono of the employes, James Maloney, throwlng palls
of wator and hand-greaades on a plle of blazlng wood

near the lower end of a shaft througU which sawdust
was shct from tho top-floor. He and the other* were

unable to rope wlth tho flames, however, which ln a

few seconds were leaplng up the shaft and burstlng
out of an opening ln the roof.

BID8 INT1TED FOR A HARBOR DEFENCE RAH

A TORPEDO BOAT AND A TORPEDO CRUISER.

Washington. Oct. 18.-Tbe Navy Department to-day
Issued an adverttseracnt tnTltlng proposaia for the eon-

structlon of a liarbordefenoe ram of 9,050 tons, a

torpedo boat of 118 tons, and a swlft torpedo crulser

of 750 tons. Tho ram win be constructod ln accord-
anoe with pla'ns prepared at the Navy Department.
She will be renuired to malntaln a spced of seventean
knots an hour for two consecutlve hourt, and a pro-
mlum of $15,000 win be allowed tor each auarter-knot
ln excesa of that rate.

Tlie torpedo boat will be .eonatrucied on plaus pro-
vlded by tlie bldder with a view of <lereloplng o speed
of twenty-four knots per hour. For spccd ln excesa

of that rate a prerntum wlU be allowed of $1,500 for
each qnarterknot up to twenty flve knots. and of

$9,000 for each qaerter-hnot In exeeas ot that rate.
The vesael will not be aceepted anlesa she makes at
least twenty.three knots, and e penalty of $8,000 will
be tmposod In case abe aiakes leaa than twenty four
knots.

The torpedo eruleer will be bullt on Departtnent's
plans, and la requlred to devclop a mtnlmum speed of
twenty-two knots. A penalty of fio.000 ls preserlbed
for each quarter-knot Ms* than twenty-thrM knots. and
a premlum wlU be allowed at the rate of $10,000 per
(rnarterknot ahove twenty-three knot- aad up to
twenty foor knoU. and of $80,000 per quarter-knot ln
exeeas ot twenty faur knota. Blda for the ram and the
torpedo boat will be opened December CO, and for the
torpedo crulser Febrnary 11.
