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feated when a candidate for Congress in & Con-
gremional dlstrict made up of the ssme counties
of Washington and Bensselaer.

Quackenbush was an earnest champiop. As is
well known Troy's prasperity is bounfl up with
that of the collar, cuff and shiré factories of the
plage. It is cstimated phot in Troy there are
yearly mapufactured ten ‘illion dollars’ worth of
collars, cufls and shirts. In addition there is a
vast laundry interest copnected with these trades.
In all over 20,000 persons in Troy are employed
in them: or enethird of the population of the
eity. Mr. Quackenbush being a faithful repre-
sentative of his constituents of the XVIIIth Dis-
triet, naturally took especial pains when the Me-
Kinley Tariff bill was passed to incorporate in it
s tariff upon collars, cufls aad shirts which would
smply protect the manufacturers of Troy sad their
workingmen, Formerly there was a duty of 30
per oent ad valorem upon ocollars and cuffs.
Under amendments to the Tariff law suggested hy
Congressman Quackenbdsh, not only will there be
s duty of 30 per cent ad valorem, but also a dury
of 35 cents per dozen. In the opinion of the
collar and ouff manufacturers and their men the
inerease of the duty on these articles will give
them protection for ten years to come from harm-
fu] foreign competition.

One of the Jargest villages in the Congressional
distriet is that of Lansingburg, which is situated
on the Hudson River, just outside of the sub-
urbs of Troy. The chief industry of this place is
the manufacture of brushes. Congressman Quack-
endush obtained an increass of the duty upon
brushes to 40 per cent ad valorem. This increase
of duty was badly needed. The brush business of
Lansingburg was declining and would soon have
been destzoyed by the competition of foreign
brush-makers if the duty bad not been rajsed.
One of the largest makéTs of brushes in Lansing-
burg, Joha T. McKeon ‘& Co., had just gone out
of business because tbey could not make any
money. The increase af the duty will there-
fore revive the drooping industry.

Congressman Quackenbush also has greatly
pleased the farmers in his district by aiding in
raising the duty upon potatoes. \Vashington
County, in this Congressional District, ralses more
potatoes than any other county in the State
Its inhabitants Lave been much troubled by the
eompetition of Canadiau farmers with them in the
potato warkew of the country. This competi-
tion will now be much lessened.. Congressman
Quackenbush therefore has the support of every
Fepublican farmer and of many Demoocratic ones.

Division among the Democrats of Troy in-
ereases thio chances of Mr. Quackenbush carrying
the district. County Clerk Conway, a Demoerat,
bas rebelled against Edward Murply, jr., his
former political boss, and there are rival Demo-

eratie  candidates for  Aldermien in  the
Sixth, Eighsh, Ninth, Eleventh and Twellth
wards of Troy. This dissension of the
Democrats  gives the Republieans nan  ex-

cellent chance to elect one of their number as
Mayer of Troy. Thelr candidate is Francis N.
Mann, one of the ablest young men in the city.
Mr. Mann as an Assemblyman from Rensselaer
Connty showed talents of high order as a legis-
lator.  Mr. Mann will undoubtedly reecive a
good many Democratie votes, The Demoeratic
ring have uominated Muyor Whaulen, whose ad-
udristiation has been unpopular. The taxpayers
of the eiry see that if they vote for Mr. hf’;mn
they will bring the eity taxes down and bimprove
the eity movermment. The political tide tnere-
fore is with Mr. Mann.

There are live Assembly Districts in the Con-
gressional District; two in Washington County and
three in Renssclaer t'uum?,-. The county of Wash-
ington now has two Republican Assemblymen, and
will send two to Alhany the mminﬁ vear. As-
semblyman Albert Jolmmnhpr the T1Id Distriet of
Washington County., only had 183 plurality last
year. , That small plurality wos due to Republican
factional differences which are now ended.

83 Fulton-st., sad : “ With the highest tarif which
has ever beem Iimposed upon flint-glnes, and with
wages within 10 per cent of the highest ever pald In
this country, the prodnct is as cheap, if not cheaper,
than ever before. The wages we are paying to-day are
within 10 per cent of those pald when gold was at a
premium of 180. 1 could mot say mo:e than this if
1 were to talk for an hour. A year ago. when 1 was
in Belgium, 1 asked & Jarge and wealthy manufaciurer
what e pald one of his blowers, who was making besr
pottles for shipment to America. *Two dollars and
twenty-five cents In your money,’ he answered, with an
nnmistakable alr of pride snd generosity. I thought
the man wonld faint when I fold him that the same
man In Pittsburg would bo pald from 28 to 810 a day,
and might perhavs be sble to earn §10 a day. It s
cortain that the wages of the glass-blower in this coun-
fry will be Inereased and more men will be employed
under the new tariff, and I belleve that the price of
classware, if not cheaper, will not be any higher in the
tuture.”

A member of the firm of Holbrook Brothers, at
Deekman and CHff sts., referring to the difference in
the present cost of plate-glass In this country snd that
which prevalled fifteen years ago, sald: “[ consider
this one of the strongest ilustrations of the benefits
of & jndielous, business-like protective polley. Binece
the impositition of a duty on plate-glass the article has
heen manufactured fo such an extent here that were
the duty removad to-day I believe we could easily hold
our own with the European factories. Although there
aro comparatively few fuctories here, the price of plate-
glass during this time has fallen over 70 per cent.
WHSonl protection It Is quite certain that this reduc.
o would never have taken place.”

