STRANGE DEATII OF A LONDON DRUGGIST |
IN YONKERS,

A NOTE SAYING HE COMMITTED SUICIDE DE:
CLARED NOT TO BE IN 1S HANDWRITING—
THE POLICE AT WORK ON THE CASE.

The man who registered nt the Getty House, in
Yonkers, last Satunday night, as George Smith,
of New York, and who it is supposed commitied
ﬁt_zivinie hy taking morphine, was on 11 ursday
fight faily flentifled by P. H. Sumner, a broker,
of No. 1948 DProndwny, New-York, I» said the
dead man was Jomes H. Edear, a wealthy drug-
gist, of Chiswick, London, Englind. Mr, Edgar
Fyved with two of his nephews, George I Edgar
and Robert Roe, in a flat in Ninth.nve., in this
oity. James H. Edgar was worth Sgo,000,  Mr.
Sumoner puid him 85,000, the result of a business
transaction, two weeks ago, There was still o
balance due him of $£15,000, which was subject to
his order,

Mr. Edgar used to wear a gold Howand wateh.
He had this on his person when last seen hy Mr,
Sumner. When his dead body was found in the
Getty House lie had a silver watoh nud only sixty-
six cents in his pocket, A leather satehel which
Mr. Edzar had always been  in®  the
habit  of taking with him was missing.
It had been Mr. Edgar's invariable habit to 1ake
the satchel with him wherever he went, Mr.
Sumner says that the letter which the suivide
left for the proprietor of the Getty House is not
in Mr. Edgar's handwriting. Mr. Sumner un-
hesttatingly pronounces the letter a forgery. He
declares it was written hy some one else, and not
by Mr, Edgar. The letter read as follows:

To the proprletor of the Gotty House:
I nsk pardon for eausing vou or veur guests any trouhls,

The inhumanity of a few porsons has driven md to despoir
and death,

The entry on the hutel register, * Geo. Smith,”
which was written by Mr. Eidgar when hs took
his room at the hotel, is in hig handwriting.  Mr.
ﬂ""' the clerk, saw him sign it. The handwrit.
ifg in the letter differs in some points from that
on the register.

Mr. Sumner is positive that there has heen foul
play. When Mr, Edgar was found in the room
a revolver of Iarge ealthre lny upon the hurenu.
It was then supposed that the man had intended
to shoot himsell in ease the poison he had taken
did not KT him. “All 1his looiks to Mr. Sumner
as if it was a carefully prearcanged plan.  No one
recollects having scen any one in 2 Edzar's
room, althaugh Ddzar told the elerk that he es
peeted o calldF. Mr Sumuner has no theory or
suggestion to otfes, Lat persists Tn his beliel that
Mr. Edgar is the vietim of foul play., Mr. Kdgar
was sixty years old.

Mr. Summper says that the dead man and his
nephews had some diffienlty in England,  Mr.
Sumuper did not tell what the precise nature of
the difienlty was, hut sald that it was of a
serlous nature, Mr, Edgar, the desd man. took
the name of Smith in New-York a few months
ago. He woanted Suwmner to go to London and
settle some troubles there. e offered to pay
Sumner 83,000 for his serviees.  Sumper refused
1o go.

DROWNED IN A COLLISION.

SEVENTY LIVES MAY BE LOST.

A SPANISH STEAMER CUT DOWN BY A BIG
BCHOONER,

BOTH SINK WITHIN SEVEN MINUTES-ALL THE
PASSENGERS ON THE VIZCAYA SUPPOSED
T0 BE DROWNED-HER CAPTAIN 1IN«
BTANTLY KILLED-SAILORS CLING
TO THE BIGGING FOR HOURS—
A WEALTHY CUNAN MISS
ING,

The Spanish steamer Vizeaya and the schooner
Cori elins Hargrave were in collision off Barnegat
on Thasday night. Both vessels went down,
It is impossible as yet to tell the loss of life, but
of the ninety.ihree people on board the stenmer
only nineteen lave been reporied alive. Twelve
were brought to this city by the steamer Tnm-
boldt and seven were ecarried into Lewes, Del,
hy the tug Hereules. The officers and orew ol
the Vizeaya numbere] seventy-seven people.  She
hind sixteen passenigers, Ten of the crew of the
Hurgrave were also reported as saved.

The Vizeaya left this port on Thursday after-
novn with a general exrgn for Havona and other
West Indian and Centeal and Seuth American
ports,  Ier passengeis were all Cobuns or Span-
inrds.

