HISTORICA L LESSOXS.
"Killed" again ! Jt has more lives than a

cat, this Kepublican party. Ancient history
reoords that it .'died'1 before it wbn born, in
Democratic eslimatijn, l»eiiig " crtwhed as a

soctiona! farfion" when Fremont was defeated.
lt was ret-.ii8cit-.ted in time to elect a l»_-esi-
dent in 1860, but even Abraham Lincoln could
not quite ploase all the politioians. One dimly
remembers that the Kepublican party was
* killed,*' and Ihe " inlamous bloodthiraty war

policy of the Government trampled under
foot" in several States by indignont Democrats
in 1862. Hut Abraham J.incoln was eleitcl
again in 1864. Then the samo party wa

'.killed-' once more by Henry J. Kaymoud'
arm-in-arm convention, and the bolt of tlie
bread-flnd-butter brigadi. with Andrew *******
ron. Hut losses in 1866 were followed by
Urant's victory in 186M. Once more the party
was .-lnpletrdy ..killed" when, instead of 110

Kepubiiran majority in 1872 the people elected

Hut it was sufliciently resuscitated only two

years hiter to bury Mr. Tiiden and his dphers.
Histoiy teaehes that every jtreat ineasure

requires same time fo Ret into the popular ap-
preciation, and the people are excecdingly apt
to lie caught and swayed at flrst by the objec-
tions to a strange policy. before they fairly
undeistand it. Kcconstriiction and negro sull-

raj-e both rost the Kepublican party a great
many votes at Jirst, but afterward triumphed.
Spetvie resuinptton * lirst met adverse BM*

jorities so overwhelming that even shrewd Mr.
Tiiden committed himself to an attack upon it,
and then went down when the people took

their sobor seeond thought. The tariff revisi.an
of 1883 was so eompletoly lnisunderstood at

first that it really made Mr. Clevc'a.id's s.iciess

possible. for angry wool-groivers in Ohio rc-

tortod with a D__M.II¦tin victory, even while
dissatistwd manufactuieis at tho Kast were aid-
ing Democrats also. as in M-issarhusotts they
had belped to elect Hutler. Hut the next year
Ihe «a:ne States voted to b.iry Kree-Trade agi-
tation. lt does not follow becausc the goo.l
people faii to see the uierit-. of a iwisuie at

lirst, that they will never see.

It would be safer for Democrats and Free
Traders to take it for granted that the I.epub-
Jican party is going to be stronger after this
defeat than it was before. When the aotiial
results of lh.- tariff are realized by the coimtiy
many NMbBNUKI volers are going to be ashamed
of theinselves because they were so easily *******
aud sc-red. Jt is fortnnat" that this measuro

cannot l>e repealed or radically altered until it
ha« ha<l at least four year*. of tnal. Kefore that
time its good results will bo seen and felt.
Uefore that time merchants wIki have been
putting up prices will be scrambling to tinder-
gell each other, unless woner di-iven out of
busine's by their foolishness. A grave mcas-

ure wbich affects countless branches of indus-

try in this great country must of necessity have
unwelcoinc lirst fruits for some. All the in-
conveiiieiices aud burdens are felt to-day,
liuiltiplied many times over by intentional or

iinconsr-ious cxaggoration. Thero will come, a

time when the benctits will be appreciated.

portation. For the character of the sr>il and
the " lay of th-" land" make the wagon-roafts
gcnorally poor enougli. and the jaiinting-car,
however picturesque it may be, is not a thing
to be desired for a long jinirney. To make
all parts of the islnnd easily .ceessible to vis¬
itors, to enable tho faimers and lishermen to
market their products, and to bring Irelaud
into touch, industrially. with the rest of the
I'nited Kingdom, railroads are an absolute
necessity, and they can be supplied only
through (.overnment aid.

ln Donegal, whither the Chief Secretary haa
now goue. there are almost no railirads, and
the rugged face of the counfiry makes travol
over tht ***§ m-roads an ardtiotis undertaking.
A line touches the southei-n end of the oounty
at Hallyshannon. and another skirts the bank
of the Fi.yle and riins up to Stranorlar. Hut in
all the bulk of the county, forty by sixty milcs
in atea, the whistle of a locoinotivo bas never

heen heard. Jn (ialwTiy the ci.se is little bet¬
ter. Theie is a line from Lnnis |o Tuam, and
anotlier to l.ahvay from Dublin; but uo more.

through these western counties would give

The value of land .md its products
would quiclxly be enhanced. Instearl of laising
only enough poiat.rps and poik for home con-

suinption the tenant-faniier aud the peasant
pioprietor would produce I surplus, for tho
markcts that then would be within easy leach.
Tho unsurpassed lisheries of those shores would
be rehabilitated: and a general revival of in-
dustry and prosperity would be inaiigurated.
I.eyond this there would l.o another good re¬

sult. The ni.inl.or of Knglish and other vis¬
itors to those pir'turesijiie icgions would l.e
great ly iniiltiplicrl. and thus a better under-
standing would l.e had of th. ills, the needs

AXEXPLAXATION FROM MASSACHUSETTS.
The Twenty-Orst Annual Report of tte State

Board of Health of MaflsachuseUa, which came to

haud veatorday, would, under any oircumatancea,
tean interesting and important document; but in

tte light of recent evente ib ia inveated with novel
and atartling aiguificance. We cannot here give
even a summary of the report* whioh is a volumi-
nous one. Tlie gist o. it, however, may te atated.
It was an unconimonlv bad year for tte State.
Adulterationa of food and drink were greatly on

tbe increast-. so tbat onc-flfth of all articlcs of

food were found to be iinpure. and nearly one-

balf of tbe milk aupply telow tte atandard.

Diphtteria prevailed to an unuaual degree. In-
terinitteut fever appeared in many new districts.
Tbere waa a marked incrense in the prevalencc of

hydrophobia among animala, and a correaponding
increaae in human mortelity from that oauae. And
rho number of deaths waa the great**. on record
and the death-rate higter than for many yeara.
