The ltm'y of Sir Charles Napier's Iife by Sir
William Butler is a curious and partieujarly in-
teresting sketch, and it owes its interest at least
as much to what most critics would term its
faults as to its undeniable meritse. The question
bow to write the biography of such a man as
Napier is a crucial one, and if raised would in-
evitably bring forward a great many important
considerations not to be discussed within the lim-
fts of a review! But it is absolutely necessary to
point out that his own originality and uncon-
ventionality rendered it impossible for any aver-
age and conventional man to appreciate or to com-
prehend him; and that while there can be no
doubt of Sir William Butler's enthusiastic sym-
pathy with his subject, the warmth of that feel-
ing precludes him from impartial judgment in
many respects. Charles Napier was from the
first a very odd character. He was born in a
feamous family of fighters. His father was a dis-
tinguished officer, and three brothers made names
for themselves in the field, one of them hecoming
the histerian of the Peninsular War. S8ir Charles
waa that kind of black swan in his time, a studions
young soldier. It was a period in which anything
ph scientific preparation for the pursuit of war
was almost unknown in Europe ; when English offi-
cers, drawn wholly from the aristocratic class, were
pleasure-seeking, reystering blades, such as Lever
has described in his so-called military novels,
Young Napier, however, was poor and studious.
He devoted his d to his profession, and after
he had seen some service in the Peninsula, he
took advantage of a leisure space to enter him-
self at the Sandhurst military college, and 1o
take a year's systematic training.

He fought under Wellington in Portungal, and
was was once taken prisoner and again severely
wounded. On returning home he spent some time
at Bermuda, and took a small part in the war be-
tween England and this country in 1812, After
that there was a general reduction of (‘nntinemnl
armies, and the eager soldier found himself laid
on the shelf. His character all through life put
him at a great disadventage in a profession the
rewards of whieh then went much more by favor
than merit. Charles Napier could not be oppor-
tunist, time-server, and, least of all, flatterer.
He was in truth totensely independent, held strong
opinions upon most subjects, was unable to brook
fraud or chicanery or meanness of any kind, and
had & habit of saying what he thought—a habit
by no means caleulated to please his superiors.
In after life it was said, in excuse of the Govern-
ment that systematically neglected him, that he
was an insubordinate officer; that nothing less
than supreme command ever suited him; that he
did not know how to obey, and much more of the
same order. In truth he had the faculties of a
great commander, and when he was given a free
hand always showed that he was eminently fitted
for posts of authority. 1t was very hard for him
to sit quiet under what he perceived to be fatuous
or mischievous orders, however, and quite impos-
gible for him to connive at wrong. When, after
long inaction, he was made Commissioner of
Cephalonia, and set to bring order out of chaos
in that brigand-infested province, he accomplished
things which perhaps no other man in Europe
could have performed, and while restoring peace
and prosperity he made himself the idol of the
people, who reverence his memory to this day.
At Jength, however, he fell out with a Philistine
who was his official superior, and whose jobbery
Napier interfered with, and he was reealled and
again thrust into idleness, where pe langnished
for years, eating out his heart. Then, during the
Chartist agitation, when the North of England
especially seemed on the brink of rebellion, the
Government thought of his Cepbalonia exploits
and gave him the command of the Northern Dis-
trict. The office was difficult for any one, but
peouliarly so for Napier, inasmuch as he sympa-
thized strongly with the discontented operatives.
Tle plan wus, iu briof, idontical with that whirh
Abercrombie had desired to follow in Irelund.
He would not try to irritate or drive the Chartists,
Nothing but overt acts of violence should pro-
voke military action. He contrived to make his
good-will known, and at the same time he did not
econceal his determination to preserve lnw and
order at all costs. He managed so well altozether
that the crisis passed without serious trouble.

Hie reputation was now established, and it was
patural that the East India Company should seek
his aid in the Scinde War. He was one of those
men who are always called in to cure mischiefs
which the folly, greed and incapacity of others
bave eansed, It was so in this casel The Seinde
‘War was a direct legacy from the ill-fated Afghan-
fstan cempaign. ‘The annexation of Secinde grew
out of it. Here Napier played his part ehieily
as a soldier; at least until resistance ceased. His
main feat in this period was fighting the Battle
of Meanee, one of the most desperate and pro-
tracted siruggles that ever took place in India,
With 2,500 men Sir Charles Napier fonght 50,000
patlve troops for four hours in a hand-to-hund
struggle, himself leading charges repeatedly and
remaining from first to last in the fore-front of
the battle. Ile was personally defenceless, for
be had injured his right hand the day before, and
oould not hold his sword, DBut hjs men, who
fairly worshipped him, took charge of his safety
all through the long fight, turning aside sword-
thrusts, bayonetting troopers about to fire at him
and guarding his life with jealous care. At the
alose of the battle, when the little band of Eng-
Hsh troops had at length broken and routed the
great mass of the enemy, the victorious soldiers
gave their general three hearty cheers: and he
often dealared that those cheers pleased him more
than any honor bestowed upon him during the
whole of his career.

After conquering Scinde, the administration of
the province was conferred on Nupier, and here
again he showed signal capacity. Bat it was im-
possible for him to remain silent in the presence
of abuses, and his comments and eriticisms upon
the action of the company's eivil servants, and
upon the policy of the company itself toward the
patives, inevitably embrolied him with the an-
thorities and made enemies who pursued him
thenceforward with unrelenting bitterness’ Tt is
aa interesting fact that Sir Charles at the time
gave clear warning of the srouble which was to
break out in 1857, and recommended reforms
which were unhappily rejected. He returned
bome in {ll-favor with the India Iounse, but he
had his revenge in 1840, when the outbreak of
the Sikh war caused such consternation that a
general demand arose in England for a strong man
at the head of Indian military affairs, and publie
opinion so centred upon Sir Charles Napier as

Government also, was compelled to wake him

commander-in-chief in India. The Sikh war wus

over when he reached his post, but much remained
to be done, and he addressed himself to the work
with unabated energy, though he was now sixty-
seven years old. But disputes and contentions
soon broke out between the head of the army
and the Governor, Lord Dalhousie, and continued
until Napier wns oblized to resign his command.

He returned home a broken man, and did not sur-

vive his disappointment many years,

The reader will perceive, through the hot and
unfailing championship of the hiographer, that
8ir Charles Napier had the defects of his good
qualities, He was a very passionate, proud and
dificult man bFYond remsonalfle doubt. ‘Though
be had in the course of his long militery eareer
much to eomplain of, his own fiery temper and
want of patience and toleranee constantly made
the situation worse for him. It is quite clenr that
he was hard to get on with, and that he did not
‘l"g confine himself to his own sphere. Sir

Butler exoggerates the persecution to
