THE FEELING AT THE WINDSOR.
VIEWS OF PROMINENT WALL STREET MEN GIVEN
LAST NIGHT
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+ TO BASE THE MARKET,

Washington, Nov. 11 (Special).—The excited con-
dition of the New-York money market has caused a
good deal @t gossip among bankers hers, but they do
not generally belleve that there is any danger of a
serlous panle. Men who are in a position to know all
about the operations of the Treasury Department say
that within the past thres months $102,000,000 has
been thrown into circulation, which should have eased
the market. One hundred millions of this was put
forth by the Government in the purchase of bonds,
fitty millions was paid out in pensions and twelve
milllons for stlver bullion. The stringency In the
money market in September and the early part of
October was not confined to any partifular locality, but
was general thronghout the country. Largo sums were
necessary In the moving of the crops and money was
wanted West as well as East. Tho Government re-
sponded by purchasing bonds and the difficulty passed.
Now mueh of the money that was then required ought
to be finding its way back Into general clrenlation
for a large proportion of the crops has bgen moved,
ond unless there is a disposition to lock up the cur-
rency there should be sufficient to '‘weet the general
and legitimate demands of trade, The Government,
however, offered to accept all the 4 1-2 per cent bonds
and pay interest to maturity, but though some four
and & half millions of these bonds have been presented
they havs not come Into the Treasury in any large
blocks.

The Treasury surplus which is now available is about
nine and a half millions and with this slender margin it
Is not likely that the Treasury Department can give
any further assistance to the money markel at present.
This, of cnurse, 15 in exoess of the surplus thst is held
for the Government expenses; but It eanmot be
lesseded, for the expenses and revenues of the next
elght months sre uncertaln quantities. As to the
expenses, ths Pension Deflciency bill will probably
bo Jarge and there may be a docided falling off in
importations which will affect the revenues. The
Seeretary of the Treasury has twenty-two millions
besides which Is the balance remaining of the heavy
deposits in National banks by his predecessor, but

of course none of this would be Immediately avallable in
a financlal erisls. There i also nincteen millions in
silver coin but seventeen of this is in hall-dollars and
none of this silver is wanted in cireulation. The
seat of the present difficulty Is in Europe and the
tightness in the New-York market s from sympathetic
action; and unless the Euru]li’c;m causes are deeper
and more wldn&s‘md than ls belleved to be the case,
there will be a ter feeling within a fow days,

SECRETARY WINDOM ON THE SITUATIONI
THE DEPARTMENT READY T0O REDEEM 4.8, BUT
NOT 48-THE SURPLUS REDUCED.

Washington, Nov. 11.—Secretary Windom sald this
afternoon thit his latest information from Wall Street
was that the sltuation Is improving, with indications
ihat the worst is over. He declined to say whether
the Treasury Department would or would not do any-
thing for the rellef of the money market, but admitted
that he was giving ihe matter serions consideralion.
The Depsrtment, he added, stands ready to redeem
41-2 per cent bonds to the extent of its resources,
but Is not ready to make any overtures to the holders
of 4 per cent bonds.  The Becretary sald further that tha
recent heavy disbur ts had reduced the ilabl:
surplus to nine million dollars, and it was a question
in his mind whether this small working balance could
be still further reduced with safety to the business of
the Department. It is true that the National banks
16l {wenty-two millions of public funds; but he did
not care to disturb those deposits at present.

In explanation of the small surplus, the Secrelary
cald {hat during the perlod from July 19 last (the
date of the circnlar inviting proposals for the sale of
bonds) fo October 31 there were "disbursed from the
Treasury one hundred miHlon dollars through the
purchase of bonds and intercst payments and fifty
millich dollars on acconnt of pension payments, which,
together with the issue of nearly thirteen million
dollars in new notes for the parchase of silver, made
the total amount of money put into clrenlntion one
hundred and sixty-three million dollars, “These dis-
pursements,” said the Secretary, “ were seventy million
dollars in excess of the total reul{m during the same

THF LONDON fTOCK MAREET RALLYING.
A SUBSTANTIAL IMPETUS UPWARLD, AFTER AN
EXOITING DAY—THE RECOVERY IN

AMERICAN RATLROADS,

London, Nov. 11.—At the opening of the Stock Fx-
change to-dny It appeared likely that the worst fears of
dearer money and a difficult settlement wonld be
realised. The deepest gloom and absolute stagnation
prevailed durlng the first hour. It was rumored that
contangoes on rallroads would bs © per cent, and that
{ho loan rate to next account would, on no securities, be
gnder 7. No ome would have been surprised if the
expected collapse in prices had resulted In a disastrous
crisis.

Toward noon ar abrupt change akin to drmatic
surprise was caused by a semi-official announcement,
through s Bank of England broker, that large amounts
of gold, aggregnting probably £1,500,000,' were com-
ing from Paris, and that further supplies were promised
from Russia. This announcement had the Instant
efect of dispelling the depression. Preparations for
the settlement became more energetic. Money be-
came easily borrowed from banks at 6 per cent. Rall-
road contangoes averaged 6 per cent, the highest rafe
being 8 per cent. Loans in many unexpected in-
stances were repald.

The progress of the liquidation of accounts in every
department promised at the close to be quiet and favor-
able. The character of dealiugs generally showed a
substantinl impetus upward, especially after the close,
when cable advices reported better prices In New-York.
