JOITNSON MAKES ANOTHEB OFFER.

tT WILL PROBABLY BE DECTdXED LIKE HIS

FORMER ONE-THE SIGXING OF PLAYERS.

The rumor ycstcrday that a confcrenco would be
held here to settle the baseball troubles ln Cleveland
aerved to attract thc Playera' League men ln tlio clty
to tbe nelghbornood of the Hoffman llouse and the st.

Jamea Hotel. Tho conference was to be held botween
A. L. Johnson and A. 0. Spaldlnp, and when it was

learncd that Spaldinp had atarted for Phlladelphla early
tn the day much relief was expressed by the followcrs

of the Players' Leagne, ©specially those from Iioston
and Phlladelplda. Whlle Messrs. Linton. Wagncr and

lrwln were givlng thelr optnlons about 2 p. m. at the

bt. Jeme* Hotel, A. L. Johnson appeared at thc door

and then habtlly wlthdrcw, cvldently enibarrassed. No-

body spoke.
Johnaon was Bushed. and seemcd deternuned to

evade fjaaatfa, bnt ftnally acknowledgol that hc had

had a conference with screral National League club

owners. He furtner admitted that he had made tho

Leagne a pTopositlon to sell out. and said that hc liad

atipulated that hc was to get an answcr by Saturday
He refused to aay what monctary consideratlon hc had

demanded for kfd rctlrcmcnt from baseball. It thna 09-

pear* that the storie* that the remainlng Players'
Leagne clubs would stand or faJl togetlier are mere

faUacle*. Fverybody is getttng under cover as qnickly
aa poaslble with the exception of the Boston Playera'
Clnb. which M far haa seeu no cover to get under.

The conference was held about noon yesterday at

A. B. «paldlng's oflice, No. 240 Broadway. and the

followlng dclcgatcs wcrc preaent: F. de H. Rob-

laan. of the Clcveland Leagne Club: A. L. Johnson.
of the Clcveland Playcrs' League Club; F. B. Bobln-

aon. of the New-York Players' Club; C. H. Byrne. of

the fllllkljB Leaaue Club. and J. W. Spalding, ot

tlie Chleago Club. A. t». spalding had been tnla-

informed as to the meetlng and had started for Phlln

rtelphia carlier in the day. He tclegraphcd back to
the League men. howevcr. to hcar Johnson's propo-
altion and then turn lt 9999 to the Lcague conference

commlttee.
Johnson's proposltion wa« in wrltlng and the matter

rovered one sheet of foolscap paper. In it he agreed
to abandon baaeball In Cleveland and to rellnqnlsh his
istock and holdings in thc Clncinnuti Club for a stlpu
lated sum. Tlie delegntcs refused to reveal the cxact
amount, but lt was lcarned from 99 authentic source

that the flgurcs wcre 66BL60O. Johnson's lntcrests In

the Cuicinnatl Club are #3,500 pald ln ra*h, and hls

note for 94,000 more. Thls would give Johnson

925.000 for hls cvocuation of Cleveland. Johnson's
flrst offer, made several days ago. was $40,000.
The Lcague refused to accept that ilgtiro. and offered
Johnson 92A.OOO. which was in turn refused.

Johnson claitas to have invested more moncy in the

Players' Lcague last aaaaea than any other one man,

thc amount being $40,000. All of that sum 09996
out of the cx-car conductor's own pockct. and he is

naturally anxiona to retricve as largely as poasible.
From lnterviews held with several National League
men l*«t nlgbt, it seems blghly lmprobable that the

League wlll accept this last olfer of Johnson's. Thc

Leagne men say that they are tlred of tlie "dtlly
dallyings" which have cropped np regnlarly to stop
negotiatioua for peace. They declare that thc I-eanio
ha« by far the l>est of the sltuation. and Uiat those
who liavc refused to compromise on equitable terms

will have to look out for thcmselves. They say that
ihey made Johnson a fair proposltion, which he re-

fuxed, and that now they are not ncarly as solleitou.s

over the welfare of the " grandmother-' of the I'layeiV
League as they wcrc before.

Johnson's bnast that tlie playcrs of the country
Jook apaa him as thelr friend rauses little uneasluess
in the League camp. " Nobody need worry about the

players," said a Leagne elubowner last night. "They
wlll be weJl rared for and they know it. They may

fiold off for a Umc with the hopo of gettlng larger
aalarie*. but that is all. The League will not makc

a.uy peneral cflort lo sign playcrs for the present. If

any 9997490 are signcd between now and the middle

of naaatlT it wlll be donc at the players' own

soliritatlon."
Bteaeaeat Lyrne, who is one Of the League eom-

mltte". Mibmitted Johasoa'a proposltion to Joha B.
Day. and It waa then mailcd to A. O. spalding. Mr.

Spalding wlll cithcr BM Mr. Johnson in Cleveland or

ln Chneege ta a few dnys. Mes.is. liyrne and Day
refused to cipress any opbiion upon Johnson's propo-
aitlon. savlnjt that it would have to come before the
commlttee as a whole before any answcr could bc

givcu. John.ou, howevcr, wlll probably )iav» to make

anotlwr proposlttou.
