Th<»
house, Which is one of the oldeat in tlie 'ity,
stood nmong t!:c richest anrl nmst respectahle,
and for a short time aerlooo Boneeejneaeee were

feared. Barker Bros., however, were known to do
only a hanking btisiiiess, and the explanatiott of
the disaster afforded by the reeent riid upon
IkadllU and the prcvailing atrlngency in money
was too ohvMtis not lo relie\e the dtock market,
vsdiieh suffered for only a time Priees were

alleeted to some e.xtent, Lehina Navigation under-
going a abnip decline on the lielief that the eni-

harraswed lirm waa interested in the stock: and
Roacling also dcelining, thottgh reacting before
the elosc.

Anxiety was at onee felt, however, for the
safety of the Investment Company of Philadcl-
phia and the Kinaiiec Conipany of Rennsylvania,
the two extensive institutions founded by Whar¬
ton Barker, tho junior aaenthaf of ihe lirm.
The former of theae. ehartered bj 1*71, donhled
its ptrttal of 93,000,000 etgheecn na nths agu, aml
haa receutly taken under its wing tlie n>w In¬
vestment Trust Company, with a capital of $1,-
000,(101). The Flajuaag Ceeanany, genetally un-

derstood lo have urown out of the Inv.stment
t'oiupany, Ix-yau biisinoss with a capital ot £."»,000,-
ooo. Among the tapllollelo behiari abeaa ema-

panies BM sotne of the wealthhsr men in the city,
Ilenry ('. ftibaoa and Chejteaaagne Tower, jr., be-

Ing eonapienona aaaong the direotoea of the Praaaoa
Compaay, while Mr «.ibson is vice-president ol
the Investment Conipany. <>n the Finance Cora-
pui.v.s board aaa also Qeoraje DpB. Keim, Cieorge
W. Hlabon, T. Motrftj I'erot and Philip C. Gar-
tett ; and T. Wi.star Hrown, .Mortoii M< Michael
and William Wood are aaaong the Investment
Company's diredors. Wharton Harker was a di-
reetot on both hoards and presidont of tlie Fi-
nance Conipany. The presidency of the Invesr.-
ment Company bad reeaotly davolved, aiter
the death of William Brockie, upon Renry If.
lloyt, jr., the sou of ex-Covernor Iloyt.
One Inunediate eaaae of the r.ilure was soon

said to bg tiie hBBBg Inonned by Jlarkcr Hrothera
in bnying up stock in both eompanics to supporf,
them on the declmiii'.' market. Both companieu
have done an extensive business in phuiing larue

hxsues of railroad bonds. «>f the two, only the
linance conipany |g siipposed to be in danper.
The iuvestment company had in Deccmlier last an

undivided surplus of §462,000, and has been pay-
ing C ikt ceut dividends. Tlie linance company
is tuuch more direetly conr.egtai with 'he IUrkei-s,
Wharton Barker helllBg SjJTOo.OoO or ila capital
stock. This haa receutly sold down from par to

76, and ou rlie newa of tiie lailurc to-day it

dropped to oO. The liahilities of the comi>any
are tg,000,000, and its surplus is only about
$180,000.
The meeting of the Board to-day was awaited

with anxiety, as it waa felt that fuither failurci
Oould not be aver»ed if the company went under.
Proaapt measures had alrea<ly been taken to, avert
a rtftt on the company. At the ineetin^Tu.arton
i^irker's resignation as paBaldnBt was accepted,
atnl tlie vice-piesident, (Jharlemagne Tower, was

eleeted his successor. A committee of tiiree
direetora was selected to aot as adviscrs to the

preaideBt for the present. A syndicate, consist-
ing of Drexel (k Oo., Hrown Hrothcrs & Co., the
