qilE ROYAL CONSIDERATION SHE RECEIVED
WHILE IN LONDON.

FALARAUA'S SUBJECTION TO THE AMERICAN

ELEMENT IN THE SANDWICH ISLANDS -
THE PROFITS MADE FROM THE

SUGAR TREATY — POSSIBLE
SALE OF THE KIXGDOM,

Washington, Jan! 23.—King Kalakaua, whe
died at San Francisco on Tuesday, come 1o this
eountry for medieal treatment. 1o had suffereidl
for some time from a kidney complaint. 11§ sue-
cessor is his sister.  She is a woman of fairly
good education and some character. She Lins
visited hoth this country and Euyope. she is
friendly 1o the American element, whirh at pres-
ent controls the husiness affuirs of the Sandwi h
Islands.  The present Queen was in London dur-
ing the Jubilee year. Her visit at first pecasioned
much disenssion in court circles as 10 how she
should be received. In the end she  had
the footing of a royal personage and was enter-
1ained ns o gnest. She had quartets in one
of the royal paluces and was invited to all of the
stately ofticial ceremonies of that year. At every
entertainment she was copspicions through the
richness of her dress and the look of ecstacy npon
her face in being permitted 1o oceupy o place
among the many great rulers of Enrope who
then were in London. It was the first time that
«he had had a real taste of royal splendor. In
1he Sandwich Tslands, eontrolled by people from
this eountry, the royal persenages are cons dered
gomewhat in the light of a joke: their su rround-
jngs are not luxurious and the petty revenues of
the kingdom support in only a small degree any-
thing like ceremony.

At the various royal banguets given in lLon-
don during that year, this eolored Queen was al-
ways the object of nervous attention, and wis
1he sibject perhaps of as many stories ns the Shah
during his visits.  Some of the court ufticials,
among themselves, spofe of her in o most irrev-
erent fashion. There was always a great difti-
culty in finding some one high ofticiit complacent
enotigh to be her eseort to the table. The yues-
tion of “who shall take out the darkey Queen
to-day 7™ was at times a serious one The
Duke of Cambridge was once designated for this
honor, but he peremptorily refused. Nothing of
this. however, reached the Queen, and bLer cup
of bliss was made full to runnMg over all throngh
ber stay. She was lodged in a renl palace, in the
company of the greatest in the Europran royal
world.  She had real soldiers Tor ber guards.
When she went out to ride, she had one of the
royal tarriages with footmen and outriders, fol-
Joweld by a stately mounted escort of English
guardsmen.  If  she could o'y have ap-
peared in the capital of her own home with such
magnificent surroundinzs lher contentment would
have been complete. I saw her to the hest ad-
vantage at the Jubilee ceremonies in Westminster
Ahbey, This great  church was packed
with an  andience made up of  the
yank, the beanty and fashion of Europe, The
broad nave wis ecarpeted, and guarded by the
pieturesquely dressed members of tlie Yeoman's
Guard, Tt was down this hroad walk that all of
the wvisiting royalties came, dressed with the
formality and splendor required for the highest
official eeremony. There was no one in the royal
provession who showed such exuberant content-
ment and happiness as this colored Queen. She
wis attended by two maids of honor, who were
equally dusky and radiant.

The Queen then seemed 1o he ahout forty

years of wge, She was of mediom  height,
with a well-rounded  figure. Her eomplexion
was w0 light chocolate  brown, her [features

were regilar, her eyves were dark, her nose wis
nearly straight, while her month was not as lirge
as the general type of her race.  Her hair, which
Lnd sumething of the erinkly eurl T1 the Africans,

was long  aud  was  twisted in A care-
¢4l coil upon ler  well-poised  head.  Her
dress  wns of a light mouve color, with a

wilderness of dainty lace trimming. Tt was mnde
Ly some London artist and became her well, The
Jewels which she ware represented the entire rev-
enne of her kingdom for at least one year, Indeed,
it was said afterward that there was a deticit in
1he Sandwieh Island Treasury, following lier vinit
1o England. She walked in the procession with
a slight swinging motion, just faintly suguesting
1hie eake-walk of the American nezro. There wis
o one in the entire line who attracted more
attention, and 1 nm sure there is no memory in
the Queen's life more agrecnble 1o her than lier
dazzling experience upon this memurable veeasion

The King visited this eountry sufiie ten years
Ha wos teceived ot Washington with all
vhe ofticial honors,  The House of Representatives
yereived lim while in session, He rame down
1he aisle of the hall in nniform, and was formally
presented 1o the Speaker. the 1onse standing
until the presentation wis finished. The King had
more the look of a negro than his Queen,
e was tall and broad-shouldered, with o power-
ful frame, e was a giant among the people of
his rnee. e was over six feet in height, and
at the 1ume of Lis visit must have weighed at least
215 pounds e lad o large head, browd fore-
head, dark eves, the wige, flaring negro nose, i
large, thick-lipped mouth, and a broud, full cuin
und face, which was smooth-shaven, with the ex-
veption of a slight black mustache and short
side-wiskers.  His hair was o short, erinkly wool,
closa-crappedl and carefully parted on one site.
e was n man of gowl manners, more than
erdinary edueation and mich maore than the aver-
aze intelligenee. 1le had all the plessure-loving
ualities of his race, and never learned gelf-denial
from white eivilization. In this he was not
wholly unlike many of his royal brethren in
Europe.

