CHIEF BOSNER'S VIGILANCE.

the otlier, persounlly directing operatiors. The
Chiet fully realized the dunger from fire, and uy
an carly hour issued orders o the firemen to
patrol the streets in the nelghborhood of their

noon that there was dunger from fulling poles in
Park-ave., north of Seventy-fourth-st. An dn-
VMiI{Ilfion showed that every pole from Seventy-
fourth to Ninety-fourth-st, wis down, bt ey
had all fallen into e street, thus preventing
dumage to the houses.

About 0:15 a. m, seven lirge telegraph pules

carrying 150 wires, fell into 1he New York Centeal
Railroad eut. Fortunately no trains happened to

be passing at the time, hut truns were delayed
for nearly two Lours betore the wreckoge could
be cleared awiy.

HUNDREDS OF WIRES G0 DOWN,

1'ntil yesterduy morning the south side of One-
hundred soudtwentiothest,, east and  west, wis
Lined with telesraph poles as tall as o five-story
honuse, each pols bearing 161 wires, Now all the
poles from Filthoave. to Ninth-ave,, twenty-eight
in number, ape down, and east of Fifth-ave, all ¢
poles Linve heen pulled ot of position and man
of them ervoked. Toe wires were drawn tight he.
twern the poles ard wers close togethier, Wher the
storm loaded shem with spow saking slmiost a solid
mones, 1l weicht nupon them most lave been fre.
mendous. Ahont 8 o m, one of the poles a1 or near
Ninth-ave, broke nunder the strain, and then the
others eastward to Fifth-ave. went down one aiter
another with a ereat noise. until the pole in
front of No, 14 East Ope-hundredaand-twontietli-
gt., an unfinished flat-lionse, was penched.  This
pole was thrown against the honse and damoged
the corniee of the front wall, but did not lreak.

Tn West Oue-linndredand twentiethi-st, the cor-
niees of the houses Nos, 14, 16, 26, 84, 134, 144,
146 and 148 were broken, and the rear wall of

Nao, 199 Lenox-nve, was bnjured, Between Seventh
and Ih'l. Nieholus nves., a4 broken pole hangs
within  three feer.  of  the  top  of a
florist’s  glass  houges. The  wires on hoth
sides of the pole envcht on the roofs of two 1111
houses amd clhiecked the fall of the broken part
just in time to prevent o great smoshing of glass.

CLEARING AWAY WRECEKAG

The telegraph, telephone and electrin lzht com-
panies had gangs of men out from an early hour
in the morning, but their efforts durimg the day
were mainly confined 1o clearing awny wreekice.
No attempt at repairing could be made nntil this
was dove, but the men worked with o will, un-
dismayed by the havoe which faced them, and as
wnch progress wis uwde as was possibie uinder
the vircumsianees,

The companies did not have one-tenth enough
men to do the work required, however, amd they
were prevented from getting more by the fact of
its bein .\umia?' and thut they were out ol from
thie outside world by the broken wices,  The men
worked cautiously wnd slowly, and after hours of
Jabor 01l that had been dove 'was hardly apparent

The delays oo the elevated poads were the
origin of several rumors of serious pecidents in the
[I'.hu'fm of engimes running tugether and curs jumn-
ing the tracks, but Bs fur as could be leamed
nothing of the kind happened and the rosds were
free from accident duning the day,

The amhula.um\ servive from the various hos
rdlals was budiy erippled, and several persops who
el mer the usunl aecidents that attend slippery
walks, such a8 broken legs and arms, had to
wail a long tipe for medies]l sttendones from 1he
hospitals.  An arrangement was made by tie
polive with the eievuted rallrond companies ‘whicli
materinlly ailded and jmproved the ambulanee
service. Under the elevared railrond struetuse
are wires used in the husiness of the roml. A
central station was wade av Bleecker-st., on the
Sixth-ave. road, and East Hoaston and One-
hundred-and-twenty-ninth sts. on the Third-ave,
road, and a policeman wus kept there all the time.
