THE I AND O. AND THE CHESAPEAKE CANAL,
Baltimore, Feb. 28.—The woekly circular of John
A. Hambleton & Co. says, regarding the opinlon of
the Court of Appedls sustaining the declsion of Jndge
Alvery that the bondhiolders-of 1844 should be per.
niltted to try to make the Chesapeake and Olio Canal
revenue-producing at their own expense: <1t s
unfortunate for 1le peapls of DPaltimors  and
Washington, and espacialiy for the coal trade of our
city, that the Baltimore and Ohlo has suceesled even
temporarily in preveoting the bullding of competing
rallrond to the coal fields of Masylond and Wesy
Virginia. The inability of ihe Daltimors and Ohio to
hundle the traMe and furnish facilitis for earrying
voal destined to this port is turning the conl trade 1o.
Thiladelplia and New-York, and our ¢ity and merehants
are the losers thereby. The purchase of the ennal
bonds and puvments of judgments, recelvers' charges,
repairs, ete., will cost the Daltimore and Ollo Com-
pany, as stated by one of the counsel before (he Conrd
of Appeals, #1,000,000., This expenditure will preveny
opposition for a while, but soonzr or luder o rellroad
will be buallt which will competr with the RBaltimore
and Ohlo In bringing eoal and other prodiects to this
city,  The coal trafiie s growing every vear, and the
demand for satisfartory transportation will be supplled,
In which case the Bzitimore and Oble's Investment
will prove an expensive one.  Supposing that the canal
is repalred—no doubt the eonrt will gmnt a reasonable
extrnsion of time after May 1, the dale now fixed
within whivh the eanxl must he in runoing order—it
will be lable to destructlon anvually by freshets, and
will ba expensive to keep in repair.  Besldes, for four
months in the year the canal is closed by jee.  The
charter of the Washington and Cumberland Railroad
gives it the right to condemn o right of way.

WORLD AROUND.

To the Editor of The Tribune,

8ir: We notice in The Tribune of Fehruary 0 a8
articls relating to a eonference of representatives from
tha Governments of some twenty-three different nations
of the world, convened at Washington on October 9,
1584, for the purpose of establi<hing the loeation of &
oniversal prime meridlan, from which to regulste
standard time (or travelling (lme) and to reckon
longitude, This gives apportunity to offer suggestions
In tegard to esiahlishing the location ef another geo-
graphical line, viz., the nniversal date line, at whirl
each new date and calendar day first begins Its round
upon the earth.

Cur system of glving n new dote and name to each
calendnr day at ench respective locality at the moe
ment of the areival of midnight, and which name and
date must abide durlng the period of twenty -four honrs,
luvolves the necessity of o date-line for a beginning
place for each day cn the earth,

Midnlght always corresponds with a meridiam and
is apparently continually teavelling, pursulng and exe
tinguishing the day at ite front (call it Sunday), and
Is followed by a new and expanding day (Monday), un-
il 1t feaches the date-line, where this extremity of
Monday remalns, §

Midnight thers finds Monday also at its front, which
now becomes the retiving day for another twenty-fout
honis, and Tuesday, Leing introduced, becomes the
exponding day from the dateline to the rear of mid
night.

This data-line hins long since leen recognized by
mariners crossing the Pacifle, and after erossing the
diste-line they are compelled to chunge thelr calendar,
reckoning befora or on reaching the shore, We have
uot learied that the date-dine has a conventionally
anthorized Jocation, except by common consent ol
wmoriners.  ‘The location may as yet be only approzis

or Jorsey Clty, sud “Town™ or “City" then means
Brooklyn o Jersey City, as the ease may be, So W
will bo secen that mnll matter addressed Fullon-sb,
prosdway, Fifthave, ete,, with the name of
omitted, depends for uccuracy in dellvery aupon
place in which It may be posted.  An English
dressed letter Is genernlly so complste in other
tienlars that it Is not necessary to give the town or
eity. Following the pame, especiglly It intended for
dolivers in London, sppears the stroel, the great thor
oughfiare it may be near, the postofiice district and
possibly the name of residence and terrace; and, while
in London the names of streets are froquently dupll-
cated, there Is no doubt left in the minds of the post-
men, owlng 1o the men pbove described, as to
