It is known here that Secretary Blaine has pre-
pared an onswer to the meseage of Premier
Rudini. The fact of the preparatlon of Sccretary
Blaine'B rep'y is not only well understood, but it
lg atated, moreover, that the Secretary's letter was

gubmitted to the President and his Cabinct and

iras found to >>e satisfactory.
In Tiew of theBe ciroumstancwa, it ls asserted

with consideTablc confldence that the letter of

Seoretary Blaine has already been sent to Mnr-

quis Rudini, thongh whether it was comnmnicated
by mail or tele.craph is not known. If the fornier
method was adopted, the Italian Premier, it is
believed, was apprised of the fact. It ls sug-

gwted alao that intimations have been conveyed
of the advisabllity of oonducting the (liplomatio,
uegotiationB between the two countrics with less
pnbllclty.
Tor theae reasons it is thought to be almost

iBjposeible that the rumor in Rorae can be eorrect.

Tho editor* of "L'Erho" and "Chrlsroforo Colom-
bo," ln thla city, when eean last nlght sald that they
had recelved no lnformation from dther Romo or

Washlngton ln conflrmntl.m of tlie rumor. They gave
to credeoe. to th© report, and *>aia tliat they would

probably print lt without edltorial corument, except
pcrhaps to dlseredlt the rumiM-s. Tho edltor of " II
Progresso" was emphatic in saylng that lie utterly dis-
believed the story. He sald that the Italian Govern¬

ment was content to awalt the action of tlie I'nlted
-tates Government, and that the bitter feeling ln the
Italian oolony had almost entlrelr died away.

MANY EXPOSED TO TYPHUS.
A HOUSE QUABANTINED AT ELIZABETH.

TIIE PATIENT AT FIRST IN TnE OEHERAIi
IIOSI'ITAL.

The man found suffering from spotted typhus
88 tlie C'ity Hospital in Eliaaheth, N. J., has been
renioved to the pest house for amall pox potienta
in tlie B__a__rta of that city. The man is twenty.
alflrt years old and came from Hambuig two
week8 ago. He is believcd to have eome over
on tlie same ship with the pntleht whB waa in
the Koosevelt Hospital in New-York. He waa

tnken sick on Thursday, and Dr. Wilson, who or-

dered his removal to the Eliznlteth hoapltal,
thought it a simple caae of typhoid fever. Tbe
lied on which he lay has been btirncd an_ the
ward and liospital thorotiglily fumigated.
The building No. 222 Pine-st., Elizabeth. where

he boarded, has liecn quarantined, all the bedding
destroyed, and two poliecmen put on guard to

prevent its inuiates coming out until all danger li
past. None of them have displayed any symp-
toms of the mnlady, and the DbbB- of Health do
not think they will, as every preeaution has been
taken. The house, a two-story one, has been fumi-
gaied. On the tirst floor live seven Polcs, and on the
scoond a French fauiily consisting of four peraons.
Tiie neeoawiries of life will be supplied to them by
tho city while the <iuarantine is kept up.

Tlie patient in the pest house hae. a maltgnant
typo of the disease and it U not lielievcd hc will
reoover. Tlio nie.lioal stnrt of tho hospital held
u meeting at I o'cloek yesterdoy afternoon and de-
cided that everything had been done that the oo

casion roquired. and that there waa no cause for

any further alarn. so far as the institution was

coneerned.
