SOME LOCAL BILLS AT ALBANY.
New-York's prosperity and reputation are

often brazenlv assailed in the State Legis¬
lature. and at tbis session the number cf inem-

bera of tho Assrmbly who are bent on gettmg
ricfe without regard to the bonesty of the means

by which they acquiro wealth, is deplorably
large. A rascally disposition to do the city all

the harm possible. rather than to he!p it omvard
in the wav of progress, is grievously prevalcnt
in tho State capital. Words of warning will

probably fell upon deaf ears in the Democratic
majoritv in the lower house. Still it is an ob¬

vious duty to appoal to our legislators to listen

to (he voioo of their consciences and to bnng
lorth fruits meet for repentance. Not many

dav, of this session are left. Every Senator and

Asseniblyman who wishes to go back to his

constituetits without hanging his head and with¬

out a sense of guilt in his soul should devote
himself during these if maining days to efface
some of tho blots upon the reeord of the session

and to score some good marks while yet thero
is time. Here and how it is not proposcd to

oiwder la.gcly and thoroughly the whole sub¬

ject of local intere*ts at Albany. Hut thore are

three hills whose fato is not yet decided, con-

cerniiig which a few words ought to be said to¬

day .

bullion. N.r wero unmanufactured woods, sul-
phur. eopper in pigs. or brimstone made freo un¬

til 1792. nor rags, bristles. or tiiamaniifacttired
ck\v until 1797. As late as 1881 the freo im-

jmrts were but one-twenty-soventh part of the
entire imports in value, nor were they at any
time as mueh as onc-tenth in valuo under any
tarff until the compromiso tariff of 1M<:I.
