ding trees, is still haunted by the lonely Senate. Two
or thres times a week the Senntors meet for a quarter
of an hour, and after lstening to praver, adjourn.
They do this in s forlorn manner In the valn hope
that Governar lulkeley will prorogue the body, as he
has & right to do under the State Constitntion, and
thus give gronnds for a complaint. DPut Governor
Bulkeley, apparently, has no intention of doing any-
thing of the lind. If the Senate wants to meet It

The writ of quo warranto which has been
issued agalnst Governor Bullieley fs to be meturned
on Friday at New-Haven. The Demoerats whin have s'ed
out the writ took a couplo of months, at lenst, In
its preparation.

At first they asked
that only a week be allowed, bhut the court granted
an extension of three days, The time granted the
Republicans 1s so much out of proportion to that taien
by the Democrate in prepuring thelr side, that it is
thought that on Friday the counsel for Governor Bulk-
eley will ask for & further extension.

He was eccenirie
to » marked degres, and was known In and about
Dobbs Ferry familiarly as the “ Crazy Captain.” By
the terms of Nis will he left the income on #30,000
annually to Mrs., Schermerhorn, while the bnlk of bis
millons went to her other sisters. The reason for
this, she alleges, Is that a quarter of a century agn
ghe glded with her mother In a quarrel which led
to a separation between Mr., Lasak and his wife,
