PROCEEDINGS AT THE COURT-MARTIAL.

TAEING THE TESTIMONY OF WITNESSES—WERE
THE CREWS TOO SMALL?®

Lisutenant William H. Stayton, counsel for the de
fenee In the eourt-martinl of Lieutenant-Commander
Goorge A. Ricknell, In progress at the Navy Yard, be-
gan taking testimonyr yestorday morning for his ellent
withomt exerclsing the privilege of muking opming
remaris, Poatewain Willlam Anderson, who was
temporarily attached to the Galens, was the first wit-
ness called, knd his evidenee was stropg for the ne-
rused officer.  He testified that every time an order
was given (o change the course of the Nina, the towing
vessel, it was, “Steer —, hy Nina's standard com-
phss,” and the response after the change was made
was, Y Stesring ——, 86 per standard compass.” These
orders, he sald, were, together with the responses, in-
{ersd in the log of the Galena. The log of the Galena
wis put In evidenco, and confirmed the evidence given
by Hoatswaln Anderson.

Enslgn ¥4l and Rostswain John Sutton, also of the
Galena's detall of officers, testified. Among otlier things
{estifird to was the fact that when Horton's Llght,
ons of the places where the vessel was sald to be In
danger of golng nshore, Was sighted, it could be seen
seven or elght miles distant, and a eonrse was stecred
by It. With regard to the neglect of sending lookouts
aloft to see over the fog, At was averred (hat o low
fog, ns had been desoribed by the prosecutlon, conld
not prevall excopt in & calm sea, Whereas, in addition
to & fog, there wus a strong wind and a driving sloet
sl the t-imn. It was testified that the detall of seamen
on the Galena was too few to allow for lookouts aloft,
hence the officers exercised thelr best diseretion and
placed them at the eathcads,

At this point Comnsellor Stayton began 1o sum-
marize the answers to questions as to the dlsposition
of the men, when the judgeadvocste indignantly in-
:«:ﬁpm with: “Who says this, witness or coun-
