Washington, May 10.—The Congressi 1 (X ftten
to Inquire into the amount and kinds of printing done,
and the number and exient of pubfcations officlslly
fesued by the Government annually, and 1o make
recommandations for future action, has already dls
covered thit only by the most eonstant and persever
ing Indusry sud the cordinl ald and eo-operntion of 8
large number of officials who ure Interested will it be
shle to submlt & complete report next wihiter.  Probas-
bly there were 1ol & dogen Senators or Representalives
in the st Congress who realized, In anything lie an
adoquato degree, the magnitude or dificulty of the sk
fmposed upon the committes, and It §s doubiful Il all
the members of the committee fself did so. Thoy
might lave been better (nformed if they had carefully
stodied the report made by the commission of which
Librarlan Spoffost and Superintendent Ames of the
Intertor Department were mambers severl years ago,
or the exhlaustive anpual report of the latter for the
ear 16580, a mll abstmct of which was published in
Tribune more that a year ago, 1118 true that the
maln object of both of those reports was 10 deseribe and
expialn the eareless sysicm or want of system which
has guverued the distrilution of the official publica-
tions of the Government, and to pecommend necdful re-
forms ; but incidentully they threw,much light on other

REFUSED TO BEAR HIS FATHER'S NAME,

ROMANCE OF ADMIRAL DE RONAN—HIS QUAR-
REL WITH HIS PROTHER. ADMIRAL

DAHLGREN.

Washington, May 10 (Spoeial).—The will of Admiral
Wiltiam de Rohan was filed at Washington on Wednes-
day last. Tt was execnted on the sleamship Gascogne, of
the French Line, oo April £7, 13587, on the voyage from
Havre to New-York, and wis witnessed by Conaul-
General George Walker, and J. H, Crane and E, Tuck,
of New-York. The entire estate i willed to his
sisterin-law, the widow of Reat-Admiral Dahigren, of
the Uidted States Savy, who was named ss exentrix,
Wik the t that she should not be required to
file soy bonds. On Aungust 21 lost, a few months
before e died, he sent & note to Mrs. Dmhilgren,
properly witnessed, ln which he sald:  “T begueath

Ml my estute to yon, s by the will of 1857, which |

you have.” Incidental to this fact fs expinined the
reason for clmnging bis pame from Dalilgren to
De Rohsn, Over a half ceatury ago he quarrelled
with s brother, Admiral Dahlgren, kuocksd him down
and was flued 100 in & police court. The result of
this was that he refused longer to bear his father's
name, and ook thet of bis mother's family. He re
fused to serve in Lie Americen Navy during the Civil
War, lest he should be bronght under his brother's
ordoe. He served In the Turkish Navy as captain,
sod wilh Garitaldl for the Mberation of Italy, com-
manding the marine division at the slege of Rome.
He sdvenced u large amouot of money for the Houss
of Savoy, wearly a quarter of @ willlon of dollurs,
and was nevor repuld. e tried 1o eollact this throngh
the Ktate Department, and 1 the belief that sometling
Would be atcomplished he wout abrosd wgain and for
sevaral years worked the mines lio owned In serdinis
and Siclly, but lacking vapital be returned afier four
yoors' abscuice uud fausd that Nls case hud been

LITTLE CHANCE OF OFFICERS [N THAT ARM TO
MAKE A RECORD FOR GALLANTRY-—COM-
NODORE GREFER LIKELY TO SUCCEED
ADMIRAL BRAINE-I15 l.‘.\ltl-:l‘:n'-.

Washington, May 10.~1It is an Interesting fact, mg-
gested by the appointment the other dny of Colonel
A. V. Kauts, of the 5th Infantes, to succeed Brigadier.
Genernl John (dbbon, who retived, that no colonel of
artitlery has sines the war been mode a brigodier-
geiieral 4n the Army. Of the present general offioers
only one, Major-General J. M. Schoflald, has been at-
tached to the artillery arm, and In his ease he was
promoted from captaln of the 1t AriiHery Yo brigdier
genernl in 15064, General Howard wis made brigdler
generid from volanteers, having entered the Malpe In-
fantey on resignation fom the Ordunnnce Corps. Miles
was taken from the Infautry, os were also Stanley,
Ruger and Hrooke. Merrlll eame from the cavalry,
andl the two lutest appolutments ns hrigadier-generals,
MeCook and Koutz, were colonels of infantry, The
welection of o colonel of the line for appointment as
hrigadler-generni 15 regnrded as o rewanl for services,
With the infrequency of viesncles among the general
officers and the many Instunces of mert among the
colonels of the line, it 18 o difficuit matter to declde
npon whom the promotion may properly he bestowed,
The appumting power looks to the records of officers
to furnigh the ressons for selection, and naturally
those records are considered most commendable and
worthy of reward which exlibit gallantry in time of
actlon. The artlllery has never bad the op-
portunity of distinguishing  itself to the extent
that the cavaley or infaptry have. Upon the lutter
arms bhave devolved the work on the frontler, not to
mention most of the setive movements during the Civil
War, The consoquence Is that eavalry and infantry
colonels have constantly hoad opporiunities of display-
ing dartug and gnllantry  thut never came, and e
never Hkely to come, to the calouels of urtillery regi-
ments,  When the elmnes of promotlon exists the
department has always had In view a number of
colunels who hud done good service in the field, snd it
lins been the principle of the suthorities to ehicourmge
eftorl, When Genoral (dbbon retired, for instence,
one of those enrly meutloned for the pince thus vacnted
was Colonel W. Forsyth, of the 7th Covulry, who had
charge of the troops at the Wounded Kuee fight In the
rocent Indiun enmpnign.  The artlilery colonols have
rarely had an opportunity of taking any such conspie-
uons part In warfare,  The artlllery hns now virtually
tweome part of the const defenes schemy,  The eolonels
of the five regdments have thele hendquarers on the
