AT GRANT'S TOMB.

THE BLUE AND THE GRAY UNITED.

U. §. GRANT POST AND THE NEW-YORE CON-
FEDERATE VETERANS CAMP TAKE

PART IN THE EXERCISES.

The exeroises at the tomb of General Grant were
rendered even more Impressive thgn usual by the
presence of the New-York Camp of Voterans of the
Contoderaie Army. The thrang at Riverside Park was
not as large a8 last vear, no doudt owing to the
threatening weather In the forenoon. As Inte as 2
o'clnek a mist st hung over the river, but by I
o'clock, the hour when the ceremonles began, the fog
had lifted, and all signs of storm had disappearod,

The tomb had been neatly decorated by the U. 6.
Grant Post. There wns a floral arch over the entrance,
bearing the legend “Let Us Have Peace.” On the
gites Nung a wreath of roses, the tritrute of President
Harrison. There %was a design of erossed flags from
Meade Post, and another design In which was wrought
the fag of China, which bore the card of Shen Woon,
the Chinese Consul in this cty. The Loyel Leglon
sent & pillow of Immortelles beating o fioral mouo-
gram of their order, There wers numercus smaller
deslgns, and mingled with them were tropicsl plants
supplied by the Park Commissioners.

The ferryboat Winona, conveying the members of
U. 8 Grant Post and thelr guests, the veterans of
the C. 8. A., appeared In the river opposita the tomb.
shortly after 2 o'clock the music of the bands, play-
ing & dirge, wns heard ns the column moved along
the winding rosd to the summit of the hill, The
Grant Post escorted thelr guests past the tomb to the
benches beneath the platform, where they were nesigned
to the sectlon nearcst the entrance to the vault.

The Confedérates were led by thelr commander, A.
G. Dickinson. Captain Alfred Poindexter carried the
National colors, and the camp flag was horne by Dr
Theaphilus Steele. The right gnidon was In the hands
of Dr. W. H. May, and the left in those of Captaln
Dixon. Among the Confederate veternns following In
the ranks were Edward Owen, Stephen W. Jones, J.
D. Marhy, Dr. J. J. Rivers, B. B. Paddock, J. M.
womack, J. J. Googan, J. E. Grayblll, W. E. Pelrce,
J. L. De Treville, W, W. Tayleure, Dr. W. M. Boone,
J. U. 8Shorter, L. Zimmer, Joseph Norcom, W. R. Hay-
den, R. E. Fresman, A. M. Davls, E. L. Crawford,
John Farles, J. H, Prancls, and about forty others.
Generally they wore lats of gray felt. Some wore
gray trousers, but there wns no uniformity of dress,

As the hesd of the Confederate onlumn approached
the gates of the vault, Commander Dickinson, turning,
suddenly raised his hat and every Confederate with
bending, uncoversd head passed the tomb and the
platform to the seats assigned them, The spectacle
was thrilling, and the spectators who had up to this
time romained scated, arose to their feetl.

Just previons to thé arrival of the veterans the
arator of the day, John 8. Wise, had been escorted to
the platform. He had hardly taken his seat when
a man of compnet flgure end a serious face, covered
with a foll beard, ascended the steps, and advancing
toward Mr, Wise was Inirodneed as U. 8. Grant, jr.
The two shook hands warmly, chatted for a fow
minutes pleasantly, when Mr. Grant retired from the
platform to & house near by, from which, with mem-
bers of 1 & family, he surveyed tho scene unobserved by
the erowd.

Gronpid around Mr, Wise on the platform were Com-
mander Willis MeDonald, of the U. 8. Grant Post;
Pust Commanders (reorge H. Priee, George J. Col-
lins and J. I, Howait; Senlor Viee-Commander Enoch
Rutzler, Junlop VieeCommander 8. N. Kneeland, Dr.
F. W. Topham, post surgeon; Adjutant P. 8. Clark,
Quaitermusier 5. H, Thankenberg and Major Chappel,
grand marsTial of the parade.  On tae arrival of the
Confederates, Communder Dickdnson, Johu J. Garnett,
Color-Bearer Poindexter and Camp Flag-Bearer Steels
also took sents on the platform.

The exercises were opened by the band playing and
the audience singing “ Nearer My God to Thee.” The
Finad was then read by Commander MeDonald, inter-
spersed by prayer by the Rev, T. P, Fros, an ariginnl
poetn by Bdwin shannon and the hymns of the Dudley
Luck Quartet, That portion of the ritual Immediately
connected with the strewing of the flowers was rend
by the officer of the day, John (. Noonan.

