June 6.—The Dehring Sea disenssion
fn the House of Commons on Monday wns amiable
throughout. * Let us have peaoc” ery the British of
both parties, and peace there [s to be. The bill which
the Government have introduced is the erowning
and complete instification of the American polley.
I do not ssv of Mr. Blaine’s poliev, hecause Mr.
Blaine has been, during the grenter part of these
negotiations, the exponent and interpreter of the
pettled policy of the country and of the ideas 10
whioch the name American truly belongs. The
wisdom of his proposals tonching arbitration is
now clearly seen. The English themselves sec
it and have assented to his views. and this hill is
to carry them out. What the bill does is to es-
tablish the modus vivendi while arbitration pro-
ceedst leaving to the arbitrators to dispese in
their own way of the main anestions at issue he-
tween the two countrics—or three, if Canada is to
count. Meantime there is to be no sealing north
of the Aleutian Islands. Russia has been invited
to join in the close time agreement and Germany
may be. X

The Leader of the Honse asked the House to
accept the bill as a friendly act toward a friendly
Power. The House did so. Sir William Har-
court, one of the most belligerent leaders of
Opposition ever known, eulogized it ns a wise
snd prudent settlement of a very diffieult ques-
tion. Mr. Chamberiain, though still mindful of
his own failure to adjust the Fishery question,
less difMicult than this, approved, a trifie more
coldly. Mr. Bryce approved, though Mr. Bryce is
disturbed by legal 6hiections which he manfully
suppresses in his geasible and very Euglish pleas-
ure at the compromise. So the bill was rend o
second time unanimously, amid general applause.

The press approves. If there be an exception,
f¢ is that Gladstoninn orgun which seems nnahle
to approve heartily any measure which tends to

a good understanding hetween Engiand and the |

United States. It Serves os o fresh opportunity
to misrepresent and revile Mr Dlaine, who is,
aocording to * The Daily News” *a very skilful
diplomatisy, but a mere ebild compared 3o0"--whom
think you?—"io Mr. Hamilton Fish, with whom
the late Lord Granville net unsuccessfully eon-
tended.” Yet there are people who say that * The
Paily News" is not a comic paper.

Much has been gald in the House of Commons
and elsewhere ahont Sir John Macdonald.  There
is o general feeling among English of all par-
ties that his desth—now hourly expected—may
prove a disaster for Canada, and a disaster {rom
the English point of view. They recornize, ot
anv rate. his great services. The lenders of both
partics have spoken of him in o tone never used
here except about o man Whose ymportance is
felt to be imperial. Ile is regarded as the ereator
of the Dominion of Canada, nnd the man who
has done more thon all others to keep that great
colony loyal to the Crown. De the merits or de-
merits of his domestic policy what they may, Eng-
lish gratitude to him is profound, and the Queen’s
messages of inguiry and regrel express, os they
8o often do, the sentiments of her people.

The pence of Europe seems now to be in charge
of that eminent diplomatist Mr. Henry Labonchere,
He is opposed to the Triple Alliance, opposed atill
mere to England having anything to do with i,
anxious ahout Lord Salisbury’s engagements with
Italy, has asked questions in the House of Com-
mons, is not satisfied with Sir James Fergusson's
eategoricnl deninl that any such engagements exist,
and threatens to raise @ debate on the question
later. A Boulangist Deputy hss written him a
Jetter on this matter, embodying testimeny from
the Jate Prinoce Napoleon, whose statiments were
pot received with implicit confidence while he was
living, and do not gain strength when coming in
the form of hearsay from M. Millevoye. It is an
fnteresting trio=Mr. Labouchere, Generul Boulanger
and Prince Napoleon—and on the whele, the
destinies of Europe do not yet depend on thewm.
There is no secrct treaty between England and
Iraly that pledges England to defend the Italian
coasts, should France attack them.  There could
be no such treaty. No English Minister conld
bind himself, still less his suceessors, In that
way. There is ne engugement. There is prob-
ably an understanding, bustd on community of
interests. That, as Lord Salisbury s reported
to have said, js the only busls on which any treaty
can safely rest, and it makes a treaty needless,
Certainly Englaud would mov look on idly il
France should opce wore undertale to tusn the
Mediterranean into a French lnke.

