The collision of the 8:02 a, m. paseenger-train

accident was caused, it is said, by the
tardiness of Fred Strang, engineer of gravel-train
engine No. 333, in not promptly responding.to
signals from the switchmen to rin down npon the
south track, and to the carelessness of Frank
Fowler, tiie other engineer, in running past a
|l‘-nd set ngainst him on the north track. North
of White Plains the Harlem is a one-track road,
but just south of the station traine from the north
diverge upon the east or south track. The gravel
train bad been to Washington's Headguarters, a
mile north of White Plains, and was returning
with ten flat-cars loaded with sand, and was
within one hundred feet of the double-track
line when the passenger-train thundered around
the carve in the road and ershed into it

The force of the collision threw the passengers
from their seats, broke the chandeliers in the
eats and threw a number of the flat-cars from the
tack. The engines were locked together and
smashed up considernbly. The tender of No. 333
engine was forced upon o flat-ear. Arthur Stev-
evs, the switchman, who had charge of the switch
at the south end of the station, savs that the
danger signal was out to stop the New-York train
s quarter of a mile south of the statlon and that
Fowler falled to see 1t. Robert Stanfield verifies

YET HE SAYS THE RERELS HAVE LOST ALL
MORAL FORCE—-RE:OLUTIONS BY
HIS CONGREss.

London, June 23.—A dispateh publiched hers vo-dsy
from the Chilinn Government presided over by Balina-
oodn, and dated from Santlago de Chill, sars that the
rehels have lost all moral foree, nud thut all action upon
their part In the South has censcd,  On the other hand
the dispatch sass that Presidest Balmaceds o taking
active steps to increase the strength of his army, and
that the loyal warships ar attacking the rebel ports,
while the rebel squadron avolds fghiting. The Presidont,
it appears from this cable message, wallis freely In the
streets of Rantlago, and that city is zall to be entirely
on his slde.

In conelusion the statement I8 made that the rebels
are prolonging the war soiely to enrich temselves with
the nitrate deposits of Tarpaca.

It 15 mlso nsserted that the = Constitutional Congress”
sits with reguinrity and passes mensnres in the interests
of the people and furnishes the Government with ample
resources.

H. L. JOHNSON SHOT DEAD.

THE PISTOL FOUND IN HIS OWN HANDS.

AE WAS A EROKER DOING BUSINESS IN THIS
CITY—N0D MOTIVE KNOWN.

H. L. Johnsen, a wealthy New.York broker,
committed suicide at his home at Ridgewood,
N. J., ot 10 p'elock yesterday morning, by put-
ting a bullet through his brin.  He pnt the mnz-
#le of the weapon in his mouth, deliberately tool
aim and fired. The ball passed directly through
tie brain and was found embidded in the wall.
Another shot erashed through the lnrge mirror in
front of where the suicide ended his life, and
lodged I the wall. How this bullet was fired
remaing o mystery, but the police maintain that
the unfortunate man in testing the eapability of
the weapon selected the mirror as his first target.

Little Is known of Mr. Johnson in Ridgewood.
e was formerly o tobacco merchany in New
York, doing bugizess on Maiden Lane, and he went
to Ridgewood on May 1. e purchased the three
story-and-attic hdfise in which he killed himself
from Nelson Zabriskie. His homses and equipage
were the talk of the town. He told the neigh
hors that he was in receipt of an income of
£15,000 a year. Within the last few weeks Mr,
Johnson had been drinking heavily, and it is
said that his habits caused his wife to sell their
home in New-York and come to Ridgewouod.

On Monday evening, he, with Lis brother-
in-lnw, returned to his home econsiderably
exeited  with  lquor. e was finally
quieted and nothing more was heard of him until
a few minutos before 10 o'clodk yesterday morn-
ing. when he approached his mother-in-law on
the lawn, where she was s®ited, and, planting n
fower on her bresst, said: *T'11 be a good hoy
for the future.” Thus saying, he started for his
home, and, entering his bedroom om the second
floor, elosed the door behind him,

Inmediately the report of a pistol rang ont, This
was followed by a seeond report, and Mrs. Johnson
and her hrother, Mr. Bradley, ran up stairs
to see what was the matter. Stretehed upon the
floor at full length lay Mr. Johnson, his hands
still elutching the smoking revolver. Dir. Demid
was immediately summoned, but before he had
arrived Mr. Juhrson breathed his Inst.  What
prompted the aet eanmot be ascertained.

ANOTHER BATCH OF CORRESPONDENCE ON
THE SUBJECT.

PROOF THAT CANADA MADE OVERTURES OB
THE NEGOTIATION OF A NEW TREATY=—
MR. BLAINE INSISTED THAT INFORMAL
CONFERENCES SHOULD FIRST BE
HELD — DISCUSS10NS TO 3R
TAKEN UP IN OCTOBER.

Ottawn, June 23.—A bulky bundle of doous
ments, tied with red tape, was laid on the table
of the Senate Chamber by the Premier just be.
fore the Sennte rose Inst might. It Was n message
from the Governor-General, transmitting further
papers relating to the extension and development
of trade between the United States and Canada,
“ineluding Newfoundland. The first dispateh given
is a note, from the Foreign Office, under date of
Oetober 22, 1800, informing the Goverror-Gen-
eral that a teleginiir Nad been reecived by Lord
Salishury from the British Minister at Washing-
ton, announcing that Robert Bond, representing
Newfoundland, had been presenied to Mr. Blaine
and that negotiations were golng on with refer-
nee to an independent arrangement between the
United States and Newfoundland, Hefure the
negotintions went further it was deemed advisable
to ascertain whether the Dominion Government
wislied 1o negotiate on the same lines as New-
foundland with reference to New-Brunswick and
Nova Seotin, This dispateh was acted on, and
on November 4 the following statement is found
in a nota of the Foreign Ofee, in London, to the
Coloninl Office :

&l Jullan Paunncefots has tecn requested to report in
what way he vonsidered thet the wish of the Canadisa
Gavernment to ba Ineludsd with that of Newfoundiand In
the arrangement made with the United States can besd
be carricd out.

Two days later, In a note from the Foreign
Office to the Colonial Office, Lord Knutsford in-
closes n draft of the proposed convention between
Newfoundland and the United States which had
been privately communieated by Sir Jullan
Pauncefote to Mr. Blaine, for an arrangement of
the fisheries questions and trade relations.

The next dispateh i8 from Lord Stanley of Pres-
ton. to Lord Knutsford, dated November 19, in
which he savs:

The Governmont views with alarm the propossd con.
ventlon between Newfoundland and the United States.
1t affects the fshery Interosts of Canada, as well ms
thoso of Newfonundiand, and places the fishery and other
produets of Canadn st a disadvantag® In the United States
markets.  The Government re tes In the st 1]
terms sagainst the signature of the proposed conventlon
at Washington,

Six days later, on November 25, Lord Knuts-
ford, in a cable dispatch to the Governor-General,
says:

This proposal was transmitted from London to
Sir Julian Pauncefote, with the following result,
