THE LEAGUES 600D START.

There was no lack of spirit or purpose in the
procecdings of the Repnhlican State Leagne af
Syracuse yesterday. An assembly more en-
thusiastie or harmonions has never heen drawn
togother in this State.  Every hope of the
League's officers was fulfllled in the number
and character of the delegates. Prasident Me-
Alpin delivered an apening specch of great
foroe, well caloulated to impress the assemhly
with the serions nature of the pelitical task it
has gxsumed. The Leagne, is hound to remem-
ber that in A certain sensa it is on trial. Al-
thongh the movement of which it is a part
began in New-York, it has not developod here
so widely nor has It exerted so strong an in-
flnence upon affairs as in severnl of the other
States.  Nowhere is it more needed than in
New-York. Nowhere has it a greater work or
a fairer opportunity. The influence which a
victorions effort on {te part ‘would exert wonld
he hy no means conflned to New-York, but
would extend all over the counbry and wonld
act with tremendons power in improving Ra-
publican prospects in 1892 There is every
reason to beliave that the convention realized
all this, and that it will carry eway from Syra-
cuse an inspiration that will render every local
club thers represented zealous and strong in its
work this fall.

Colonel McAlpin touched the right chord
when he spoke of the value of individual labor.
There ars more Republican voters than Demo-
eratic in this State if only they can he got ab
and drawn to tha polls. The trouble always is
that the Demoorats vote while the Republioans
voto if convenient. In & moasure this is ac-
connted for by the fact that the Democratic
strength is largely consolidated In the cities
where it is easily reached by both good influ-
ences and bad, while the Republican constit-
pency is seattered over large arens of country
and cannot be easdly brought to a focus in the
ballot-hoxes on Election Day. It is to he borne
in mind, however, that although there is not
the slightest renson to suppose that President
Harrison in 1888 received a gingle vote more
than the natural strength of the Republican
party in New-York, whila there is every reason
to know that Governor Hill received many thon-
sands of votes in excess of the natural Demo-
cratie strength, ont of & total of more than
1,200,000 hallote Hill's majority over Harrieon's
was only 126. Democr ' pluralities in State
contasts have recently fallen short of 14,000.
Colonel MoAlpin's suggestion that there are
over 5,000 election districts in the State hints
plainiy at the result which can he obtained if
the Leagus goes to work in & thorough and
intelligent way.

A rousing convention with lots of enthusinem
and good speeches is a first-rate start, but it
is no more than a start. If it is followed by
nothing more practical it will cast a slight re-
floction in the hallot-boxes. We are convineed
that there is no available force, in addition to
that always exerted by the regular party com-
mittecs, which is 80 hopeful of goud results as
the League, and we are anxions to impress
every member of every ¢lub with the fact that
he must make himself, if he will realiw this
hope, an active pelitician from now unfil the
closing of the polls. The issue presented by
the Democratic nomination of a rich, common-
place individual, who is intended to serve no
ather purpose than the re-establishment of Tam-
many influence at Albany, will ereate a strong
popalar sentiment in faver of the Republican
party. Its positions upon National questions
will greatly aid the State campaign. Thero is
every chance of a successful contest with the
Democracy if the Republicans in every county
can bo impressed with their opportunity and
théir duty.

ANOTHER OCFEAN RECORD RNEARKER.

The new White Star steamer Majestic has
onrned her name.  Her splendid run from
Quecnstown to New-York in 5 days 18 hours
and & minutes not only heats all previeus #e-
epted records, but excels that of her nearest
competitor by 1 hour and 10 minutes, which in
these days of close contests means much. Her
sister-ship, the "Tentonic, has claimed the record-
hreakinz wun of & days, 19 Tours and 5 min-
utes. This dispnted achievement need however
no longer be wrged. The Majestic's trinmphs
include the record for malden-trips from Queens-
town and are hanor enough for one family, and
the White Star racers may well rest on their
fame. even if they Tail to capture the easthonnd
pennant that the City of Paris bore away in
Decomber, 1889,

This phenomenal trip will ba industrionsly
belittied by erusty old sea-hears,  Capeain Par-
soll apparently had everything in his favor
The wind was fair, the 2ea smooth, the engines
worked well, excepting for an hour and a half
near the end, ani the course logged was only
o 777 miles.  This, w2 bhelieve, is the exact
measuped distance hetween Roche's Point and
Sandy Hook, showing that the vessel's track
was one of the straightest ever noted. Far
from neconnting this a detraction, we incline
0 think it an additional merit, involving a
guite unusnal feat of scamanship, The course
logzed by the City of Paris on hor groat wesi-
ern trip in Aungust, 1880, was 2,788 miles, and
apdinary pussages come nearer 3,000 miles.
Long runs, to be sure, may diminish a fast
51|i|l"! value to her patrons, while a slower ves-
sl is conversely recemmended if her captain
skilfully cats down the actonal running time.
But in this case the Majestic was swift ax well
as sure.  ller best day's run falls short of that
of the City of Paris by fonrteen miles, hut her
average hourly speed was greater hy twelye-
one hundredihs of a mile, or a little more than
her own length.

