‘A SUMMER HOTEL BURNED.

DESTRUCTION OF THE COOPHR HOUSE AT
COOPERSTOWN.

GUESTS ESOAPE IN THEIR NIGHT CLOTHES—
THE FIRE CAUSED BY A MYSTERI-
OUVS EXPLOSION.

Cooperstawn, N. Y., Avg. 8.=This popnlar gum-
mer resort was thrown inte a fever this morning
' by a fire alarm.  The Cooper House, the leading
hiotel, was fonnd in Aames long before any
of the summer guests had thought of rising from
bed=i# 110 a, m, Like all villoges of its size, Coopers-
town has primitive firesubduing facilifies: and
also in the rural fashion, fta grentest huildings are
! of wood ; and thus a fire genorally menns destric-
[ tion of buildings, if not loss of life. By good
|r fortune, no lives were lost this morning. The
fire was discovered In time to alarm and assist the
| many guests of the hotel in eseaping. But, 08
is often the case, fright seized many who had
no reason to be frightened, and the goenes were
exciting  when they were not lndicrons, People
who had plenty of time to dress' rushed out half-
attired, and others who were awakened Iater
were really foroced to appear in  half-undress.

The tire was started by an erplosion in the
kitohen, Just what cansed the explogion is not
at this writing known, but within an ineredibly
ghort time the flames had enveloped all that
portion of the hnilding and were rapidly spread-
ing over the building. The alarm was given at
anoe amd the guests were awakened by the em-
ployes of the hotel and the olectric alarms in
the rooms. The buildini was entitely of wood
and burned rapidly, Some of the escapes were
narrow, and thers wns great excitement. The
guests hurried from thefr rooms in their night
elothes amd sounght safety on she lawn. There
is no explonation as to how the fire originated.
The watehman had been In the kitchen ahont
fiftaen  minutes before the explosion ocoufred
and  found everything appftently all  right.
The explosion oconrred in the north end of the

proprietor. The report was quickly followed by
flames, which spread rapidly. The night wateh-
man gave the alarm aidd the guests were aronsed
as nulekly as possible,  There were no elevators in
the boilding, henee all had to make every effort
to eseape hy the stnirways.  Not many saved thelr
effeets,  The only means of fighting the fire was
by hose attached to the hydrants of the village
water works. This was absolutely ineffeotive, ns
the strenms dld not reach half wuy up the borning

OF THE FACTS.

noon, shortly after 3 o'clock, he was brought td
Bellevue Hospital in an ambulance of the Gere
mon Hospital.  Te was in a o eondition
when he wis meeived, acoarding to the Bellevug
Hospital physicians, and his death cccurred yese
terday morning at 7:35 n m.

The story of the Dellovue Hospital authorities

s that Dr. Moschowltz, who was with
the  German Hospital  ambulance,  drove
away after leaving the patient, with tha

required Listory of the ease. €l Clerk Gleas
son, who saw Davis when he was brought in, had
him hurned to o ward as faet as powfhle, as io
was plainly evident that the patient's death wad
rapidly appronching. Dr. Hollester, who attended
hid, s1id positively that the man's death wis cer
taindy aceelerated by his trip, and the jolting he
received in the 16Rg ride from Seventy-seventh-st
and Park-ave, to Twentysixthst, and the Enst
River, and that it seemed a wrong thing to do.

Another disorder was also eansing Davis greas
pain when he was carrfed in, and Dr. Hollestes

expressed  eurprise that the instantancoud
relief whish can he afforded in  such ®
rase hy the applieation of a simple sorse

ieal instenment had net been given him before

he was sent to Bellevne, The patient; he saidy
was delirious when he arrived, but not violently
s0, and wos kept alive through the mnight by
stimulants,

Wharden O'Raurke was told of the case a6 s0om
as it arrived, and he said last night it was abous
time sueh practices were stopped. He said tha¥
Bellevue Hospital wonld receive any case that
came in, hut that it wes inhuman to take men
out of bed and drive them through the city when
in snoh a condition as Davis was,

A Tribune reporter saw Mr. Crane, the housd
surgeon of the German Hospital last night.  He la
a kindly leoking man, and does not appear &8
though he would eountenance guch practioes. He
said that they had to aeknowledge hoving made ani
error of judgment in sending the man away, bus
thar after a eonsultation with the staft it had
been decided that the removal would not bring
damage with it. Ile niso scknowledged that the
DBellevue Hospital dootor was correet in saying
that the patient had been sent away without being
relieved of the pain occensioned by his other
trouble,  The ward master had reported thet {6
had beon done, but it was afterward discoyered
that this wos not so.  He indignantly denied that
the mon had been sent away hecause he was dy-
ing. The case was one that the German Hospital
declines to take, ns there would be so many ap-
plieatlons  that the wards would soon be
overcrowded, Bestles,  they  toke  the
modern  view that phthisis  is  contagions,
He said they told the father of Duvis that Davis
must be removed, The father asked for twenty-
four hours to do it in, which was granted. The
time was up on Friday, and the father usked fon
u further term, which they were foreed to refusq
him. They then recomumended Bellevue Hospitald
and though the regulations required the relatives
of patients to furnish the transportation, they
cent Duvis in the hospital’s private ambulance
paying the expeise themsclves,

When Dr. Crane was told that it was charged id
Bollevie that denth was accelerated by  the
removal, le said he couldn’t  deny ity
ard that he regretted exeeedingly that the thing
bnd oecurred,  He expliined that [t was impose
sible for hm to keep all eases, the capnoity of the
hospital being limited, and thay there were
four other patients there st present who could
not be kept.  Davis should not have been taken
in ot all, and, as it was, they stretched the

cules of the Louse on the side of meroy when,

they admitted him.
