A NEW OPINION ON STATE EXPENSES—MR. AND
MRS, HOOKER'S GOLDEN WEDDING.

Hartford, Aug. 8 (Speclal)—The notuble politienl
evont of the weelt hns been the promulgation of su
opinion from Oharles J. Cole, o Jeading Republican
lawyer of this city, and Hyde, Gross & Hyde, o leading
firm of lawvers, all Democrats, ot the request of Gov-
srnor Dulkeley and Treasurer Henry¥, on the state of
affairs ab the Capitol. The opinion Is o cnmful review
of the constitution of the State in those provisions
which affect the payment of state expenscs, and of
the varlous appropristlon lnws, specific and general,
which have bLeen placed on the statute books from
time to time. It takes decidedly the apposite view
from the opinlon of Mr. lamersley, thoe Demaoeratic
Counsel, who furnished the opinion Ly wliel Con-
trotler &tanb lias been sdministering the affairs of the
State. The opinion of ihis week 1s to the eflect that
Stanh Is not the sole judge of what state expenses sliall
be pald, as he has nssumed to be. aml plainly intl-
mates that the conduct of that official Is euch that @
mandamns wonld le ngalnst him for the failure t0
draw lils orders for State expenses, as e hns heen doing
winee July 1. 1t clearly places the responsibliity Tor
the payment of the State expenses on the Exeontive,
and all the departments huve been notiied that bills
must hereafter be contracted In the name of the Etate
of Connacilent, and that (tey will be pald from o
voluntaey fund untll snch fine ns the Legistnture shall
ale necessary provislon for the payment, the theory
velng that the constitution aund e appropristion laws
shenM not b so eonstrued 65 1o provent the operation
of the State government In any sense,

The Domoerntle party Is not in o harmonlons eon-
