Hut lt was far from lieitig the only dleooafM by
Mr. Lowell on tbat Mihjcet in this country. He
never spoke in public thnt he did not t*&BB\ it
ever so liphtlr,' to bi« eountry and her political
faltb. Nohody was ever long ln bi* company ln
prlvate without heurin.' nf it. Mr. Lowell be¬
came ldentkflcd with it. Up was in thia monarcb-
icnl country an apostle of Repuhlicanism. The
glow of his genius illuminated iu The idea and
tlie faitb Vcan.e to thc Ensliehmen who 11s-
toned to Mr. Lowell more visible and more ai-

iraotive under his iufluence, and England drew
aaafH to America.

Hfl hecame a power fn English fociety, obwrves
the same authentic witness. It «6ed to be nia^lc
a reproach t4> him in some pnrts of America, Ihat
be was. Some of bia adoptrd fellow-citizena re-

proached him. If hc bad nwani with tbe stream
in London, the reproa-h might have been just.
He preferred swimming against it. He never con-

formed, never took bis opinions at necond-hand,
majer Buppressed an Ameriean ..pinion because it
was Amerioan and not Engllsh. " Nobody," re-

marks Ihfl English writer already quoted, " BMfll
talk in his preeenee of Americani6ms, or bint that.
the standard of language and hternture ********
in America ahowed any defection from the best
standard of the raee."

So much admired and liked was b»- that MbflTttflfl
of speech were permitted to bim which would not
have been toleratcd in othera. Said one English-
msn, who wns ofton his bost: ¦ I like Mr. Lowell.
I like to have him bere. I keep hlm as long aa

I can, and I nm always in terror lest aomebody
should say aomething about America tbat would
provoke an explosiou."
He has seen the inside bf niuic country houses

in England than any Ameriean who ever lived.
He always came out alive and in grand order.
There is not one in which lie has not let fall some

good Ameriean seed. He was. for every season

of his Ministerial terra. a sort of social lion. Fa-
miliarity did not dim the hrilliancy of his preaence.
"If I have Mr. Lowell." said one of those London
hastesses whose invitaflons are most eantad, " I
know my dlnner will i>e a success." The spirkle
of his talk was perennial. His MMBNM were

endless. Tbe dclightfulness of bis company wm

as great at the end as at the bc?inning of bis
London career. It survived his Ministry. Hc
was not less welcome when be ret.imed as a private
individual than when be had the rigVt to wilk out

\m dinner'next after a D-.ike or in the rear of
on Argentine Pleoipotentgiry. Innuraerable
were his social triuniphs, tbey never turncd his
head.
He was not less popular with his comradcn in

literature, though he aometlmes committ-d the
fault of being more accurate than they. He was

popular with the most various eompanies and
audienees, with the magnates of the city at the
Guildhall, wbere he 6r>n_etinie_. dined, with thc
hard-headed metal-workers of Birmicgbam, and
with the flshermen of Whifby, where he BBfld
often to spend some weeks of the autumn. His
beart went out to these plain folk. His kindne___
to tliem. as ta every body whose life was humble,
was fl.mllBM.1 His range ol persoual friend-
ships was as wide as humanity.

Hc heartilv enjoyed his populanty here and
heartily loved England. Tliat, too, was flung
in bia iace by soiae of liis adopted fellow-ciuzens
at home. He would not bave diaguis'-d it to be
PreaideBt. He claimed citizenship in both ootin-

triea. They were both bia bv right ct daaocnt.
lt was but one remove from hifl fllM New-England
MflcatM to bis laat nncestor in that England which
vraa not new. Whj slionld a line be drawn ? He
would allow nobody to draw it, least of all
an Euglisbman: nor atiy Englbihman to olaim
Sbakespeare or Milton as he'.onginp more rigbtfully
to their English than ta their Ame.-ican postenty
.their spiritual posteritv, as he used to say.
England and the United States were to him for

tnaay pnrposes not two countriea, but one. So
have they ever been to tbe best Amerioans, and
it is but a spurions Americanism which could
find fault with Mr. Lowell for net Asowning
his forefathers. G. W. S.
