TAKING NO CHANCES,

plan was oppoeed to il nstitutionnl requirements of
“one supreme Conrt? and viewed as dangzerous and
alurming the sepamtion of the States Into, groups wh
bhaving *a separate administeation of justice, separdy
jdeas and views, separite policies of the law.” His
speech was £riid and eloouent, but the associstion
adopted the views of the nnjority in fuvor of infes
mediate appotiste courts,  Either Mr, Evarts felt coms
pelld to earey ont the views of the members of the
assoctation or farther reflection changed his owm
oplnions for i the lust eongress he was the able nol
successful advoeate of the plan which he strongly
opposad utne years before while Senator Edmnnds Wi
the leader of thnsy who favored the other plan of m
leving the Supreme Court of its overburdendd
calendars.

Ingersall, of Washingtons
Duniel Dongherts, of Philadelphls; John 8, Wise, of
Virgiudn; D, H. Chamberlain, of south Carofing., and
many others have found, after expeglonce elsewhers,
that New-York is the best plaee 1y which to procuse
law. The Tvasup for the movement of lawyers toward
the metropolis uudoubtedly Is that the great rullroad
and other corpotations, in whatever soction of the
county they may carrs on thels operations, fid ik
neres=ify  to have thelr financial fnterests lnrgely.
