In tbe year ended Juno 60. 19*9, the total Imports
from Auatra-Hungary amaunted to #7.042,207, of
whleh only #241,907. or a Itttle more than 3 per cent.
was crrdlted to beet augar; ln the year ended June

30, 1890, tbe total lmporto were f»,"91.378, and of

beet tmgar .1,577,844. or nearly 17 per eent. In the

ealendar year 1PP0 Anstrla sent beet sugar to the,

Inlted btatoe to the amount of 8*888,111 ponnds.

A do*en year* ago Amerkan pork, baeon and ferd

had fonnd thetr way lnto the Anstrian market, In

the year ended Jnne 30, 1879, the expoi* of baeon,

hams and salted pork from the fntted State* to Austrta-
Hongary amounted to 575,026 paunda, and of lard to

1,022,300 poundfc.: ln 1880, not a pnund of American

pork, bo/on or hams and only <'>70 paaada of lard wero

cxported to Uiat country. In lsM) the exports to-

creased over thoso of the preeedlng year, and then

came the decree of prohlbltlon whleh Is sttll ln foroe.

In 1880 the flgure* were: Baron and hams, 709,085

pounds; salted pork, 10,000 poundn; fard* 1,365,071
pounda. In 1800 not a pound. of baron, hams or pork
wae exported to Austrla. and the exports of kird

nmounted to only 6,400 pounds. So far as American
hog prodiicte are conoernod, the Austria-Himgarlan
market eeaaed to exlst more than ten yeora ago.
