THE ANNUAL MEETING OF THE AMERICAN BOARD
AT PITTSFIELD CALLS FORTH AN LARNEST
APPEAL — HIGH PRAISE FOR IT8

HONORED PRESIDENT, DR. STORRS.

Boston, Oct. S.—In ten days the friends of the Amer-
fean Board will gather In Plitafield, Mass,, to hold lts
eighty-second aninal mecting, For four or five years
there have been discussions, which have not always
peen harmenions, and which ab times left hard faclings
that have threatened to oripple the splendid misslonary
work began in 1810,  There have been threats of form-
g & new Doand unless cerfaln changes wers made in
the officers or in the election of gorporate members or
fn the management of the Boston office. Bul after
ropeated conferences the HKoard last year, at Minne-
apolls, adopsel ceriain changes which scem to solve
the problem.

In order to seo how the Prudential Commities were
pleased with the year's work, » Tribune correspondent
has obisined a statement from Dr. A. H. Plumb, of
Roxbury, who has been for ten years a member of this
committes. He safl: “In the history of a typlcal
Orjental household, where the sons, when they marry,
and sometimes the dauglitors, too, add their families
to the patrarchal establishment, there may come &t
length & year when soveral such additiens have been
made, or when a number of children have been born to
{hese vounger honschelds, some of them, perhaps, hav-
ing twins, or when the lads suddenly shoot upward, de-
veloping an enormous appetite and ontgrowing all their
clothes at once, and when ihe flocks and herds on
which they all depend hove also increased greatly, but
have nod Mmoreased enough, so that the year 1s marked
a4 an unprecedented one, both for greater absolute
riches and greater relative poverty; never before so
large an income, never before such pinching economy
to make it go around.

Accordingly, re-
enforcements have boon crowded forward for a few
years past more rapidiy than ever before, though not
meeting a tithe of the de 4. © quently, there
{5 now £0 large a force in the teld, and thelr work Is
g0 prosperous and promising, that simply to keop the
wheels In mption requires a very large outlay, not
larger [Man the churches can readily supply, but
larger than they have been accustomed to give. And
whoever 15 elected at Pittstleld as the next Prudential
Committee, at the very first meeéling will have to sit
down and foot up ibe estimates the misslonaries have
boen sending in for (heir needs the ceming year, and
will then have to fuce the gquestion, how to cut so big
& coat from so small & supply of cloth as the churches
will probably farnish, espectally as one or {wo rolls of
cloth which have besn on hand, given to eke out the
annual production, are about used up. To this eom-
mittes, as the agenis of the Board, the heroic men and
women ot the front contloually appeal. Those noble
missionardes must not be left to sink beneath their
burdens, The responsibilities of that committes are
80 trying thoat often. durlng some ten years of service
upon it, I have wanted to reslgn, and would have done
s0 but for leaving the excontive offivers In the luroh,
for they say the longer one Is ‘on the committes, the
more ke can heip them.

“This financiad problem would seem to be tho only
one necessarly occaslouing anxlety in regadd 1o the
coming anniversacy. Happliy, so far as known, there
are no disputed questions concerning polley 1o come
up. Certalufy he would be a reckless disturber of Lhe
peace who should Lring up thgre anything to revive
the buried lssues of the pist, There has been o full
supply of candidates fo: missionary service to whom
noue condd object.  The new rules of procedure adopt-
ed at Mlunespolis have been scrapalously observed and
without tise Jeast frietion. An esteemed mibssionary
of another soclety las ralsed tho question of econ-
omy In missionary outlay. PBut this Beard cannot
bo charged with wasteful expenditure through de-
nominwionad  rivalry, Jis flelds  are  almost ex-
clusively - i85 own, At the New-York meeting
in 1868, a promipent committee strongly urged the
establisiment of a new stution at Tokio, the politicul
centre of Japan, but the Pradential Commitice ehowed
that clty already occupled by over elghty misslonary
workors of sixteen dillerent socleties, and therefore de-
chined to begin a work there, though it allowed a single
exporienced misslonary to reside there us Its rep-
resentsiive and to care fur adjacent fields, No, the
simple husiness of the coting meeting would appear to
e to hear the reporis of the work for the yenr und then
to ask, Will the churchios ralse thelr gints as the blessing
of God on the work in hand requires !

