The trouble in the South Orange Presbyterian Church,
which hes been long smouMering, hos st last broken
sut lata open flame, and the dissenting members of the
church have openly seceded and taken steps for the
formation of & new Presbyterian Church. The trouble
is of loug stunding, and orig d with some of the
members of the church that were opposed o the pres-
ent pastor, the Rev. Joln K. Fisher. These people
bronght a successlon of charges against him in the
Preshytery of Mortis and Orange, alleging as the main
reason for their opposition the poor sermonizing abiliby
of Mr. Fisher, his lack of spiritunlity, and the Jmpos-
sibility of a healihy growth In the church under his
charge. The charges were considered In the Presby-
tery, and a committeo appointed w Investigate the mat-
ter. ‘The committes reparted that there was not sufli-
clent ground for the charges, and recommended 1hat

A BILL TO BE SUBMITTED TO CONGRESS.

REGULATING THE PAY AND PROMOTION OF THOSE
UNDER CIVIL SERVICE RULES.

Denver, Nov. 7.—For the purpose of remedying the
evil now .existing In the Postoffice PDepartment re
garding the promotion and pay of those entering the
service under the Civil Servire rules, the Natlonal
Association of Postoffice Clerks, at their annual meet-
ing In Pltisburg kst September, authorized the .dn!r.-
ing of & bill for this purpose, which s to be presented
to the coming Congress for passage.
