THE BOUNTIES ON SUGAR.

HOW THE MONEY WILL BH APPORTIONED.

POWERFUL STIMULUS TO DOMESTIC PRODUC-
TION~WHAT TAXPAYERS AND CON-

SUMFRS WILL SAVE.
[BY TELEGRAPII TO THE TMIBUNE]

Washington, Nov. 7.—The Commissioner of Internal
Revenue is absent from Washingion on on officisl tour
of Inspection through the enne sugar producing reglons
of Loulslann, Texns and Florida, whither he las gone
to olserve the worklngs of the sugnr bounly system
which is now in operation for the firsst time in the
United States, under an act of Cougress. For several
years the States of Nsw.Jersey and Knansas paid a
bounty to the producers of sorghum sugar, with a view
tn encourage and promote the establishment of thal
industry, which was then in an ‘experimental stage.
The efforts In that direction have been mensnrably sno-
cessful In the lotier State, with the ald and eo-opers-
tion of the Department of Agriculture and the ex-
penditure of large sums of money appropriated by: Con-
gress for experiments both in the oulivation and tesi-
ing of different varleties of sorghum cans, and In
improving tho methods and processes of manufacture.
The Genersl Government has likewise alded In similar
manner the efforts to establish the beet sugar industry
In the United Stales, and these efforts have met with
gratifying success,

The growth of the beet-sugar Industey In the United
Btates during the last four vears has been phenomenal,
and there 15 reasgn 1o belleve that, under the stimulus
of the bounty system, the Increase during the nexd
four years®*will be still greater. In 1887 the lolal
productlon of beet sugar in the Unliad States amonnted
to only 400,000 pounds: in 1853 the fotal had in-
ereased to about 3,000,000 pinnds, and in 1580 to
abott 6,000,000 pounds,  In 1800 three fuctories were
In operstion—two in Cullfornia and one in Nebraska—
and the total output was about 8,000,000 pounds.
This year the number of factorles has been dombled—
there now bLelng three In operation in Callfornla, two
In Nebrasks and ooe ln Utali—und It Is estimated that
the totul prodoction will t to about 25,000,000
pounds, distiibuted s follows : California, 13,000,000
pounds; Nebrmska, 6,000,000 pounds; and Utah,
6,000,000 pounds. If this estimate Is realized tho
bounty pald on beet sugar this year will nmount to
£500,000, The best samples of Ameriean beet sugnr
deposited in the ofce of the Cormissloner of ITnternal
Revenne are much superior, both in appearance and
snecharing qualities, to the best samples of cune sugur
or sorghnm suger which have been recelved. One
sample, which is of the purest white, polarized at
09 1-2 degrees.

The distribution of the beet-sugar factories now in
operation uunder the Bounty law, and ithe number of
aores of beets upon which each has 1o draw, are as
follows: Utah sugar Company, Salt Lake City, 2,000
acres | Alameds Sugsr Company, Alvamds, Cal., 1,000
acres : Western Deet Sugar Company, Watsonvills, Cal,,
o 500 acrres; Chino Valley Difet Sugar Company, Chino,
Caul., 2,600 acred ; Oxnard Deet Bugar Company, Grand
lsland, Neb., 2,600 acres; Nofolk Beet Sugar Com-,
pany, Norfolk, Neb., 2,600 acres; total slx factories,
18,000 acr:s.. Two other, beet-sugar companles—one in
Pennsyivania and ong In Vieginla—oblained licenses, bnt
thelr operatlons this year have been merely of an ex-
pedmental nature, snd therefore they will not partiel-
pate In the distribution of the bounty, The first sugar
company to begin operations under the new hw was
the Chino Valley Beet Sugar Company, which hegan
Angust 20, 1861, 'The same company filed the first
elaim for bounty : it was received by the Commissloner
of Internal Itevenue on Ooctober 1, 1801,  The world's
production of beet sugar at the present time is about
50 per cent greater than tho total production of cane
sugar, and of the toial imporis of sugar into the United
States during the lust two years about 20 per cent con-
sleted of beot sugar.

Unlike the Leet sngar Industry in the United States
fs that of producing sugar from sorghum cane; the
former lws been established In severnl countries of
Furope ot a commerclal basis for more than three.qunr-
ters of @ centory, and growers and producers §n this
econntry have thus been enabled {o dmw opon the re-
salts of long and suceessful practical experience, fur
the best varletles of seed, the Lest methods of eulilva-
tion and the best processes and machinery for mani-
fucturing purposes.  The laller Industey 1s an entirely
new one.  Many and expensive experimenis were
necessary o determine which were the hest varitles
of cane, the most sultable sofl and climate, the hest
methods of eultivation, the best maclinery and most
profitdlle and economical processes of manufncgire
fo fact much of the machinery Lad to be Invented ns
well as manufactured, and muny of the processes of
mannfucturing sugnr from sorghum enne had to he
dlseoversd befors the new Industry could be estah-
Hshed on a stable and profitable basls,

It Is estimaied that the tofal output of sorghum
sngnr this year will nmount to 2,000,000 pounds in the
three Kansas factorles which will participate In the
& aribution of the sngar bounty. It this estimate 1=
realized, the total amount of bhounty {o be paid on
sorghum sugar will be &40,000, ns oll of that kind of
sugar will polarize at or over 80 degroes,  Three other
sorghum factorfes—one In Micligan, one in Missourd
and one ln Minonesota—applisd for and obtalned Heenses
under the bounty law, but the first two will not mann-
fucture sugnr this yvear and |t appears to be doubtful
whether the one in Minnesotn will do so.
