Justice Cullen in the Supteme Court yesterday gave
s hearing on the writ of habeas corpus sued out hy
Clstlssa C. Lathrop and Ellen Louise Demorest, of the
Lunacy Law Reform League, to test the sanity of
Miss Mary E. Lewls, who I an Inmate of the Long
Jsland Mome, at Amityville, L. 1. She was previously
at Bloomingdale, the Pennsylvania Asylum and at
Morrls Plalns, Miss Lewls is forty-eight vears old and
t6 the daughter of Thomas E. Lewis, of No. 532 Lex-
ington-ave., New-York. She says that she 1s per
fectly sane and that for twenty years slie has been kept
n vanlous institutions by her sister, Rosotta Lewis, who
had conspired to keop her wheee she could not get any
of their father's property.

Dr. John I, Heyen, who signed the commitment, and
Pr. Douglass were Instructed to examine Miss Lewis
and report after recess,  Dr. Donglass sald that ho
wa: umble to decide, as Mrs. Demorest, who was
present at the examination, interfored with klm.

NEWS FROM NEW-JERSEY.

KILLED BY AN UNKNOWN ASSASSIN,
THE BULLET CAME THROUGH A WINDOW WHILE
A QUARNEL WAS GOING ON.

The wriminal authoritles of Newark Investigated
yesterday the clreumstances attending the fatal shoot-
Ing of Willlam H. Dunham, proprictor of a well-known
toadhouse at Washington-ave, and Willlam-st., Helle-
ville, about four miles from Newarl, shorily before
midnight on Wednesday., A number of arrests were
made, but nothing was dlsclosed to show the ldentity
of the assassin,  Dunham kept two rowdhouses, the
other being on the road hetween Nuiley and Passalc.
Dunham's wife for severnl years had chatge of this
roadhouse, and a  hostler named Patrick  Phelan
worked {here, The house had not been suecessful.
On Wednesday night Dunham sat fn the barvoom
of the Belleville roadhouse with Phelan, “ Whaley®
Irown, William Kennedy and Frederick Taylor. The
party played cards, and Mrs. Dunham was behing
the bar. Dunham was of a quarrelsome disposition
and was fond of flrearms. He was drinking while
playing cards, and began to quarrel with hls wife
about the management of the other house, She eon-
tradicied some angry assertions made by him, and
fin appenled to Phelan, Phelan took the part of the
wife in the altercatlon, and ihis enraged Dunlwm,
Rising he advanced to Phelan and applied an offensive
opithiet to him. Llows were exchanged, and then as
Dunham waus reaching for his revolver the other men
seized bim and Phelan. The latter wns held while
Dunham was forced into the kitchen and sat down in

# chalr,

He promised to remain quiet, and the men turned
sway from him when suddenly thers was the report
and fash of a plstel at the window facing the
rondway, and Dupham's head sunk upon (his breast.
The bullet struck him In the back of the head near
the ear, and death was almost Instantaneous. When
Dunham's companlons saw  that he  was  shot
they ran into the barcom and looked out the
door but saw mobody. TPhelan was still held by a
triend, and Mrs. Dunham was behind the bar., She
heard the shot, but did not know that ansthing serlous
hud ocourred, .

A messenger was dlspalched far Dr, C. 1L Winans,
of Relleville, who sent word without delay to County
Physlelan Wrightson ot Newark, and thal official ar
rived with a Prosecutor's detective sbout midnight.
