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TTHE FAMINE IN RUSSIA.

ITS POSSIBLE POLITICAL RESULTS.

YIEWS OF A BIGH RUSSIAN OFFICIAL-COUNT
TOLSTOI'S LABORS FOR THE STARV-
ING PEASANTS,

Mosoow, Jan. 7.—In an interview on the famine,
» high Russian official, one of the most remarkable
men in the Empire, said, after pledging the cor-
respondent to secrecy regarding his nume:  * The
prosent famine is not a phenomenoan that has come
suddenly and will as suddenly depart. It is the
paturl consequence of thiny years' bal manage-
ment, and will become chronie. It is an inev-
jtable result of a series of causes. The peasunts
may be relieved : we may buy corn for them and
feed them, but how are we to give them back
their horses and cattle? They have already
killed lalf of them. Tlos is one consideration.
There is still another, Fifty, nnt sixtesn, prov-
fnees will he in a state of starvation in the
spring. Those Governments which have had zood
harvests  are not  the  self-supporting  onesg
They have generally to import corn in the winter
and early spring for themselves, This year their
state is much worse, seeing that they have ex-
ported all the corn they eould spare to the Lumine-
stricken aisteicts.  What their condition will he
in the spring, you may imagine. The peasantry
wre at onee apathetic and desperate. Lt their
apithy cannot last Risings may e expected.
The peasants believe it to he the Czar's duty to
feed them.

“There are only two forees which keep the
State together, the Clhureh and the army : and the
present, regime has made for itself enemies in hoth
—not small, insigniicant enemues, hut powerful
and influentinl ones, 1 shall not mention names,
for fear of drawing attention to them: but T think
it is  dmprgbable  that  the  soldiers  and
their comrades, if ealled  from the Polish
frontiers to shoot down 1helr starving futhers anld
brothers, would be likely to obey their urders
But, if the Polish frontier should he denuded of
troops, and the country he generally disturbed, |
cannot conesive that Austrin and Germany would
look on quietly and not make an ellort to render
harmless for o time the Power which they have

fearned to regand as their  greatest and et
dangerous for.  We have muade enetiies, not only
among our neichbors, but in eur own house, The

inhabitants of the Baltie Provinees, onee oir most
Joyal suhjeets, are now our enemies.  Finland we
have also stirred up azainst ns.  But, not content
with these achievements, we are now eliborating
a Tartar and an Armenian gquestion.  Of Poland
1 need not speak, You have heard how the
“eastntry rezard the Czur.  They have no notion
of legitimacy. One Uzar e as zood a= another.

“We are living in terrible times.  Our society
is sunk in materialism, and rares for nothing hus
self-enjorment ; and the peasant has ecased to he
the thoughtless Czar-worshipper of  the  past,
Pesides, there apprars to be a party at the head
of affairs which is compoged of Nihilists in dis-
guise, They are Nihilists, nnly they have altered
their methods, and they are leading the eountry
to ruin and disaster in the wmost loyal fashion in
the world. 1 regard this famine as a blessing in
disguise: it may ronse us, and show us the pit-
falls toward which we are going™

St. Petersburg, Jan. 7.—A corresponiient who
is making a tour of Riuzan writes as follows:
* Absolute starvatlon is rare, but a majerily of
the peasants are versing on that condition. The
loeal gentry find iv diftficult to estimate the real
condition of the peasants. The ofticials deciare
that the pessunts, knowing that rellef is coming,
conceal their stores and fabricate stories of dis-
tress.  An assistant of Count Tolstol refers to cases
of ‘sham starvation. Nevertheless, widespread
misery exists, and relief is urcently needed. The
distress is rapidly becoming worse.  Count Tulstol
Juss establistied a number of eating-lotses, where
lie bus fed people at thrve shillines each per
wonth, Jiving them eablage =oup, gl bread,

Is also subject to adverse Llas from protracied
observatlon of the controversinl parallel on the pocms
of llomer, In, that Instance, after long familinvity
with the subject, 1 am driven to entertain s mean
ophilon of negative speculations, My Hfe has ol
embrnced for a period o biattery of able and destractive
critivism sgainst o large portion of Boman history,
Many now consider that the work of sl George
Lewis las; In turn, destroyed this eriticlsm.

“1 consider that the ancieut record has andergons
a eertuln amount of revival in credit and authority,
1 recommend those who are appronching the questlon
to constder: First, we must be on our gunrd againgt
drawing warmih of affection Into the finlil as kaviog
the force of argument. We should rather endenvor
to defend rhe scriptures npon the same principles of
evidenee and reasonableness governiog mentul
processes in other matters, Second, when the nren-
ments of spectlists point to cegative conolnsions, we
should beware of haste. W shonld reserve onr judg
ment, even If ylelding provisional gssent, until we
know 1he spectalists hove said their Jast word
