The Coruner Is dn faed o pulidh e
and Jike other pablic officers focelvies payment Sor
Lz serviees, In E nd the person  appois Is
e¢lmost Invarlably a qualified legil or medical poacil
tioner, the duties of the ofliee being suppossd to ©:
yuire some sequadntance with the learning of both
of these professions.  The firoperty qualification Lo
netly insisted upon now appears o be virtually dis
penised with, the county being Hable for any penaities
ittt may bLe ivcurred by the Coroner.

In England the appointment is held for life, hut is
vacated by the holer belng muade sheriff.
