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NEW OPENINGS FOR EECITEOCITEY,

The present month will witness the applica-
tion of the Reciprocity policy to Germany and
tho Dritish West Indiss. The hasis of the ne-
gotintiony has been the free murket offered by
the United States for beet and cane sugar. Tho
Spanish Convention securing that market perma-
nently for Coba and Porto Rico nvolved  the
negotiation of similar Reciprocity arrangements
for the protection of sngar-peaducers in the Brit-
ish West Indies and Germany,  1f Cala andld
Porto Rico had been allowed to supply snga
with an avemge diserimination in their faver
of 2 cents a pound, their vivals in the British
West Indies and Gepmany eonld not have eom-
peted with them.  The serics of Becipocity
eonventions has eonsequently been enlogod so
48 to seeure substuntinl gains for the American
export trade this month with Germany and all
the British sugar islands in the West [ndies.
Similar armngements will go into offect with
British Guiana during March.

With Germany reductions of dotis ranging
botween 10 and 40 per cent have Leen secimed
on pearly all American farm produets, The
United states will be placed on equil temns with
Austria-llungary dn supplying breadstifls and
provisions to that great market. Tuwill have
marked advantage over Rossia and Prane in
exporting fod products to Geertany, and will
inevitably increase lurgely its foreign trde s
the result of Reciprocity negotiations,  With tho
British West Indies thera will bo a similar ex-
pansion of export trade. The mewljnstment of
the tariffs of these islunds 50 as 1w transfer the
buprden of taxation from imported American food
products to nglish  manufactuees will hoth
cheapen the eost of living and increase the con-
stmpition. Puring the first fous months of
reciprocal trads with Coba the increase of the
American exports was ahout 52,000,000, This
was without the reduction of the tariff on tlour,
which went into effect in January. A\ taotal in-
eroase of B12.000.000 in the oxpart trade with
the spanish West Indies will probalily be re-
corded by the end of August.  With Bragil
there has beon a gain of 2,000,000 in eighs
months,  Careful statisticinns consider %50,-
000,000 a agnservative estimate of the inepeased
volume of trade resulting from the conventions
alreaddy negotinted.

A RARL PHENOMENON To BE BEEN 1IN THE
HEAYENS,

Two of the most brilliaut stars that zrace the sky
will appear befors the pubiie in a fow days In thele
beantitul tluston entitlad *The Double Planet.” For stv-
aral weeks Jupiter aud Venus hav: been graduslly ap-
prosching each other, sud at eight minutrs aftr &
o'clock on Saturday morning they will seem s u
blended into one. Unfortutat:ly for the peopls ol
New-York the conjunction will take place while the
planets are below the hoilrou, and when next seen
Jupiter and Venns will be mand minutes of Aro
apart.  The phenomenon can euslly be sen by ob-
servers ut Gresnwlel, England, and at other polunts
far enongh enst.  Although New-Yorkers ar: o be
deprived of viewing the conjuncilon Mtself, they can
eonsolo themselves by seeing the platets drawing 1o
gother and receding from each oth=r. Oh Friday eveolug
the stars will be twenty-one minutes apart, and can be
soon until they set in the evening.

The planets ave Ia reality millions of milks apart, vel
they will be In almost the same loe of viston frum
the earth, and will prsent the appeasance of almust
touch each other. At the time of the so.called coujunc-
tlon Vents passes over Juplter i minut: of scc belng all
the space that Intervenes between the two planits
The eye is unable to percelve two distinct stars. on
Friday evenlug Venus will be west of Jupiter, and on
saturday eveénlng she will be east of that planet, When
the stars are so near together the superior brightness
of Venus and tho greater size of Jupiter can be plainly
disverniad,  The conjunction of Jupiter and Veous ls &
rave phegomenon, as two planets seldom approach each
other so clusely,

On July 20, 1830, thera was a conjunction of
Juplter and Vegus which closely resembled the one
which will soceur on Saturday.
