Wealth,” Mr, Curnegie met o fine andlence.  Kvery
seat on the main foor of the churel and in the gal-
loriea was occupled. 1t scemed a little odd to look
upon Mr, Carnegle ocoupyiog the pulplt of (he lite Dr,
Chapin,  Bat he was Wy I supported ; and i I had
becomp embnrrassed in s effort any one of the five
gentlemen sitting bhehind him could have come forward
and meritorious!y illed the part of a soet of under
study, Thess were the Rev. Charles 11, Eaton, pastor
of the church; the Hev. Dr. Robert Collver, sir Edwin
Arnold, George Gunton and John Bartholomew,

Mr. CfMagic’s address was delivered in an off-hand,
conversational manner, and at times the disposition to
applavd proved o be uneonteolluble.  Dat b was all
forgiven by general consent,  Mr. Eaton introduced tite
speaker, and ot the ciose of the address made some sup
plemental remarks. Then, alluding to the represcatative
