Steamers [rom Now-Yark can land
freight at Tampico for the ity of .\'[ng-'i- and
all the important inl@pd cities, and the cxpense
anid deli¥ of lighterage will be avoided. Lum-
ber vessels from Mobile and Florida ports will
have facilities there which have been lwking
hormtofore, and steamers carrying coitl and coka
frnm the Alabama coal-fields for the smelters
and manufactories of Central Mexico will huve a
port where their cargoes can be transferred di-
rectly to railway-rams. The Monterey and Gulf
Railway as well as the Mexican Central will
mike this harbor a termisal poinf, and it will
not he long hefore the Interoceanic approiches
the town from the sonth. Tampico i now an
instgnificant town, but American capital and
energy have opened a great fiuture for it. San
Luis Potosi, which lise inland, is already the
most lmportant manufacturing centre north of
the Uity of Mexico. The opening of Tumpicn
Harbor will inevitably convert it into a hive
of industry.

THE TRUTH AROUT THE WEBSTER TRIAL,

Albert B, Wood, the sturdy foreman of the
jury before which Burion C. Wehster was tried,
has peceived threatening letters sines the trial
on account of the pesition which he took in the
jury-reom. Mr. Wood dessrves ‘he support of
avery friend of publio order, and of every on
who believes in the punishment of murderers.
In a letter which Mr. Wood has wrilten in reply
to some of the attucks mada upen him, he de-
clures that he “both loathes and desplses cow-
ardly asassins of unarmed men” In these
words he has expressed justly and forvibly the
exact truth about the murder of Charles B
Gioodwin by Burton C. Webster. [ was a
cowardly as=assination. Lvery dnstardly blaclk-
guard who plets azainst the lives of honest men
was rejofeed beyond measure that the jury dis-
agvend and failed to hring in a proper verdict,
Webster had the active sympathy of every ms-
¢al, every Jawbreaker, evory man who practises
or sympathizes with ecrime. T TRIRUSE
hus already expressed its conviction that the
prosecution was nod condneted with nearly so
much ability as was the case with the defenen,
It still udheres to this convictlon. It wns pot
intended to intimate that the Assistaut District-
Attorneys who bad charge of the prosecution
deliberately suppressed or held buck any tesd
mony ; but it was fntended to assert that the
preseoution might have been conducted with far
more lngonnity, ekill and thoroughuess.  The
prosecution was no match for the defence,

Thera were eoveral amazing things about this
rrial, bup the meey amazing of all was the charge
delivered by Judge Cowing. In delivering this
¢harge Judge Cowing did not apprar to be filled
with anxiety for the protection of human [ife
in this community.

who bad always been in the habit of carrylng u
plstol, and a man who from his way of life and
his chamcter would pot hesltate to use a deudly
weapon at any time, Judgs Cowing seems o
