CAPRIVI STILL PREMIER

THE RETIREMENT OF COUNT VON ZEDLIT2
UNDECIDED,

EMPEROR WILLIAM RETIRES TO THE WO0ODS TO
THINE OVER THE EUBJECT-THE

LIBERAL VICTORY DOUBTFUL.

Berlin, March 19.—A calmer view of the Mim
Isterial situation prevails everywhere to-night
It is positively known that Chancellor von Cae
Pﬂ‘-’! bas not resizned, and that the retirement
o! Count ven Zedlitz, the Prussian Minister of
Eeclestieal Affuirs, Instruetion and Medioinal
Aftuirs, is still  undecided. It  depends
on the result of Emperor William's deliber-
ations in the solitude of Hubertustock. Now that
the nature of ithe crisis is better understood it iw
seen that at no time bad it been of the suddenly
mowentous character that rumor gave to it. Chan-
cellor wvon Caprivi and Count von
have been offering  liberal  opposition to
the tentative amendments to the Educational bill,
Herr Miguel, the Prussian Minister of Finanoe,
was empowered by Herr von Bennigsen, the Na.
tional Liberal leader, to inform the Emperor that
his party entertained no hope that the negotia-
tions would result successfully unless the bill
should be so altered as to deprive the Catholis
and lLutheran clergy of the special rights given
them to control religious teaching In the elemen-
tary schools, The Emperor, therefore, had to
fuce the loss of Lis ablest Minister—iferr Miquel—
and the intendel popular agitation against the
bill, or to get Count von Zedlitz to offer an ac-
peptable compromise, On Thimday last, he in-
stricted Count von Zedlitz to prepare o compro-
mise measure on the basis of the demands of the
National Liberals.

On eonsulting with the Chaneellor, who urged
thit an attempt be made to mect the Emperors
wishes, Count von Zedlitz found that an attemph
to satisfy the Natioful Liberals would involve
such radical changes as to mule the measure im-
possible of acceptance by the Conservative and
(‘entrist majority, nnd that Lis only way out ot
the diffienlty waa to resign, IHe will ndhere 1o
his resolution to Tetire from the Ministry if the
Emperor persists in his surrender to the National
Liherals,

In order to think over the diffculty in com-
plete seclusion, His Majesty lefu Berlin for his
shooting seat, an hour's journey by rail from Ber-
lin. The date of his return s uncertain,
Persons who nre acquainted with the Emperors
moods will not be surprised to see him in Deriin
uny day brimful of sume solution of the ex-
isting difficulty reached by him through his re.
floetions amid the forest solitudes. Meanwhile
tie  members of the National Liberal and
Freisinnige parties are crowing over their teme-
porary success. The Post,” however, admits that
the vietory is doubtful. “ 1t is necessary for
the opposition to rest upon its arms,” siys the
“Post,” 11 anything has been won, it Is due
alone to the energy and persistence of the pro-
tests made agninst the bill, and we must continie
the same tactics in order to vblain a selution of
ihe difficulty consonant with the interests of
the eountry.”
