THE NAVAL WAR COLLEGE.

A TALK WITH CAPTAIN MAHAN.

IDEAS OF THOSE WHO STARTED THE GOVERN

MEST INSTITUTION—A FINFE NFW BUILDING,

Newport, 1. 1., March 16,  The orders of Secrelary
Trucy 1o Captaln A, F. Mahan o few days ago to
proceed to this place. or rather to Coaster’s Harhor
Island, as president of the Noval War Colless, hos
revived Interwst In an ostitatioll  established  and
fostersd by the Navy Department i 1584, and <0 long
as Congress recognized [ts Importance by approprin
tion for Its mulstenance, for the hgher education of
ofticers of the Novy in the art of war.  When sa
Chandler was Secretary of the Navy he appoln
poard of oMeers on May 3. 1544, to “report on the
whole subject of o postgrdnate course for officers
of e Nave,” ete, The result of this was a * peneral
orter™ promulgaied By Seeretury Chandler on thetaber
8, 15854, reading bn purt o follows: oA colleps is
herchy established for an advanced course of pro-
fesstonal study for naval officers, fo be Known as
the Noval War College. It will be nnder the genoral
superviclon of the Lurean of Navigation.  The prin-
cipal bulldirg on Conster’s Harbor lelind, Newport,
E. I, will be assigned tn I1= use, and is hereby 1runs
ferred, with the surrounding structpres and gromnd .
Immedlately afjncent. 1o the eustody and coutrol of
the Bureau of Navigation for thar purpose.”

So004 after the prmmuigation of this veder Com
maodore 8, B, Luce was detalled aw the president, and
sovera]l ofticers, including Capialn Mahan and Pro
fessor J. Rusell soley, the present Assistinl secre
wiry of the Navy, were detalled as the Giculty,
peculinr fumction of the Novul War College wis to
promote e study of the gnme of raval war o all
its phases. and the lectures given were ol the highest
order of excellence and contributed materlally to the
success of the college In the flest yeour. In one of
the last reports of Admirn!

No good pegion can be il
vaneed why our naval officers should nol hove
an opportunity of perfecting themselves on  pro-
fesslonnl  matters,  which  will  at  lenst Keep
them on  an  equadily  Wwith  offieers In foselgn
navies, 1 consider that  the edueation  received

by cadets at the Nuynl Acodemy 15 morely the groand-
work to fit them for whot they will have to leam
practically In the future.” Iu fact, Admiral Porter
realized whant otters have been foteed to sdmit slnee,
that the great changes In the management of woar
vessels duo to stesin and modern weapons  make
the navies susceptibde of much supcrior and eampli
cuted nse than of old, both in &trategs wnd tactios,
Captain  Malan succeeded  Admltul  Luce, who
because of his promotion hed been oardorsd to the
command of the North Atlantic sguadron, In october
1845, as presidect of the college, and remuined (here
until September 30, 1550, when he wos detached and
ordered to specinl duty i the Bureau of Navigation,
Congress rofnsed to make any appropriation for e
continuance of the work b1 1525, but the colleze was
continued upon the efforts of the officers (o the end
of the fterm year.  As shat time the Naval War
College occupied the oid a=ylum bullt ordglually in
1810 for the accomodation of the poor of Newport,
The use of the term * post-gridunie” by e orighal
board, and frequentiy and not unnataraily applled
by so many sincs, unfortunately stggested the con-
tovance hers of the studies pursued by the graduntes
of Annapolls while caders at the aeademy.  Lut this
was only one of the errors that secnied 10 stay the
approving volee of Congress. It seemndd for a0 long
time that a naval war was needed o ipel Congreds
and the peaple to woderstand ot 00 was necesnry
for n genersl adoption of =pme system of facties and
to test It to the couvietion of ull.  Coprain Mok
leciures on Nwval History at the college were pub-
lished In pamphlet form b= 1500, and they were first
roviewed by “The Tribule' aud In complimentary
terms.

In 1880 (ke new Congress made forther jnvesti
gation of the hnportence of the college and 1= nesls
and appropluted SI00000 for u new pullding, the
plans of which were desgned by Musun & Hous,
architects of Newport, and which will he suflicient
for all the studies, including tose on torpedo war
fare, and the developement of smokeless powders
and other new tovendons. By the terms of the con-
tract the building must be completed by September
1 of this yeur. The site of the new bullding. as shown
In the cut, taken from * The IHustrated Amerlcan.”
12 on & Hue wish and west of the old Lullding, The
style of archltecture 15 Flemish, having the stopped
gables pecnlisr to that order, und suggesting lu I
general effect muny of the handsome bulldings met
with in Holland and Belglum. Jts material of con-
stiuction 15 Fall River grutfte roughly fnished, and
it Is rectauguior in shape. with a ffontage of 210
feor and u depth of 48 feet, The matn or central
structnie is 106 feet In leugth, and s right and left
wings 52 feet In leugth. Each wing, as well as the
central structure, has o handsoms entrance, the ap
proach to which is up & few steps, and under o purch |
the characterstic beauty of the three parts  belug
malntatned by a handsome gable, on op of cack of
which is & simple fillal, A clroular olservatory with
& dome-like roof, from the windows of which & view
of the entire horizon mmy bLe obtalned. surmonnts
the central strueture. Circulur skylights and dor
mer winduws add to the attraction of the bullding,
as well as offord ample lght and ventilation.

The college proper will be lu the maln hody af the
pullding, and immediately across the corridor (ut the
end of the front hall). runnlng almoest the eutire longth
of the central structure, is the stalrense lending o
the upper floors. Au aparcment at the west ond
of the bullding, and oecupying the entire depth of
Yhe lower floor, will be nsed as a Mbrary. At each
end of the second floor I= o large leclure-room run
g up through the shind story to the roof. Te
four rooms io the front of the basement will be used
s an engineer's mepairing shop, sterage-rootn, lava
tory, and quurters for the employes. The rear
part of the bassment will be arranged for & kitchen,
faundry, dindpg-room, storeroom, engine-room oud
poiler-room. In sddition o above apartments there
will also ve offiees, reception-room, guest chtmber
for lecturers tempo-rily at the college, Junlior's
room, coat-room, bath-rooms and tollet rooms.

‘I'he wings at each end of the main bullding wiil be
arranged for the eccommodation of the president and
faculty of the college, the second floor to be divided
into bedhchambers, with Are-plices, closets, and bath-
rooms. The dining-room and lbrary, and reception
and councll reoms will be on the first floor. The
sleeping-rooms for the servants will be on the third
floor; and In the busentent will be the Kitchen, bat
room, closets, storeroomy, lnundry and fuel-room

When asked regarding the plans  for  the
future sdministration of the ovllege, Captain Mahan
sald: “1 am somewhnt at & 10ss to reply to your ques:
ton, S0 far as 1 know the same generul ldea will
be followed in this resurrection of the Institntion as was
Jld out when 1 was at the head of the college lwefore,
but with greatly enlarged nnd  advancod  fucllities,
through the erection of & convenlent, commodious uml
handsome bullding which Is pow nearly completed.
