No American, so far ns
I know, had any shave in the proceedings, or at-
tended the meeting enlled by Mre Stephen, thongh
some  were  invited No American name  was
signed to the application sddressed to the Dean.,
1 must gay that 1 shink Mr, Stephen and his
friends might have so manazed matters as to avoid
the public rebufl they have endured from Dean
Bradley. Possibly they did not husgive that sheh
an &ffront to Lowell’s memory wos to e expoeted,

1t would be interesting to Know how it came
to be made public. The first account of the
matter appeared ns a piece of lterary seandal in
a weekly lterary paper notoriously inimical to
Americans  and  American literature, “The
Athemneum.” Perhaps Mr, Stephen would tell us
who sent this statement. 1 do nat think he sent
it.  His friends=lip to Lowell wos perfectly sineere.

More than one branch of lettess wotild be noamed
in which American writers ore almittedly snperior
to Enghish.  Lowell hineselt Lol not his equal in
England in his knowledege of Lpchish hilerature,
or in his many-sidedness, D, Oliver Wendell
Holmes has not his egual. There is mot among
‘living Eaglish writers of fiction more than one
' writer of geniug, and <he is a womnan. Neithier
Mr. Dret Harte, nor Mr. Henry James, nor
{lowells has an FEnglish counterpart No E
critie has done for the Virtorizn ofa of Hternture
what, the American eritie wygdd poet, Mr. Stedman,
has done. This is no plice to pursie the rom-
parison in detail, nor reed one wish to do more
than indiente the grounds of the jealous dislike
towsrd America which go often shows itself among
men of letters in England.

Those who yield to this gentiment arc uoet
always eopscious of it, but it exists, and the most
emphatie expression of it is 1he exclusion of
Lowell from Westminster Abbey. Dean Bradley
certainly did not take hin decicion withont con-
sniting athers. He is o retired schoolmaster.  Ile
Wwas in meny Tespects o Very good schpolmaster.
His appaintment to e Dean of Westminster Wi A
surprise 1o everybody. le hus done many thinzs
sinee to justify the surprisc The place was in
the gift of Mr. Gladstone, e is responsible for
Dean Brsgley. The Dean's iutentions are exiels
lent. 1lis nets are what we see in Lis trentment
of Arnoll and Lowell.

Tt is to be said in bis excuse that many Inglish-
men think the Abbey ought to be reserved  Tor
Englishoen. [ think ther are right. 1f Lowell
is not guod enough for the Albey, no Amencan
writer is good enongh, and the number of living
Frelish writers whese friends are Mkely to elumor
for their alintssion is not large cnongh to be an
embarrassment to Dean Bradley, Of uny futire
application in behalf of any Ameriean there gurely
can be no dapger.  Let the duor whieli lins boen
shitt remain shut. * Have you no Westminster
Abbey of your own®” acked an Englishman, with
that deleacy in handling delicate questions W e
distingwshes some of onr rousing. Our ancestors
and bis builded the Churel of St Peter, w hieh is
now clossd to us, hiut we ean affurd to assign to
them any share in it to which America might have
thought herself entitled.

I dwell on this ineident beciuse it is o striking
illustration of a feeling which geems to e in greal
part, new and altogether deplorable.  The feeling
here toward America is noet quite what it was,
The English themselves might be surprised to hear
it saic that their good-will ta thelr Americun kin
bevend the =g has eooled ofi, But 1 fear that it has
A ahidl is not neeessarily o tacul disorder, and this
j& probably not fatal, not perianent, oanly a passing
phase ; but it is o phase, antl pne that hus to he can-
eidered. A good many thinm have combined 10
produee it literary,  political, goctul, and  some
others. The English press is one eause, and the
waomet of 1t e that the hest English paners are nni-
wate of the mischief they ure dolng, ated the best
of them never meant to do i, and do not now mein
it. They have thonght they were fuir 1o s, amd
they have heen extremely unfair.

It we are to look at politieal events, a clange
of tone spd attitude may be traced to the Me.
Kinley taritl. We necd not Flune them o mueh
for that The MoKinley tariif hit ihe Eoglish
mansfaeturer bard; or he thinks it did, which
somes to the same thing.  The press wrote of ns
at the time of it pasuge a8 il we were the vilest
of mankind gnd the most ignorant.  Public wen
spoke In a more guarded but equally damaging
pone. Read what Mr. Gladstone said. Do you
suppese that adiled anything to the stock of good
will? ‘They upbrafded us for our selflshness ; as
it any nation tegislated on fiseal or any other
subjects for the benefit of its meighbors. They
save been all powerful commercially in South
\merica, and they resent Mr. Blaine's: far-secing
swliey of ecommercial reciprocity and palitical
smity.

Then came the International Copyright aet.
fou know how grodgingly that was reveived.
[he English publisher snd printer had alwavs
soped that the American market was o he
lung open withont restriction to books of British
manufacture, that American printers und  paper
makers, and all the allied frades, were to go
to the wall. They were angry beeause we chose
o look after the interesis of our uwn propie.
ey resented what they called tle protection
slauses in the Copyright act. M there was ahy
gratitude for our recognition of the rights of the
British aathor, it came from the author: and the
author is not the greatest loree in this coantey,
nor the most direct. -

Among those influences by which publie upinion
is governed, then, sinee politiea eannot be kept oub
of such an inquiry, the Irish in Ameriea are a
standing grievanes with the English. They have
not fergotten that less than ten years ago We
allowed them to plan and 1o some extent to earry
out in Awerica s dynamite campaign aguinst Eng-
land. They thought then, and large and power-
ful clanses have ever since continued to think, that
Amexics was the Irish base, and tiat by our con-
AIVAtRTor consent all sorts of hostilities were gt

on foot. The Fenian raid on Canada is not for-
gotten. Nor have the English forgiven the ap-
pointment of a man whom they cousider os &
refugee from English justice to be American
Minister to Chili. They thought It an fnsult
The American money poured inte Ireland to he
used for the purposes of disorder, that is not for-
gotten either.

Then we quarrelled about the Cunadian fisheries,
and hard things were said, We quarrelled sgain
about Bobriug Sea. Kach time the same thing
was alleged, that we were eatepaws of the Irish,
The Foglish papers Lhave never left olt saying it
They imputed—I quate chapter and verse to you
week after week—the hagest motives to President
Harrison., to Mr. Blaine, and to the Senate, in the
Behring Sea dispute.  Sueh attacks on a fricodly
eonutry eannot he made duy after day anid wenk
after weelt without producing an effect.  Of conrge
they produce an effect on us, But I refer now
to the change they have wrought on the minds
and feelitgs of the English themselves, Catumay
in o contemptible thing, bt sometimes iloes it
work., Some of the complaints 1 have cited are
enltumnies. Some may not e, In so far as any
of them are true, the influence of them is the more
injurious.

True or fulse, these English inveetives, which
do miselie! enoogh on the other side of the
Atlantie, do even more at thiv shde. They are st
any rate more than enoigh to account for the
present state of English feeling 1oworl Ameriea.
It is not necessarily, I repeat, a permanent afien-
tion It is not universal, Perhaps it is not even
genernl. Bt it exists for the momeat, and exists
1o an extent which males {4 a mistortane for buth
countries, G, W. 5.