The figures and facts given above were substanilated
by Michael H. Hagerty, of Hagerty PBros. & Co.,
dealers and Importers of glassware, at No. 10 Plaut
st., and several other well-known men of the trade.

As & “startling example” of the alleged extortionate
prices which Amerlcan manufacturers will reap under
the new Tarifl law, a Cleveland merchant was quoted
in & published statement recently as saying tiat
« manufacturers have slready served notico that they
will advance prices on the goods (hosiery) which we
now sell at 31 cents a palr, so that we will be forced
to scll them at 35 cente & pair.  Instead of Lelng con-
tent with old prices and selling their goods at a figure
that with these high tarlff rates, would drive every
English stocking out of the market the Amerlcan
manufscturers at once take advantage of the high rates
to demand proportlonstely high prices.”

J. llenry Bmith, of Bmith & Angell, of No.
Thomas-st., the lirst and largest importers and manu-
(acturcrs of “fast™ black hoslery in tiis country, sald
to & Tribune reporter after having read this clipping:
“The sistement that there has been an ncrease [n
the pifee of these goods, br that notice of any surch
incrense has been given, 1 know to be untrue. Of
course we will feel any possible 111 effects of tiis new
1aw as much as sny house in the country, and, without
wishing 10 appear egolistical, I belleve 1 can say that
I understand the situation among the lurge maoufactur-
ors and dealers In this line of goods as thoroughly as
sny one in the business, but I can say that, althouzh
1 have heard of lower prices since llis pussage of thio
McKinley blll, 1 have no anowledge of any contem-
plated incrcase in prices.

Ings @ pence, and at the correspanding date of 1880
the price was only 50 shiliings 1 1-2 pence, while on
October 8 of this year the prica was 60 shillings,
against 50 shillings 5 pence In 188D, These fgures
plainly show an advance In the raw material's price.

“And here,” added Mr. De MIIb, “is another false
aaserilon of our free-trade friend, who says that or-
dinary Bessemer colie Lin |s selling at #1 20 to #1 40
per box more than In August—mieaning Angust of this
year. Taliing *The American Metal Market' sgaln as
suthority, we find the quotation for Angusi 13 to be
#5121-2, while the quoted price now s 8547 1-2&
£5 50, a difference of only 33 rents instead of #1 10
S0 tho further statement that the American public Is
puxing over $300,000 3 month more than It was for
Wicir plates o ehort time ago falls to the groand.”

In closing Mr. De Milt sald: “1 havé not the
slightest doubt that In the conrse of the next one or
two years the American consumer of tin plates wil]
reap the same advantage that he has always eujoyed
when the production of an artiels not manu-
factured in this eouniry was stimulated by s protective
duty. We ennnot hulld up & new Indus in a few
wecks or even months, and the imposlition of a tarf
rate, however encouraging it may be, will not imme-
dintoly produce the expected results. 1t seems to me
that tho mistakes we have notod and the figures we
have glven destroy the forve of the whole free-trade
article.”

THE MAYOR'S INCONSISTENCY.
HE FACES BOTH WAY5 ON THE ELECTRIC SUB-
WAY QUESTION.

Mavor Grant's Inconsisicney has again been shown
by his recent action in the Board of Electrical Control
In favor of granting the right to an electrlc lighting
company to use overhead wires. This carlous turn of
the Mayor becomes the more peculiar when It Is remem-
bered how he patted himself on the back on the sub-
jeet of burying the wires, in his letter of acceptance,
which was lssued only two days befors this action of
the Board of Electrical Control was taken. This Is
what Is sald In the Mayor's letter of acceptance on the
subject :

On the Ist of January #1880, not a foot of wire was
underground, The electr.e light companles Insisted
that 1t was impossible to operste thelr wires In the
subway. Ny direction of Mayor, the Commlissjoner
of Publle Works cut down the poles and removed the
wires, Bipce then 17,003 miles of wirs fiave been
put underground. At (his rate, within a short tUme
no electele wires will remaln expoted on the stroets,

This letter appeared on Tuesday, Oclober 1. On
Thursday, two days later, & meeting of the Board of
Flectrical Control was quletly held In the Mayor's
office, and Mr. Giruut announced that application had
Leen made by the North New-York Lighting Company
to replace {ts cireults in the Twentyv-third and Twenty-
fourth wards, The Mayor szid that the people of
those wards “were clamoring for eleetrie lights,” of
which they were deprived by his crusade on overhead
wires a little over w year ago.  He introduced the fol-
lowing resolutlon, which was unanlwously sdopted *

“ Liesolved, That the sceretary lssue o temporary
permit to the North New-York Lightlog Company to
place and reesmneet s circulis norih of the Ilarlem
Iiver, which have been removed by the Bureau of
Ineumbrances, belng at that time In violation of the
rules and regulations of the Noard; the construetion
of the same to be under the supervislon of thn elec-
trical expert ofitho Lioard, 1n arcordance with the rules
and rezulntions of the Noard.”

The nearness of election day, and the desire to securs

the support of the Electrie Light Company and of some
few people tn the Annexed Distrlet, who are not alive
to the danger of overhiesd wires, or who have forgotten
the spectaric of 4 man l'l)llﬂll!l to death on an electrie
light polo in thelr pelghborhood not many months ago,
may }m\'e moved the Muyor to “gn back on" his ex-
pressed deterniination to kocp the streels frae from the
daugers of overhewl wires, whether thers wern sub-
ways 10 bury them In or nol. At any rate, It would
be Interesting to know why he hus mude such u com-
plete changs of front on this question.