The night was a (Year one. a bright moon shin-
ing. At 8:30 the Vizenya wns off Baroegnt, the
shore being about six miles distant, Tt was after
dinner and most of the passengers were on deck
enjoying the might. The ehildren had beea pul
to bed bhelow, Captain Frapeiseo Cunill, the
commander of the Vizeaya, was on the bridge. A
large four-magped schooner was eoming up the
eoast, standing off shore on the port tack, Some-
how, just exactly how will probably never he
learned, the schooner struck the stermer on the
starboarid side, nearly amidships, eatting through
tnto the eonl-bunkers. The bridge and upper works
of the steamer amidships were earried away, and
Captaln Canill was instantly Killed, being struek.
it is thought, by the bowsprit of the schooner.

BOTH VESSELS SINK.

In seven minutes both vessels sank.  The erew
attempted to lower the boats of the Vizeaya, bt
there was no time for this, and the steamer sank
stern first inta the waves. The schooner had ra-
bounded from the ghock of the eollision and sank

near the steamer. The passcngers, when the
vessels  struck.,  were  thrown inte o stite
of the greatest excitement. Some rushed

wild'y ahout the dechs and went down with the
steamer,  Others of the pussengers aml erew
jumped into the water, clinging 1o pivees cf
wre cage,  They hung to these until chilled by |
the cold water and exhausted with the ferror of
the situntion they relaxed their hold and went
down. Twelve of the offeers and erew elimbed
Inte the forevep, whirh was ahove wuter, anid
elung there fur mearly twelve hours, until the
steamer Humboldt from Rie de Janeiro eame along
and rescued them.

It was not until daylight that the twelve men
were rescned, and all the terrible night while
they hung there they conld hear the calls for help

THE POPULATION OF THE UNITED STATEA
ANNOUNCED BY THE CENSUS BUREAU.

A TOTAL OF 02,480,540 PERSONS-THE INCREASH
FROM 1580 24.57 PER CENT, COMPARED WITH
80.08 PER CENT INUREASE BRTWEEN
1870 AND 1880-THE APPARENT
FALLING OFF EXPLAINED BY
THE FAULTY CENSUS OF 1870,

* Washington, Oct. 31.—The contents of * Ceme
sus Bullitin No. 12, whioh was published to-
day, will disappoin a great many persons, espe-
clally those who for two or three years past have
been in the habit of discoursing in somewhat
grandiloquent style about *this Nation of 5=
000,000 people”—u phrase which has been em-
balmed hundreds of times in * The Congressioial
Record” alone. But Superintendent Porter makes
explanations which, on the whole, probably will
be generally regarded as fair, if not entirely sat~
isfactory. Tt will Ye noted that the * representa-
tive population,” that {s, the population which
is to be taken as the basis for the apportionment
of Representatives in Congress, and the eonsequent
appointment of District Electors for President and
Vice-President, falls somewhat balow 62,000,000,
after subtracting the total population of the Ter-
ritories and the Distriet of Columbia. This seems
to point toward a smaller basis of representation
than has been generally regarded as likely to be

adopted,

The bulletin says:

The population of the United States on June 1, 1800,
as shown by the first count of persons and families, ex-
clusive of white persons in Indian Terrilory, Indians
on reservations and Alaska, wns 02.480,540, Thesa
figures may be slightly changed by Inter and more exach
compllations, but such chaoges will not ba material.
In 1880 the population was 50,135,783, The abaolute
Increase of the population in the ten years intarvening

was 12,324,707, and the percentage of Increase was
£4.57,  In 1870 the population was staled as 38,358,
371,  According to these figures the absolnte increase

in the decade between 1370 and 1330 was 11,507,413,
snd the percentage of Increase was 30.08,

Upon thelr face thess figures show that the populs-
tlon has Increased between 1850 and 1890 only 727,345
more than between 1870 and 1830, while the rate ol
Inerease has oapparently diminished from 30.08 to
24.67 per cent. 1l these figures were derlved from
rorvect data, they would be Indeed disappointing.
Such o reduction In the rate of fnereass, in the face of
the enormous immigration during the last ten yeam
would argue o grest diminution In the fecundity of the
population, or a eorrespoiding increasa in ts death.
rate.  Thesa figures are, however, ea-lly explained when
the elarnoter of the data used is understood, It is well
known, the fact having becn demonstrated by extensiva
and thorough investigation, that the ceusus of 1870
wos grossly deficlent in the southern States, so much
s0 a5 not unly to give an exsgeerated mits of (noreise
of ths population between 1570 and 1530 [n these
States, but o atfect very materially the rate of in-
orease fn the country at large,