He always was controlled by the American
clement in the islands.  Whenever he tried
to st up his Individuality against it he in-
variably failed. One of the most notable instanees
of this was in the deposition of his Prime Minister,
(elgn Caesar Moreno. Moreno wask an adventurons
Tealian, who took the whole world for his field.
e was supposed to be a Republican patriot when
he Jeft Ttaly,  He made some not oriety for himself
in New-York a number of years ago in his at-
tempts 10 hreak up the padrone syatem. e was
then & magnificent philanthiroplst, who stormed
in all langunges in his exposures of the indguities
of this cruel system,  Moreno was himself a ginnt
in fMeure.  He hod a great round head, set off hy
short curling hair.  His eves were black, his
nose was strajght, his complexion swarthy, his
fierce-lonking face was set off by a military mus-
tache. (His teeth were white and even. ITe L
& rich,' musicul voice, and really an eloguent
tongue. 1f yon could grant his sincerity, he was
alwavs Interesting.  He was suppoeed to he u
former offieer in the Italian Army. He was a
fervent Republican of the Ginribaldian 1ype.  He
came to Washington and next occupied himself
with n project for a cable between the Pacitic
Coust and Jupan, touching the Sandwich Islandis.
He failed by the merest acoident to secure a
charter fromn Congress for this entarprise. It
whas this project which took him to the sandwich
Tslands, aud there straightway, by some magic, he
captivated the King, and within the shortest pos-
sible time he was made his Prime Minister This
occurred during the Hayes Administration o
this country. 11 Morenc had beeu modest, he
probably would have been permitted to remain ut
his post, but the epportunity which he had in
hand to take charge of the entire kingdom Wwas so
great that Le overreached himsell Dy his  #s-
sumption of power. The Americean element en-
pouraged u rebellion which could not be put down
by the twenty-five or thirty men who constituted
the King’s army. The Prime Minister whis de-
posed.  Moreno received o short time 1o leave
the country. He was escorted to @ ship in the
harbor and told that If he ever returned he
would e shot. He came to Washington and set
up b eluim for dumages because the American
Minister, General Comley, opposed him, but
nothing ever came of the claim.

which admits 1o the Lnited States the sugar lllf
that country free, has made sll of these men vich,
The treaty amounts practically to a present ol
1 1-2 eents & pound to the prodiucers in the isloads
Mr. Spreckels when he went 1o the islands wis a
poor i, Tle had enoush capital 10 open a small
grocery store. He marrled o woman with some
money, and through his marriage proenred a sngar
plantation’ Tt was he who organized the sugar in-
dustry, and it was throush him largely thut the Ha-
waiian trenty was negotinted, The ebief argument
in favor of the freaty was that through its Kindly
influence we would e"ain possession of the islands.
The second arzument was that it would cheapen
sugar to the consmuers in this country,  What-
ever point there was in the first argument, there
certainly conld have heen nothing in the second,
Sugar was not redueed in price, and the ditferenee
hetween ot current market rate and the previous
market rate for the Sandwich-Islind snear  was
put into the poekers of the few people whio had
econtrol of that industry. Uefore the treaty they
were all poor.  This treaty, whieh has lwen in
existence now mearly ten years, has civen ot
lenst s many millions to the sugar-owners of the
islands. They represent to-day o strong combina-
tion which controls absolutely the affuirs of that
country, wsnd whaich wonld bitterly oppose its
capture by any other country’ It is said that the
next step these gentlemen will talke to secure 1he
permanence of their valuahlé rights will he 10
negotiate with the United States Government an
absolute sale of the isiands.  This they ean do
hy maintaining the present form of government
and sustaining the future Queen, ‘This ds the
legal and unquestioned form of government in the
islands. With their contrel of such a govern.
ment, a legal deed of sale to the United States
could be made if the latter should accept the
purchase, With the fortunes that they lave,
they could well eompensate the Queen for eon.
sonting to sueh n sule. They would no lonzet
need o trenty with the United States for their
sugar, and so their industry, which new yields
willions, would be placed beyona the reach of
danger.

A gentleman who has lived o number of years
in the Sandwich Islands says that the funeral
ceremonies of a Royal personnge there are curious
They will continue at least three weeks, during
which time the body of the King will lie in stute
Then his body will be placed in o casket ot
precious woods and afterward the ensket will be
filled with aleohol and will be hermetically soaled,
The closing ceremonivs are aways at night,  The
natives then foin in a wailing chorus, as they
mve torehes to and fro, following the funeral
cortege to the mtnsoleam.  This wailing contintes
thronghout the night.