Pust. Commandler Knight made the address, intro-
ducing the omtor of the doy, and his remarks were
consplenous for expressions of good will for the guests

of the post,

On ricing Mr. Wise was received with t cheer-
Ing. He spoke without any notes, and with great oor
rectuess and farvency, As he uttered some of his
most pathetle sentlments his voice tremhled and
hesitated, Onee or twies, in referring to the dead
soldler, he turned, bowed his head reverently, nnd
pointed with outsiretched arm {0 the tomb. There
were moments when tears were plalnly visible in the
eves ond on the cheels of the Confederate veteruns.
His speech was in part as follows:

In this tomb lies ons whese great qualities of head
and heart, whose bravery, whose aimplicity, whose mag-
panimity, whase patience, whoss steadfastness of purjose,
whose Joyalty to every obligation, have placed his name
as wmong the most remarkahle men who have aver lived,
The thestrs of his carear was pnly the United States of
Amerien: the most dramatie episodes of his 1ife wera in
his charscter as leader of one of the armiss of his divided
peaple.  Yet, even on shat narrow field and upder thoso
rostricting conditions, he so bore himself that the whole
world wutehed him, and, when his work was finished, pro-
clalmed him to ha of the stamp of trus greatness, rarely
devaloped ; and of o greatness hlendrd with such quslitias
of manhood as entitied him to be held up as an example to
the world.

The man is surely great whose fame s world-wide,

And such was Ulveses 8. Gmnb  Such was the
man whose memory wo  commemorate  this  dav.
Wa know his history and we know his worth.

HONORS TO THE MEMORY OF VETERANS.

GRAND ARMY MEN KEPT BUSY DISTRIBUTING}
FLOWERS IN THE CEMETERIES.

In the lower part of the eity fitting demonstrations
were made by the Sons of the Revolution, Kearny Post,
No, B, G. A. R., Naval Post No, 516, Paul Jones
Watch, the Farragut Veteran Associallon, and the
Unlon Ex-Prisoners of War Assoclation, At sunrise
Adjutant Warner holsted the Stars and Stripes on the
liberty polws in front of the Barge Office on the Battery.
Early In the morning squnds of the Sons of the Revolu-
tion marched to Bt. Paul's Church and decorated the
tomb of General Montg y with a hand wreath
of roses and evergreens, and to the Washington statue
in Wall-st,, which was decornted in o lke manner.

In Trinity Churchyard all gathered to decorate the
monument ercoted to the soldlers of the Revolutlon
who dled ju prizon In this city, and o carioad of potted
plants and a Iarge shleld of pinks were used ns the
decorntlons, Post No, B, G, A. R., and the Paul Jones
Watch, eommanded by Ceptain Barker and Lleutenant
¢, J. Shields ; Naval Post No. 518, commanded by Cap-
taln E. 8. Osborne, and the Forragut Veternn Assocla-
Hon, commandsd by Captaln Browers, decorated pev-
eral graves of patrints in Trinlty Churchyard.

In the afternoon the New-York City Assoelation of
Unlon ax-Prisoners of War mel in Mall-st. and marched
o Trinity Climrohyard and for the first time decornted
the monument of (Tie patriot prisoners of the war of the
Revoltion, After prayer by the chaplain of the as-
soclatlon, Genernl Alexander shaler, the president, made
a short but stirring address. General James R. O0'Belme
made the main sddress and spoke fealingly on the real
services to the Union of its soldlers who suffered and
died In prison. Frederick A, Rowe, secretary of the
assovlation, =ald that he hoped soon o ses erected o
monnment to those brave men who died In prison for
the Unlon as well as thoss who died for its inde-
pendence,

The John A. Dix Post, after taking part in the gen:
eral parade, bonrded the steamer Laura M, Starin, at
Pler No. 46, and was taken to Trinity Cemetery, at
One-hundred-and-fifty-fifth-st.  Upon landing the wvet-
erans formed line and commanded by Commander C,
stockmon Halstead, aml preceded by the David's Island
United States Band, they marched o the grave of
General John A. Dix. As each veteran passed tho
grave he placed upon it a floral offering.  After
prayer had been offered by the chaplain of the post,
the Rev. Dr. D, €. Polter, of the Baptist Tabernncle,
and a quartet from St. Luke's Church lad sung * Nearer
My God to Thee” and # Amesiea,” Commandar Halstead
introduced as orator of the day the Rev. Dr. D, C. Pol-
{er, who delivered a forcible wpecch,  In speaking of
she dungers which now fhreaten the Republic, he urged
ile importance of restricting the loflux of forelgners.
He sald Americans wanied no one here who in reality
was the subject of a forelgn power.

The Rev. Dr. Morgan Dix, who hud been nasked to
make a few remarks, sald lw teoli espeelal pleasure in
helng present at the ceremanles over the grave of his
tather. He spoke of the meaning of Decorntion Day,
and befare offering the benediction pegged the privilega
of indulging in a little—as he hoped—pardonable pride.
Calling & bright Ind of some ten years to lis slde he
presented him to the post as John A, Dix, Jr,, grandson
of the late General, whose name he bore. As he spoke
few veterans eould keep back the tears.