A8 for the Triple Alllanee—thut too res's on a
eommunity of interests, and the Marquis di Ru-
dini, who is eredited with a wish to end it. is
shout 1w renew Italy’s adhesion to it. There
could be no stronger proof of the wisdom of the
policy on which the peace of Eurepe does, indeed,
depend.

The Queen hos suddenly become the topio of
political controversy, and in the oddest way.
The life of the lute Archbishop of Canterbury is
hardly u book which one would expeet to give
rise to w debute on o point of constitutional low
affecting the Sovervign herself: but v does.  1lis
biograpiners have hod the Queen's permission o
publigh her letters ta Dr. Tair on the Irish Church
question in 1869, They preseot Her Majesty in
thie act of direet intervention in & political coutro-
versy which divided the two great porties in the
Btate and roused the hitterest ecclesiastical pns-
sions. Her sywputhies were with the lrish
Church, She was apposed to the bill for dises-
tablishing it whieli her own Minister brought
In and carrled. She calls in the Archiushop
W an intermediary. She nsks  him o
we, first  Mr. Gladstone, then the peers.
Her objects were two.  She wanted Mr. Gladstane
to make his bil! moderate, th give the Irish Chureh
good terms.  That secured, she wanted to prevent a
collision hetween the Commons and the Lurds who
were disposed to reject the hill which the Queen
saw must ultimutely pass—as Lord Lirougham
said of a still greater bill—through or over
the House of Lords. Her aims were wise, Ler
views of poliey sound; but the question these
letters ruise is whether the weans she wok 1o order
1o give effeot 1o them were in truth coustitutional
and whether she did not oveistep certain well
detired limits within wiich the personal influence
of the Sovereign is now supposed o be contined.
There is no wieh, except perhaps nmong the wilder
sort of Kadicals, to discuss sdoh questions in &
spiriv of Lostility 1w the Queen. People are in
fact—and the better part of the press still wore
bo—ghy of discussing them at all. It was prob-
bly indiscreet to raise them by publishing these
letters: but it is hardly possille that, having becn
ralsed, some authoritative answer should not I
twe be glven,

It seews probable that Mr. Balfour's statements
on Wednesday touching the present condition of
Ireland way be received {n Amerlca with surprise,
perbaps—though they cannot be denjed—with in-
oredulity. He suys, for example, that while the
number of persons tmprisoned in Jreland for of-
Tenees under the ordinary law execeeds 8,000, the
witle number imprisoned for offences under the
Crimes wot does not exceed gwemsy.one. Yet I

guppose that Ireland appears now, as in times past,
to the Amerlean mind, as groaning under English
tyranny. The groans cannot be very lond, when
out of nearly 5,000,000 of people only vweaty-ene
are actually in jail under what is called the Co-
ercion net. Nor s this all. So great is the im-
provement in the condition of Jreland thad Coercion
itself is about to be suspended, except possibly in
one county, und in a few seattered districts where
perfect order has mot yet heen restored. This is
the country in which Sir George Trevelyan a few
years since declared that the same of law and
order was np: but it appears that it is the game
of disorder which is up. Even the Plan of Cam-
paign has not mueh life left in it. The ashes of
it smoulder, ‘says Mr. Balfour, in perhaps one
county and a few baronies, the same, it may be
presumed, where Coercion s still thought need-
ful. So much for five years of firm, intelligent
rule by a man who knows the people he has to
govern, knows his own mind, and knows how to
make his will respeeted. It is not de-
moerey: but  Mr.  Balfour's answer
that oriticism deserves attention. He boldly de-
clares that Ireland cannot be well governed other-
wise than by Imperial law. Why? Heonuse the
heterogeneous sections of Irish society are ir-
reconeilably hostile and ean never be united into
an organic whole; becanse Irish divisions are not
merely socinl, political and religlous, but these
run inte each other and partake of all three char-
uoters at onee, aud go the rule of a loeal majority
in Ireland can never mean anything bnt discord,
injustice end runin. Further, if Imperial law he
pecessary to the peace of Ireland, so is Imperial
credit to Irish prosperity., Does any Irishman
suppose that Ireland could obtain on Irish eredit
the £30,000,000 sterling which the Land Fur
chase bill pours into the Irish lap? Or, does
anybody suppose that an Fnglish Parliament would
advance that sum, or any sum, were au Irish
Parlinment established on College Green? The
failure of Mr. Gladstone’s Land hill, offered as
one item of the Home Rule scheme, and the sne-
cess of Mr. Balfour's bill, proposed as part of a
coherent Tmperial polioy, is a sufficient answer
to that gquestion.