Mr. Carnegie's prediction of a five-day run to
Europe scems every day less inreasonalls, In
1882 the Alaska erossed in 6 days 18 hours
and 37 minutes, and the Daltic in 1878 teok
only twenty-two houss longer.  The present
torrilic speed g0 severely taxes engines and Loil-
ers that their limit can be nearly predicated,
But the twin-serew is still yonng.

RESOURCES OF RECIPROCITY.

The Reciprocity treaties which have been
negotiated are the beginning but not the end
of a great policy. Tf it had heen impracticable
for the State IDepartment to make commercii!
arrangenients ‘with any Southern countries, all
would have remained on aqual terms after the
15t of January. Not one of them would have
heon placed nt & disadvantage in comparizon
with the others, if the fres market for coffes,
sugar, molassus and hides had been withdrawn
from all. In order to convert the Reciprocity
amendment into a leyer for opening many for-
eign.markets ffor American exporta it was neces-
sary to hring it to bear mpon the two chief
cources from which coffee and sugar were tle-
rived. As suon as Brazil and the Spanish West
Indies were drawn into commercial union @
hasis was e<tablished for future diseriminations
against competing conntries, which might be
aluctant to comply with the requirements of
aquitable Rpciprocity.

fHerefn lies the potential efficfency of the
Aldrich amendment. The free market for
coftee, sugar, molnsses and hides is offered on
aqual terms to all the Southern conntries. Those
willing to pay for their privileges hy making
reasonahla conpessions to the American export
trade will retain that free marlet permanently.
Thess accepting it only as a gratuity will he
deprived of the benefits of mnrestricted trade
in these tropical staples. The Reciproeity
amendment will operate after the closa of this
year as a discrimination in favor of those eoun-
iries which comply with the conditions of the
offor of the free market, and against those
whioh neglect ‘their opportunities.  The lan-
guage of the oct ds explicit respecting the
President’s obligations to enforce a fixed gohed-
ule of duties whenever the conditions of trade
are inequitable ‘and unreasonable. It is as fol-
lows ¢

That with a view ta seenre reciprocal trada with
mountries produeing the following articlas, and for this
pnrpose, on and after the first day of January, 1802,
whonaver and so often aa tho Tresident shall be satls
fied that the Government of an¥y connfry prodnoing and
exporting sugans, molaseas, ecoffes, tea and hides, mw
and uncured, or any of sich articles, imposes dntles ot
other exuctlons npon the agrienltural or other products
of the United States, which in view of the free Intro-
dnoton of anch smgar, molasses, coffes, tea and hifles
into {he Tnited Rintes he may deem fo he reciprocally
unequal and unreasonable, he shall  have the
power, and it shall be his dnty to suspend,
by proclamation to that effeot, the providons of
this act relating to the fres introduation of snch smEar,
molasses, coffee, lea and hides, the production of such
country, for snch time as he shnll deem just, and in
such cass and dusing snch enspension dntles ghall be
levied, collected and puld npon suear, molnases, ooffes,
{sy and hides, the prodnet of or exported from such
gesdenated conntrs ns follows: (The schedule foltows.)

Nothing can be clearer than the President’s
duty to impose tho schedule of dnties and
thereby to place a preminm upon the produce
of conntries entering into commereia! union, and
to discount the industries of those which do not
conform to the requirements of reciprocal trade.
On the hasis of the eoffee importations of 1880
o duty of 8 cents a pound will make in favor of
Hrazil the following discriminations againsh the
eountries named : Venezvela, ®1,722,614 13
Central America, $028,808 04 ; Mexica, $020,-
008 25 ; Hayti, §201,049 50 ; British West In-
dies, $146,18108. To thesa dizoriminations
will be added the duties on hides, and in the
caca of the Dritish West Indies the duties on
gugar. Thers wiil be enflicient force in this
discrimination in favor of DBrazil to compel
Venezinela and the other coffee conntries fo
make Reciprocity treaties. As for the Iirifish
West Indies, they will ba rined without Reci-
procity. The: schedule of duties, if fmposed on
the basis of recent importations from Jamaica
alone, will amonnt to S4£66,000; and for the
entire group it will be not less than 31,500,000.
If the Homa Government allows the interests
of the islands to be sncrificed to those of Bra-
7il, the Spanish West Indies and Banto Domingo
it will ho wantonly indifferent to their fate,

The more closely the Reciproclty guestion is
studied the larger and more practieal appear
the results of this great policy. Congress has
armed the President with tremendous power in
opening the Southern markets to American
trade.  Determined as he is known to bhe to
make Reciprocity and the enlargement of the
Nation's exporting interests the crowning issne
of his Administration, he can be depended npon
to employ the resources of the act to their full
extent dming the last fifteen months of his

term.