“ Now, what 15 it that has given this cheering pros-
pect of a simple misslopary anpiversary useful to the
missions?  How have all these palndul agitations of
previous annusl mectings been laid?  There can be
but one answer. Under the good hand of God It is
due, more than to any other cause, to the command-
fng personal Inftence, the moderate temper, the
broad statesmanship, e consnmipate tact and sagacions
wisdom of one man—the distinguished president of the
BDoard. In Mm all sectons and pwrties in the con
stitueney of the Bunrd are cordinlly united to u degree
which would be possible in tie case of no other man
Hiving, Therefore, in omer that the approaching anni-
versary may be a missionary meeting pure and simple—
in order that thie great as=emibled urganization may give
ftsclf hopefully and wholly to the copsideration of s
Jegitiute and benetiveny work, there must be no
thouglt of the president's petirement.  For lim to let
go the tiller now, just as smoother sgas are coming
futo view, would be the signal for the Inimediale and
{nevitable renewal of inetlous] strife, and at once the
good ship would begin to drift wward the breakers
asuln,

Ex-Congressman Roswell G, Horr, of Michigan, now
of The Tribune, hos just retumed from & two months’
campalgring tour through the States of lown, Wesb
Virginia and Ohio.

“The enthusinsm for Major McKiniey in that Stats
s something wonderful.

In that state tho
fight 1s being squarely made on ihe question of the
tarifl and honest money. The Democrats have im-
ported Mills, of Texns, and several other well-known

“ Governor Campbell, who Is running against Major
McKinley, tries In every way to lgnore the silver ques-

[MPRESSIONS OF A WELL-ENOWN WASHINGTON
HOTEL PROPRIETOR.

Washiington, Oct. 4 (Speclal).=T. B. Roessle, the
woll-known  hotel propriclor of Washington, Thas re
turned from o three months' sojoarn In Europe. He
is one of the comparatively small number of people in
his world who “know how to keep a hotel,” and his
oplolons on that subject are entitled to great walghl.
Speaking of the holels of Europe, among other things
Mr, Roessle says:

“There are some thipgs they do petter in England
and on Coutinent than wa do, but in many they are
fnferior. In London they have beautiful, yos, mag-
nifleent, hotel structures. The Metropole, the Grand,
the Victorla, the Langham and a dozen more are
splendid specimens of architecture. The Interior of
fhese also Is rioh and inviting Palms aud Howers
greet the eye everywhere. All that Is comprehended
in the assthetie and artistic 1s employed to gratify the
reflned and luxurions tastes of thelr patrons, Yot It
must be declared that nowhere in London can yon get
anythlng fit to eat. Their first-clnss hotels foed yon
misersbly. You can get a better meal in any thint-rate
fionse In New-York or Washington than In the most
pretentlons hotel of the English metropolls.  The cook:
Ing there 15 atroclous—a miserabile fmiltation of the
French, ‘The prices, however, are nway in excess of
the charges made by hoiels of similar standing In this
econntry. You can live better at the Flith Avenue
Hotel on 85 a day than at the Metropole in London far
donble that sum. If it were not for American  pat-
vonage none of them could exist The only place 1
got a veally good dinner was st the tirand Hotel in
Parls, Everywhera else I nearly starved.

“When it comes to modern conveniences the Euro-
pean houses are far behind the times. They have no
rooms with boths atinched, only a genersl bath on
each floor. After 10 o'elock at night if a guest wants
a plteher of witer or anything else he has to journey
diwnstalrs himself, No serveut will answer his call
after that hour. As for foe water, that is an unknown
Juxury that nelther love nor money can procure. I
you opler a Lottle of beer or wine it comes innocent
of any previous contact with lee. You've got to
ddnk it warm or not ab all.  Yet in some things 1
mist ackinowledge their advautages. To begin wilh,
evervbody Is polite and deferential Rudeness |s un-
known,  You are waolted on with a courtesy that Is
seldom seen In this country. The railwey olllvl_mls
down to the humblest employes answer evory inquiry
as {f thes felt hogored in being addressed. n spite
of the iestimony o the contrury, 1 must say, 0o, that
1 like the English styl { rallwny travel, 1 think
their sleeplng cars considerably better than onte, Lelng
more esclusive and quite s comfortable snd con-
vendent,  They make be time thay o this country.
From Lomdon to Edinburgs, 307 miles, requires only
soven atid m half honrs.  in London there Is no 1o
after dark.