The Heusge of Cammons is still struggling with
the Irish Land Bill. There seems to be no end 1o
new proposals, new clauses, and new amendments
of all sorts. ~ One of {mportance has been accepted
by Mr. Balfour and adopted by the House, pro-
viding that tenants evicted sinee May, 1870, may
purchase their former holdings. Whether this
will include tenants who went out unier Lengue
orders seems on the face of it doubtful; but,
us the clanse was moved by Mr. T. W. Russell
apd seconded by Mr. Smith Harry, it cannot e
meant to relieve the supporters of the Plan of
Campaign,

The archiepiscopal attacks on Mr. Parnell eon-
tinue, Archbishop Croke taking up the running
wierd Archibishop Whalsh leaves off. To ‘Dr.
Walsh's letters in * The Times,” Mr. Parnell made
no reply. He is, T think, the only politiclan of
the first mank who never writes to that journal.
If he answers, it is hy word of mouth, and hri¢ty,
anidl g0 deeisively that His Graee of Dublin has
pat thousht it worth while to rejoin, Indeed,
aot much answer was needed.  Evervbody knows
that the Irish clergy kept their antipathy to
adultery in abeyanee till the English Noneon-
formists  had forced Mr, Gladstone's hand
and compelled him  to disselve his alliance,
or his alleginnce—which {5 perhaps the
more aceurate word—with, er to, Mr. Purnell
All thar Mr. Parnell now does is to bring this out
clearly by dates. Te both archbishops he is civil
of speech, and his only approach to asperity 1s
when he denies Archhishop Croke’s assertion that
he had nsed unmannerly Innguage ahout the jrivsts,
The actual points in dispute between them ot
the moment nre points of detail. They relate to
the use of funds and other matters, the challenge
respecting which vsed to come from the Union-
ists, as Mr, Parnell reminds the archbishop. Fach
of this interesting pair of disputants is equally
anxions to rid himself of responsibility for the
Plan of Compaign, now that it has failed. Nowhere
Is its failure more dismal than in Archhishop
Croke's own diocese. In Tipperary itself the
fullure is most dismal of all. Mr. Smith Darry
has practically won the contest into which Messrs,
('Brien & Co. drove him. The grent part of
his tenants, hoth in town and eountry, are paying
up, and going back te their homes and farms,
poorer, sadder and wiser than when they aban.
doned them in obediepce to the dictation of the
lengue. Mr. Smith Barry was always a good,
jnst and generous landlord. He will not probahly
be less so now. Indeed, the terms on which he
has readmitted his tenants are libernlity itself.
On the question of personalities, and of what posses
for politeness in episcopal eircles in lreland, the
eonelusion of Dr. Croke's speech is illuminative,

“ 1 have never,” remarks the archbishop biandly,
“enid anvthing but what was good, kind, and
lnidable of Mr. Parnell: nor sghall 1 ever do so.