THE OIRCULATION.

A Washington dispatch published yesterday
gives information of a most timely work per-
formed by the Treasnry Deparbment. In view
of existing rn-p:'f.‘n.r prejudices scareely anything
can he more important than to have exactly
known the present and past condition of the
cirenlation.  Aceordingly, the Treasury Depart-
ment has prepared a statement of all kinds of
money in cirenlation in 1860, 1805, 1885,
1429 and 1801, with a calenlation of the
amount per capita at each date.

To appreciats the importance of this stute-
meont it is only mecessary to nate that the Alli-
anee and the sp-called People's party is losing
its hold upon voters in all the Western and
Sonthern States with respect to the one scheme
which a: the antsot enlizted the largest support,
namely, the Sub-Treasury plan. At the South
nearly every strong Allianke State has tamed
agninst this scheme through the zealovs efforts
of Democratic politicians who are anxious to
use the Allianee for their own benelit, At the
West the common-sense of the farmers has
completely suppressed that portion of the Alli-
anen scheme in several States, and in Kansas
dispatches smte that many of the leaders of the
Alliance have publicly repudiated it and are
denouneing the plan as injurious to farmers and
contrary to the Constitution. This scheme ont
of the way, the Allianee, or People's party, will
he left with only one radical idea for which to
fight, namely, the expansion of the civenlation.
All its platforms and public announcements of
doctrine inolude unlimited coinage of silver,
but, as  Representative Simpson and  Senator
Peffer have explained, thlis is desired only he-
catse it is a step toward nrgoe expansion of the
circulation.  The one remaining idea for which
the Alliance and the Pesple's purty contend is
the enlurgement of the wireulation to not less
than £50 for every inhabitant,

According to the Treasury statement, the
actupl cireulation in 1860 was =13 85 for each
inhalbitant, and it reee to 1865,
After the lapse of twenky years, July 1, 1885,
the vircalation was 32502, and on the 1st of
January, 1891, it bad [other advanced to
$2410. Owing to the experts of polid during
the first half or this yesr the cironlgtion has
slightly diminished, hut it nevertheess wae
37 on the Ist of August.

por political purposes it may be said that the
Democratic party, after sixteen years' continu-
ous control of the Government, had provided
for the people in MRG0 a eireulation of only
13 85 for each inhabitant, whereas the present
cirenation is $23 57, and it has been about
one-half greater during all the period «ince the
War, 1n proportion to population, than it was
at any time when the Democratic party con-
trolled the Government, Bub putting partisan
considerations aside, all who seck the real pros-
perity of the country will ask themselves
whether thére is any reason to expect greater
prosperity by an enlargement of the curmncy
than the conntey enjuyed during the years 1579,
1880 and 1881, when the cireulation wags can-
<jderably smaller than it is now. Or again, cin
greater prosperity be expected than the conntry
has enjoyed during several of the last six years
with a cirenlation all the time somewhat less
than that which now exists?

It is the theory of the Peaple's party that
jpereasing population requires a eonstantly ex-
panding cirenlation. It is not nccessary here
to submit the abundant evidence against this
notion, for the fact is that nnder existing laws
the ciroulation is inereasing much faster than
the population. The purchase of 4,500,000
ounces of silver hullion ezch month, required by
the act passad st year, adds aboub &54,000,-
000 each year to the cirenlation in addition to
all the gold taken from the mines and retained
in monetary use, The inerease in population
Joss not exceed 1,400,000 each year, so that
the increase in currency is at the rate of more
than £#38 each for every additional inhabitant.
It may be said that the National bank eircula-
tion is decteasing, but the addition of gold
from the mines each year would more than
bulance that decrense, even if it were to con-
tinue, and the extension of the four-and-a-
half per cent bonds at 2 per cent interest pro-
viles opportunity for a large expansion af the
bank cirenlation if at any time the businass of
the country shonld require a Jarge monetary
supply.  Under existing laws, therafore, the
circalation is heing eonstantly and largely ex-
panded, although it is already much larger in
proportion to population than it ever has been
in a time of general prosperity.

ANOTHER WOULD-BE RAIN-MAKER.

An Australian named Melbourne, now ablding
for a time in Ohfo, has devised a machine with
which he manufactures and projects a certain gas
upward into the heavens, and thereby, he claims,
produces rain, What certain Buckeyes have
taken to he the results of some of his recent ut-
tempts in this direotion have won him a great deal
of notorfety; and the Department of Agriculture
has recognized him far enmough to ask
what 'evidence he can produce in support of hls
nssumptions, though not begging to be talken into
his confidence in regard to the secret of his
process.