His future
mission appears to be to create a8 mueh confusion
us possible and to mnke his followers as dead
to every moral {eeling as he himself has nroved
himself te be. Ie bas killed Home Rule and
bured it with his repntation in the London Di-
voree Court. Let us pray for his conversion and
extend to him henceforth the eharity of our si-
lenes.” Perhaps more important than eonsider-
ations of civility is the confessien of this Home
ftule prelate, that Home Rule is dead and huried,

The Liberal victory at Paisley on Monday by a
largely inereased mujority is interprefed to mean
that Dear Old Scotland is as Gladstonian as ever,
or more so. Frobably Church questions have ns
much share as Irish questions in bringing voters
to the polls: but. if Home Rule does not help.
neither does it harm the Glndstonian eauss in
Paisley.

The Unionist triumphs in West Derbyshire and
London are, perhaps, not the less stenificant be.
cause they were won without coniests.

In no respect does the harbarity of Russian
poliey or Russinn methods diminish,  The papers
are Hijed with acconnts of the arrival in Geruany
of great hodies of exiles in the utmost destitu-
tion. German chanty does what it ean to re-
lieve them. There is an organized effort on the
frontiers, in Perlin, and elsewhere. THe tide sets
steadily toward Bremen and Hamburg and thence

A strike of omnihus men promisss to begin at
widnight. The men demand shorter hours and
higher wages. They propose to do less work and
to get more pay. The great part of the omni-
bus traffic in London is done by two compauies
—the London General Omuibus Company nnd the
London Rowd Car Company. It is the men in

the employ of the former who are at
the head of this ‘wovewment, the real cause
of which s guite different from the al-
leged eause, An attempt  whs made  sowme

time sinee to start a strike against long hours.
Not o man could be found to support it, though
the hours were then the same as now. The driv-
ers and conduetors average about fourteen hours
o day, which is certainly too long; but they e
crived high wages and something more, nrid
would not stir against the system. The sowething
more consisted in a systematis robbery ol the com-
pany by which they nearly or quite doubled their
wages. S0 long as the company tolerated this, the

men Wers £cEiewul. But 8 new shenk hes lately

been devised which the drivers and conduetors
seem to think will stop their stealing, and it is
against this that they heve struck. Their friends
in the press ndmit it. Some of them justify it,
and none deny it. Yet publie sympathy is ex-
pected on the ground of the hardships which the
men bore elieerfully so long as they were allowed
to embeazle their employers’ money. These same
hardships become intolerable when honesty is en-
forced upon them by their vietims.

The men are unluckily in bad hands. A blus-
tering barrister named Sutherst is their leader, who
issues @¥ders in plantation style and lectures the
directors of the eompuny, The directors have
agresd to meet a deputation on Monday morning,
which Tooks as if they were prepared for n strigule
fixed to begin thirty-six hours before that. The
men gay that they will allow no omnibus to leave
the yard. Much, therefore, depends on what the
police may do. If their chiel tolerates viclence,
a8 the former chief did during the dock strike, the
company and the public will suffer.

Nothing has yet been heard of that declaratory
aet by whioh all doubt was to be removed on the
question whether residence on English sell be
required of Americans as the condition of obtaio-
ing English copyright. There are at leost two
opposing currents of English opinien on this mat-
ter. Authors and publishers ngree in desiring
such an act. DPrinters, paper-makers and the
sllied trades agree in not desiring it. Mr.
Marston, a publisher, writes on Monday urging
the passage of & measure which shall clear oll
diffioulties out of the way before the first of July.
Mr. Besant, at one on this polnt with the pub-
lishers, whom he opposes on mauy others, says in
“The Author” for June:

“The least our Government can do is to take
eare that our own laws satiafy the conditions on
which the privileges of the act ean be granted
to ourselves.”