Whatever one may think of the practicability of
noaxing rain from the skies by this or any other
human devies, men like Melbourne deserve to he
treated with respect. so long as they seemingly act
tn good fuith. Fair play and the importance of
this matter of rainfall to millinns of people demand
this. Bnt if, on the one hand, they are not 1o Te
summarily denounced off-hand as “eranks” or
“ frauds,” it is not necessary to go to the other ex-
treme, and precipitately conoede the genuineness
of their pretended successes, The popular mind
lilkes to have a definite opinlon. It hntes to
pend judgment. Any one who has acquired the
habit of sifting and weighing evidence, however,
much prefers to wait unuil the case has been pre-
sented in a way that will preclude the possibility
of erropeous decision; and questions involving
physieal phenomena which are non yet fully under-
stood ars much better determined by experts in that
branch of knowledge than by people whose forte lies
in other directions, or by an eager but uninformed
populace. This is equally true, whetlier the can-
didate for fame and fortune be a Koch, a Keely or
a conjnrer. It is certainly for the interest of both
publie and Inventor—if he really have invented any.
thing of value—to have his olaims passed wpon by
some such competent tribnpal. For Mr. Mel
hourne, the Ohio State Board of Agriculture, or the
Ohio State Weather Bureau, or the faculty of
Oberlin College might possibly be able to provide,
upon request, the necessary conrt of inquiry,

This board, probably would then consider points
ke these: Could Me. Melbourne, on short notice,
make it rain op days earefully selected becanse of
the very low humidity of the air, or when other
airenmatances favor drouth?  How probrble is it
that it wonld have rained anyhow on certain other
days that his machine is employed ? What were
the general meteorologienl eonditions over a wide
aren of sountry just hefore and during the tests ?
And if, os hns been the case durlug the last feow
weeks, much heavier rains fell down in the Gulr
and Bouth Atlantic States than in Ohio, how far
were the former due to Mr. Melbourne's persio-
slans ?  Would his serviees be equally efeacious in
what 18 recognized as an abnormally dry season
over & wide aren ns in an execeptionally wet one like
the Inst fortnight #  Until the Australinn seeks and
secures a favormble verdiet from an authority such
ns is  snggested, and upon issues like the ones
raised herewith, hie can hardly expect mueh en-
ponragement from colid-hlooded and ealeulating
capitalists or from goientists of hizh standing,

A great dunger
‘o Tb avoided hy the carriers is the attempt to
smoure greatly higher wages and other privileges
berond the power of the Government to grant
witout {njury to other branolies of the Nutional
sefvoe. The postoffice clerls are undoubtedly
treatul by Congress less fairly than the carriers
have lsen. Clerks who have been in the gerviee
for maiy years do not receive nearly as lnrge
galaries s do the carriers although their work is
as difficul.  The proposal to provide a fand for
the beneflt o the helrs of deceased carriers is, how-
ever, one Wheh may be carried ont without re-
guiring speelat. privileges from the Government
heyond those acwrded to other employes,

THE ANTIPODES—THE CEREMONIES
AT SOUTHAMPTON-HIS BEASONS
FOR GOING-HIS AMERL
» CAN COADJUTOR.

Londen, July 28,

Afr. General Booth has gone from us: not to that
undiscovered country from whose bourn no truvel-
ter returns, but to South Africa. Lerd Randolph
Churehill is in South Afriea. Can it be that Mr,
Booth s on Lord Randolph's trail?  Does he hope,
in his own helligerent phrase, to take the great
Tory Demoerat prisoner, or to annex him as an
anxious inguirer?  Is he, like the late Chancellor
of the Exehequer, going to send home a hlessing on
Mr, Gladstone's Mejuba AL surrender? 1f he
wonld, the comeldy would be complete, and the
Noneconforinist Conselence would be soothed, and
the Organ would wheeze out a sigh of satisfaction.

But I appreliend none of these things as likely
to osour.  Mr. Booth has other crrands, other ol
jects in view, as you shall see in & moment.  South
Afriea is for the greal Salvationist but a port of
eall.,  His journey is o longer one; his destiny lies
further east: he lms a mission to the heathen of
conntries still more remote.

It might be hnrd to say which is the prevailing
note of that diseourse: whether the note of vul-
gurity, or the note of profanity, or the note of
brazen assurance, or the note ol egotism, or sowe
other. It has been urged, in pallistion of Mr.
Hooth's offences aguinst deceney and good sense,
that he is sincere.  He has, perbaps, sincere in-
tepvals, Dt this was not one of them. Iis speech
rings hollow. Yet this man has a vast infiuence.
There are multitudes who regard him as o saint,
or perliaps Saviour—a fin de siecle Saviour—a Jesus
Chrigt, to adopt his own style, of the end of the
Nineteenth Century.