S0 far, good: but now come the chairman and
vice-chairman of the Printing and Allied Trades'
Associntion, protesting agalnst the measure which
Mr. Marston and Mr. Besant desire. A letter
appears at the swme time from the secretary to
the Paper-makers' Assoclation. Both want re-
tallation, and hoth put the manufocturers of
books before the writers of them,

“Let us grant copyright on exactly the same
lines as Amerien, only to works printed from type
sot in this country,” sar Mr. Clowes and Mr.
Waterlow, speaking for the printers. The poaper-
makers hope that the Govermment will refuse to
consider the residential question till the efleot
of the American act on Lnglish trodes has been
fully asceriuined. * Authors are s small hody.
Waorkingmen are a very large body. The great
est good of the greatest number shonld be the
primary ohject of Jegislation,” says the paper-
makers' secretary.  He makes a point likely to
tell, when he adds that the workingmen of this
sountry are fillly alive to the injury that the
American Copyright aet will infliet on them.
Waorkingmen nndoubtedly have in this conntry. as
elsewhere, more votes than sall other clnsses to-
gether, and there will be small chance of passing
any aet to which Ministers may think workingmen
us & body are oppused.

Thers ate many persans in this eountry, both
Fuoglish and Amerieans, who were grieved to hear
of Dr. Fardvee Barker's death. Oune of the two
chiet organs of his own profession, “ The British
Medical Jonrunl® says of him: “ The announee-
meat of the death of Dr. Fordyee Darker will
have caused widespread and keen regret, To'sav
that America hns lost one of her most illustrious
physicians and distingnished eltizens is to express
bt very tmperfectly the extent of the calamity.

Few
Amerieans had more fricnds aliroad. No Ameri-
can physieian had for so long a peried stood so
high in European estimation or done greater honor
to Lis own ocountry.

THE CANADIAN STATESMAN'S BRAVE STRUG-
GLE ENDED.

UNCONSCIOUS ALL DAY LONG—THE END WAS AT

SKETCH OF HIS CAREER.

Blr John Alsxander Macdonald was born ln Glasgow,
Seotland, on January 11, 1315, Io 1220 he went to
Kiogston, Canada, with his father, Hogh Macdonnld.
At schoel young Macdonald gwwve promise of those
abilitles which wfterward marked his political career.
He began lo study law when he was fifteen years old,
and In 18336, when he was barely twenty.ono years old,
he was called to the har. He rosa rapldly in hix pro-
fosslon, and In 1848 he becmme s Queen’s Connsal.
In 1836 he galned Titinction by his defence of Genernd
Yon Schultz, who, for attempting to revolutionize

Canafds in 1886, forfelted hiq lfs, The lact and great
professional ability with which the defence was
carricd on were subjects of general comment ab
the time, and o Montreal edlilor sald: “The
Jeading ootinsel for the unfortunate Genernl will bo, ere
long, récognized as ane of the first men of the conntiy.”
Mr. Macdonald®s power of making fricuds soon brought
about him & host of admirers, who saw for him o
brilliant future. These friends were not disposed to
allow the talent they saw In the rising young lswyer
lie dormant, and in 1344 they clected him 93 the repee-
sentative of Kingston In Farllament of united Canada,
He had not lomg to mmain in Parllsment before his
abllitles as a politiclan were recognizmed.  In May,
1847, he entered the Cabinet as RevedverGeneral, which
he soon reslgned to take o moms lmpodtant portfollo,
that of Commissloner of Crown Lands,  ‘This offica he

held untll March, 1543, the Conservative Government, of

which be was a member, having been defated by o
Inrge majority by the Keform opposition, on the elee-
ton of & speaker,  Mr. Maedonail renaliied In oppo
sition until 1554, Sle Allsu Macnab was the nuninnl
leader of the Oppositon, but Mr, Macdonald was the
virtual Jesader,  ife used his opportunities to become
skilled In detato and to fsmillerize hinself with the
pressing questions of the day.  One of these questions
wis preseoted by a bldl for the seenlacization of the
clergy reserves,  Macdonadd opposed titls mensure,

In 1834 & general clectlon was lield and Mr, Mac-
dopald was agaln returned to represent Kingston,  Ab
this election the secnlarization of the clergy reserves
was before the people, the Government was defeated
und a  coalition CUabinet was formed, with Sir
Allun  Muwenab at the head, which was pledgad
to settls the problem. Mr, Macdonald entered tlis
Cabloet as  Attorney-General, and under his advice
the vlergy rescives were seonlariaed on what was con-
sidered n fadr basls,
was also abolished.

In 1556 sir Allag Macnab, who had been the noml.
nal feader of the Conservatives, succumbed to gout,
and Macdonald was chosen as his successor,  The post
of leader of the Congervative party tho latter held un-
til his death, cxercising a degree of influence that no
other public man In Canadn’s ldstory had possessed.
The Conservative Minlstry was defcated Ln 1858 on
the question of the loeation of the seat of Govern-
mant, A new Ministey was formed by the Hon.
George Brown, but It lasted only (wo days, the Lexis-
latdve Councll by o vole of 14 to sy and the House
by o majorlty of 440, decluing Inok of confidenes,
sle George Cartler then formed a Government which
included Mr. Macdonald as Attorney.Gencrol.

WILD STEERS IN THE STREET

A MAN WHO TRIED TO STOP ONE SEVERELY
GORED,

STUPID PLAN OF THE DRIVERE TO RECAPTURE
THEM-SIX OF "HE ANIMALS JUMP
INTO THE RIVER.

There was a flne steer-hunt in the city last
evening and wild Texan steers ran through streets
and avenues in different directions for hours,
| Some of them sought refugze in the Enst River
| and the chase was continued in boats. One man
| was gored, countless small boys had no end of

fen, and several women were frightened, but
| policemen for onee refrained from reckless shoot-

ing and nohody was hurt seriously.

A drove of steers had been carried from Jersey
| City on the float Starin City to East River and
| Forty-lonrthi-st, about 6 p. m., and the animals
were heing driven to the slaughter-house of
Sehwarzschild & Sulzberger, ot First-ave, and
Forty-fifth-st,, when two of them broke away. The
hutehers got the rest aafely to the slaughters
house, but released six of them, in the expecta
tion that they would attract the two runaways.
| That plan did not work well, because the small
| boy who was rampant in First-ave. at that hour
| took too active a part in the chase. The steers
were angered or frightened by the yells of the
hoodlums, and seven of them bolted down the
avenue at o gallop, They were pursued promptly
by a howhling mow which Increased in size ab
every hlock.

The eight't steer ran over to Second-ave. and
started uptown, After going a few blocks, he
ran to Third-ave. and made an eifort to heat
the elevated trains in o mee to Fifuy-thind-st.
There he encountered Joseph Rush, of Neo. 1,810
Second-ave,, who tried to head Lim off. The
steer caught Rush on the end of one horn and
gored him in the side =everely., The man managed
to escape, and he was able to go home after he
hod made o visit to the surgeons at St. Luke's
Hospital.

The steer then went to Texington.ave. and
Fifty-third-st, There a man named Ryan struck
him on ane hind leg with an axe and erippled
him. A momest afterward Ryan dealt the steer
a hlow between the eyes with the axe, and then &
buteher eut the animal’s throat,

Of the seven steers which ran down First-ave]
five turned toward the Fast River at Thirty-fifth-
st. and jumped overboard. Two others kept on
as far as Twenty-sixthst,, where one of them
ran inte the Bellevue Hespital gronnds,  He went
in one gate and out of the other, and then began
to wander nbout. He was coaught, tied behind
a truok and Ted back to the slaughter-house. His
companions ran on to Thirteenth-st., sud turned
toward the East River. The pumuing erowd still
hooted at him and he made a plunge into the
river. Men got a hoat and lnssoed him. He
was dragged ashore and placed in an ambulance
of the Soclety for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Animals. Nubody claimed him then, and the
society’s agent drove away with him.
